Rezumat

In articol este redimensionat fenomenul identitdtii nationale in contextul
discursului pro-european al Republicii Moldova. Abordarea identitatii national-
statale prin prisma relatiilor internationale vine in circuitul cercetarii stiintifice
in anii ‘90, pina atunci premisele fiind ajustate prin cercetarile psihologilor,
sociologilor, antropologilor dedicate problemei ,, autoidentificarii individuale si
de grup. Autorul mentioneaza ca identitdtile national-statale apar acolo unde
comunitatea nici nu se asteaptd. Exemplu relevant in acest sens - Polonia, care pe
fundalul celorlalte state europene dispune de o structura etno-national-teritoriala
comparativ monolitd. In Europa sunt diverse forme de separatism ce caracterizeazd
un proces continuu de formare a identitatilor: lingvistice, teritoriale, etnice,
nationale, statale, regionale.

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THE NATIONAL IDENTITY IN THE
CONTEXT OF PRO-EUROPEAN
DISCOURSE OF REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA

Abstract

In the article, is resized the phenomenon of national identity in the context of
pro-european discourse of Moldova . The national identity approach in terms of
international relations comes to scientific research circuit from 90s. Till then as-
sumptions are adjusted by psychologists, sociologists, anthropologists researches
devoted to the problem of “individual and group self-identification”.

The author noted that the national-state identities arise where neither com-
munity is expected.

A relevant example in this respect is Poland, which if compared with other
european countries has a national ethno-territorial structure, which is monolithic.
In Europe there are various forms of separatism that characterizes a continuous
process of formation of identities: linguistic, territorial, ethnic, national, state,
regional.

Introducere. Dupa cel de al doilea razboi mondial problema identitatii
national-statale era abordata in special din perspectiva caracterului national,
al specificitatii culturale, psihologice si lingvistice. In statele-natiuni for-
mate in sec. XIX, statele componente ale URSS (cele cincisprezece republici
unionale), accentul se punea anume pe aceste calitati, iar din perspectiva
lor era conceput si statul. Odata, insd, cu aprofundarea si extinderea
proceselor integrationiste, intensificarea internationalizarii economiilor,
caderea hotarelor ntre state, actiunile de mobilizare a periferiilor impotriva
centrelor nationale, institutionalizarea autonomiilor culturale si insistenta
crescinda ale acestora de a-si rezolva ,,propriile” probleme, s-au creat conditii
pentru dezmembrarea unor formatiuni imperiale (URSS), intensificarea
credrii unor identitati regionale, in unele cazuri, etnice. Natiunea este
conceputd in calitate de constructie social-politica, fiind numita ,,natiune
civicd”, sau ,,natiune politica”. in acest sens, profesorul universitatii de Stat
din Sankt-Petersburg, Olga Popova, evidentiaza patru categorii de state
europene in care se formeaza asa numitii ,,poli ai continuitatii”” constructiilor
nationale[1, p.154].

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Prima categorie - reflectd formarea ,,spatiului teritorial’[2], in care alte
identitati In afara de cele ce se identifica cu statul, practic nu existd. Cu
anumite aproximatii In acest cluster se incadreazd Norvegia, Islanda,
Portugalia, Austria, Danemarca.

A doua categorie — formarea spatiilor teritoriale, dar cu anumite
caracteristici ale identitatilor periferice. Altfel spus, In aceste state sunt
regiuni /teritorii reprezentate de anumite identitdti (politice, culturale,
economice) care concureaza cu centrul politic al natiunii civice. Din aceasta
categorie fac parte Finlanda, Germania, Franta, Italia

Atreia—reprezintd formarea ,,spatiilor de apartenenta”[3], dar cu vadite
caracteristici ale spatiilor teritoriale; identitdtile regionale si etnice
concureaza la egal cu identitatea civica a statului. Cele mai reprezentative
state in acest sens sunt Marea Britanie si Belgia.

Ultima categorie-formeaza preponderent ,,spatiul de apartenentd”; o
parte din cetatenii tarii (In virtutea provenientei etnice) preferd mai mult sa
se identifice cu teritoriile altor state. In pofida existentei identitatii national-
civice, constiinta cetatenilor erupe in formarea multiplelor modele
identitare(de ex. Romania, Ungaria).

Cazul Republicii Moldova este mult mai complicat, ,,spatiul teritorial”
al careia este expus unor serioase actiuni iridentiste din afara, in stilul migcarii
nationaliste italiene din sec. XIX[4], din aceasta perspectiva fiind practic
stopate multiplele procese de formare a identitatii national-statale.
Perspectiva formarii identitare in acest sens poate deveni mai clara, daca
procesul de integrare europeand va contribui la asimilarea eficientd a
anumitor valori etice, spirituale, social-politice pldsmuite in cultura
occidentald, care eventual vor cataliza constiinta identitard europeana a
moldovenilor, iar prin aceasta, pe cea national-statala.

In conformitate cu expusa tipologizare Republica Moldova corespunde
(cu anumite rezerve) celei de a doua categorii, fapt ce ne face sa aspiram
spre formarea unei veritabile identitdti national-statale, caracteristica
spatiului teritorial respectiv.

In acest sens nu este indicat si ne retriim doar sperantele si si ne alinim
cu constructii de vis. Este necesar cel putin s cunoastem ca procesul identitar
este unul extrem de complicat si practic imposibil de al ,,cristaliza”, chiar
daca-1 stringem fira mild in chingile teoretice ale cunoasterii. In acest sens
acest proces este destul de dificil sa-1 administrezi, uneori fiind chiar
imposibil - din cauza caracterului extrem de spontan si stocastic.

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Metodele aplicate: analiza de continut, studiul comparat ne-a permis
sd descifram continutul identitatii national-statale si sa valorificam atit
componentele, cit si manifestarile ei social-politice. Analiza factoriald ne-a
permis sa reactualizam clasificarea statelor europene, oferita de Olga Popova,
si sa deducem particularitatile caracteristice provocarilor identitare din
societatea moldoveneasca.

Rezultatele investigatiei. Deseori identitatile national-statale apar
acolo unde comunitatea nici nu se asteaptd. Exemplu relevant in acest sens-
Polonia, care pe fundalul celorlalte state europene dispune de o structurd
etno-national-teritoriald comparativ monolitd. Totusi, chiar si1n aceasta tara
exista identitati care se declard natiuni si pretind la statutul de minoritéti
nationale cum ar fi casubii si silezienii, ultimii revendicandu-si dreptul la
identitatea ,,nepoloneza” si dezvoltarea propriilor relatii transfrontaliere in
cadrul euroregiunii ,,Silezia”[5].

Prin revendicari insistente 1si face aparitia o noud etnoregiune in
Lituania — Latgalia, care in ultimul timp pretinde la imaginea unei regiuni
multinationale, componentele etnice ale careia — latgalii, rusii, polonezii
vorbesc limba latgaliand se autoidentificad drept latgalieni, pronuntind-se
categoric Tmpotriva lituanizarii[5].

Trebuie sa mentiondm cd in toatd Europa, de rind cu traditionalele
miscari separatiste - Republica Padania (Italia), Corsica (Franta), Scotia
(Marea Britanie) sunt diverse forme de separatism (in afard de Germania)[ 6],
ce caracterizeaza un proces continuu de formare a identitatilor: lingvistice,
teritoriale, etnice, nationale, statale, regionale. Un ultim caz in demarare,
de formare identitara teritorial — statala este Crimeia (Ucraina).

Din aceasta perspectiva separatismul din raioanele estice ale Republicii
Moldova pentru Uniunea Europeana si organele responsabile ale acesteia,
nu este un proces iesit din comun. Dimpotriva, el este abordat ca ceva
caracteristic pentru Europa, inclusiv cea occidentala, membrii careia trebuie
sa-si asume responsabilitati de tard pentru a-si solutiona problemele de sepa-
ratism, care sunt parte a unui complicat proces identitar. Esential este de a
preintimpina sau a exclude conflictul armat intre parti, care eventual poate
directiona spre desecurizarea hotarelor national-statale.

Dezvoltind aceastd teza, vom expune unele considerente cu privire la
provocarile identitare pentru Republica Moldova din perspectiva discursului
teoretic contemporan.

iIn lucrarea sa ,,Teoria sociald a politicii internationale”, profesorul
universitatii Ohio A.Wendt, incercind sa perfectioneze realismul sistemic a

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lui Kenneth Waltz[7], introduce in circuitul stiintific notiunile de ,,identitate
corporativa” si ,,sociala”’[8]. Prima notiune reprezinta ,calitdtile imanente de
autoorganizare ale actorului ce-i reprezintd individualitatea”, cea de a doua —
,totalitatea sensurilor pe care actorul si le atribuie din perspectiva altora in
calitate de obiect social” si care ,,genereaza dispozitii motivationale si de
comportament”. In primul caz este vorba de insisi existenta individului ca
organism biologic sau existenta statului ca totalitate a teritoriului si populatiei.
In al doilea - despre sistemul de caracteristici pozitive (identitatea tipologica
si colectiva, care se manifestd prin identificarea In comparatie cu ,,celalalt”).
In pofida faptului cd ambele aceste genuri de identitate sunt problematice in
acceptiune si abordare, ele totusi constituie un tot intreg teoretic.

In acest sens Wendt remarca necesitatea identificirii actorului international
,pind la tratarea acestuia din perspectiva pozitiilor constructiviste”, or statul, in
opinia sa, se deosebeste de alti actori prin calitati esentiale, specifice si
fundamentale. Calitatile identitare ale statului sunt endogene.

Asemenea abordare a ,,identitatii corporative” ofera temei pentru critici
din partea unor savanti care mentioneaza cd “notiunea antropomorfa a
statului [dupa Wendt] nu este capabild sa stapineasca identitatile, care nu
sunt stabile prin definitie. Bazindu-se pe teoria structuratiei, autor sociologul
britanic Anthony Giddens[9], Wendt analizeaza procesul de formare si
reproducere a identitatilor statale in procesul de interactiune pe arena
internationald. Schimbarea identitétii In abordarea lui Wendt consta in “a
trece de la o identitate relativ stabila la alta”[10, p.83].

Constructivismul lui Wendt oferind temei pentru critici, dar i pentru
noi constructii teoretice - ,,constructivismul social”, - considerat ,,un pas
inainte”[ 10, p.83], permite a judeca despre unele fenomene care se refera
chiar la cetdtenii Republicii Moldova, Incadrati intr-un proces integrationist
pro-european si care au misiunea de edificare a unui stat cu toate
caracteristicile identitare de esenta.

Comunitatea si granitele acesteia sunt constituite in discurs, drept sistem
unic relational. Trecerea de la unele granite la altele este posibild doar in
situatia unor transformari sociale, in cadrul cdrora pozitia diferitor elemente
in raport cu granitele sistemului se schimba impreund cu atributiile acestora
si cu atributiile societdtii in ansamblu. Astfel, includerea cetatenilor altor
state in componenta comunitatii politice este posibila concomitent cu
postarea acestora intr-un nou lant de ratiuni care-i determind drept
,compatrioti”, ,frati”, atribuindu-le etnonimul vehiculat, dar care nu le
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apartine. Aceste agresoare actiuni constructiviste de socializare, pot sa
directioneze spre revizuirea granitelor teritoriale (de ex. anschluss-ul din
1938 care anuleaza granita austro-germand, drept una absurda, din
perspectiva ideii de unitate a natiunii germane).

Din aceastd perspectiva este de Inteles cd tranzitia identitara este
realizabild, derulind doar in favoarea subiectului, obiectul fiind expus unui
proces de-a dreptul chirurgical de sustragere, a unui,,eu” identitar, inlocuindu-
| cu altul. Lansata in timp aceastd procedura poate fi realizatd printr-un
,iratament conservativ”’, care eminamente va contribui, mai devreme sau mai
tirziu la ruperea continuitatii identitare parinti-copii. Scoala in acest sens poate
fi pusa nu doar pe rol de edificator al identitatii national-statale, si de formare
civica, dar side interventie ,,s0ft” pentru a stopa fireasca dezvoltare identitara,
impunind identitatea ,,altuia”, sub diferite pretexte: implementarii ,,adevarului”
istoric, luptei impotriva reminiscentelor ideologice, viitorului ,,lJuminos” al
natiunii unificate. Intelegentia in mare parte este intotdeauna gata (vezi Karl
Mannheim. ,,Jdeologie i utopie”) sa fie angajata in realizarea acestei comenzi
antiidentitare, punctindu-si astfel importanta sociald, satisficindu-si orgoliul
profesional si cerintele materiale, compensindu-si astfel propriile frustrari si
complexe. Cu cit intelectualitatea este mai slab formata, cu atit este mai
manipulabild, docild, subjugabild si distructiva.

Abordarea identitatii national-statale prin prisma relatiilor internationale
vine 1n circuitul cercetdrii stiintifice in anii ‘90, pina atunci premisele fiind
ajustate prin cercetdrile psihologilor, sociologilor, antropologilor dedicate
problemei ,,autoidentificarii individuale si de grup”. O deosebita atentie in acest
sens merita lucrarea lui Iver Neumann ,,Utilizarea ,,Altuia”. Imaginea Orientului
in formarea identitatii europene”[11]. Si Neumann, dar si alti autori[12]
cerceteaza construirea identitdtii europene contrapunind-o ,,Altuia”- Orientului.
Acesta considera ca autodeterminarea prin delimitarea de ,,ceilalti” este un proces
firesc de construire a ,,lumilor”, iar formarea granitelor sociale dintre comunitati
nu este rezultatul proceselor de integrare sociald, ci doar mecanismul practic al
acesteia. De aceea cercetarea identitatilor colective urmeaza a fi focusata spre
problema cum aceste hotare apar si se pastreaza in timp.

Conform lui Bahtin[13], fird ,,alt” om nu poti si te cunosti pe sine. in
acest sens ,,altul” capata statutul de necesitate gnosiologica si ontologica.
Refuzul de al recunoaste pe ,,altul” asemanator cu ,tine”, reprezinta o actiune
aproape vitala, provocata de necesitatea launtricd de a deveni, de a te constitui
in sens social. Drept rezultat, chipul ,,altuia” este continuitatea directd a
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inchipuirii despre ,,sine”, dar in sens negativ, acesta insumind toatd teama
tainuita si cele mai odioase sperietori politice[ 14].

In perioada moderna, inchipuitul ,,Orient” pentru europeni era Turcia,
1ar in secolul XX, odata cu demararea ,,razboiului rece” acest rol este atribuit
Rusiei. In acest sens ambele tari, in special Rusia, au contribuit, prin serioase
pierderi de imagine, la conturarea hotarelor Europei/ Uniunii Europene.
Neumann in lucrarea mentionata descrie cu lux de amanunte cum tarile
Europei Centrale au reusit sa cistige simpatia Occidentului contrapunindu-
si aspiratiile proeuropene, fricii de a ramine in zona comportamentului ,,im-
perial”, ,asiatic”,”dictatorial’al Rusiei. ,,Adevaratii” europeni sunt consi-
derati cei care exclud un asemenea comportament, aceastd delimitare,
reprezentind procesul de activizare a simbolurilor — ,,Orient”, ,,Occident”,
,.JEuropa”, devenite parte a capitalului identitar[14]. In acest sens viziunea
despre ,,altul” nu are nimic comun cu criteriile stiintifice, cu dorinta de a
cunoagste adevarul, totul reducindu-se la clisee ideologice si propagandistice.

Din perspectiva acestei abordari Republica Moldova, reprezintd un caz
aparte. Constitutia social-culturald a moldovenilor nu poate fi contrapusa
,Orientului” personificat prin Rusia, or noi suntem intr-un sens oarecare
insasi acest ,,Orient”. Respectind valorile europene, noi mai putin cunoastem
aspectul cauzal si natura lor, punind la Indoiald propria capacitate de
asimilare a acestora, iar uneori insasi utilitatea acestui proces. Altfel fiind
spus, noi suntem constienti ca valorile europene reprezintd o civilizatie
deosebita care a influentat si influenteaza parcursul istoric al multor tari si
continente intregi, dar contrapunindu-ne valorilor orientale de factura slava
noi ne Incdierdm cu noi insine. Procesul de contrapunere/concurenta ,,noi”-
,,e1”, este mult mai fezabil in formula ,,noi”si vecinii. Din aceasta perspectiva
ar fimult mai eficientd si acumularea de capital simbolic al propriei identitati.

Cu alte cuvinte, din perspectiva teoriei ,,utilizarii altuia”, contrapunerea
Moldovei Rusiei este ineficienta, iar efectul identitar este practic egal cu
zero. Aceasta contrapunere poate fi realizatd, doar in conditia cind ,,peste
noapte” noi, ca prin minune devenim roméni. In acest sens este cunoscuta
agresivitatea cu care se desfasoard procesul de romanizare in Republica
Moldova, exploatind din plin identitatea limbii si denumirea acesteia.

Un veritabil proces de formare a identitatii national-statale pentru Re-
publica Moldova ar fi unul conceput in baza teoriei lui Fredrik Barth, care
schimbind usor prisma punctului de vedere neumannian afirma ca “grupurile
etnice se reproduc datoritd mentinerii granitelor care le despart de alte
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grupuri’- granita dintre “eu’si “‘ei” fiind necesara pentru constituirea “eu’’[ 10,
p-83]. Trasaturile identitare: specificitatea psihologica, lingvistica, religioasa,
obiceiurile, parcursul istoric, caracterul relatiilor interumane si dintre diferite
grupuri sociale pe care Barth le numea ,,diacritice”, intr-un anumit context
socio-cultural constituie aceste granite. In mare masura , diacriticele”sunt
intimplatoare, mentiona savantul. Nici una din ele nu predetermina consti-
tuirea acestor granite, durabilitatea si eficienta lor functionala. Fiecare din
aceste trasaturi pot deveni determinante in functie de conotatia istorica,
factorii de influentd (externi, interni), scopurile strategice socializate si
realizate la nivel national.

Pentru Republica Moldova sensul acestei viziuni teoretice poate fi
conceput din perspectiva construirii identitatii civile, a natiunii civile
moldovenesti, care urmeaza, prin concursul social, a fireprodusa in granitele
ei specifice-teritoriale si social-culturale.

Concluzii. Analizind viziunile teoretice a celor mai ilustri savanti
preocupati de aceastd problema, mentiondm ca identitatea national-statala
tine de discursul constructivist, operarea cu resursele simbolistice, care per-
mit comunitdtii de a-si crea identitatea sa civica. Procesul identitar in acest
sens poate fi activat doar prin contrapunerea (nu neapdrat antagonista) - ,,noi”
si,,ei”. Existenta statului face ca comunitatea s devind mult mai pasionarie
(G. Gumiliov), prin angajarea elitelor politice, academice, intelectuale in
elaborarea, diseminarea, socializarea constructului identitar. In acest sens sunt
necesare actiuni de ,delimitare” si ,,demarcare” a granitelor identitare, ca
factori de edificare si consolidare a natiunii civice, implicit a statului. Alte
actiuni care contravin acestor postulate teoretico-practice sunt distructive,
nefiresti si de rea intentie, or negarea propriei identitati sau negarea acesteia
de altii, reprezinta calea spre robia spirituald si umilinta sociala.

Rezumat

In articol este analizatd notiunea si esenta securitdfii politice, aspectele in-
terne §i externe ale fenomenului, problemele actuale ale asigurarii securitatii in
conditiile globalizdrii proceselor sociale. In activitatea institutiilor oricdrui stat
cel mai important obiectiv il constituie asigurarea securitdtii politice, care
reprezinta axa §i fundamentul securitdatii nationale. Semnificatia majora a
securitdtii politice este justificata de caracterul organizator, mobilizator al
sistemului politic. In contextul schimbarilor dinamice, atestate in toate domeniile
vietii sociale, este important ca institutiile sistemului politic sd fie legitime, sd fie
sustinute de structurile societatii civile. Securitatea politica este asigurata de doi
factori: stabilitatea sistemului politic, functionarea lui legala si legitima, si situatia
internationald care oferda o pozitie stabila statului in relatiile cu alti actori ai
relatiilor internationale.

POLITICAL SECURITY: THE CONCEPT,
THE ESSENCE, THE CURRENT PROBLEMS

Abstract

The article analyses the concept and essence of political security, internal and
external aspects of the phenomenon, actual problems of ensuring security in condi-
tions of globalization of social processes. The most important aim of institutions
activating in a state is to ensure the political security, that represents the base for
national security. The major significance of political security is justified by the
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organizing, mobilizing nature of the political system. In the context of dynamic
changes, attested in all domains of social life, it is important for institutions from
political system to be legitimate, to be supported by civil society structures. Politi-
cal security is ensured by two factors: the stability of the political system, its legal
and legitimate functioning, and international situation which gives a stable posi-
tion of the state in relations with other actors in international relations.

Rezumat

Ideea de identitate europeand revine din ce in ce mai frecvent in discursurile
politice §i in mass media. Mai mult, se construiesc si se finanteaza programe atat
la nivel regional, cat si la nivel european, pentru a construi o identitate europeand,
care sd imbine in mod armonios identitdtile nationale ale statelor membre. Autorul
face o retrospectiva a aparitiei Uniunii Europene, a aparitiei conceptului de
identitate europeand, incepdnd cu numele continentului, cu nasterea conceptului
de Europa. Apoi elucideaza aportul grecilor, romanilor si al crestinismului, la
edificarea Europei contemporane. In baza conceptelor expuse putem afirma cd
daca grecii si romanii au modelat omul European, din punct de vedere cultural §i
civilizational, crestinismul [-a configurat sub aspect psihic si spiritual.

THE CONCEPT OF EUROPEAN ENTITY

Abstract

The ideea of european entity becomes more and more frequent in political
discourses and in mass-media. Moreover, both at the regional level as well as at
European level are financed and implemented programs to built an european entity
which will transcend the national entities of state members. The author makes a
retrospective regarding the constitution of European Union and the appearance of
the content of European entity, beginning with the name of the continent and the
concept of Europe. Then, he elucidates the role of greeks, romans and Christianity
on edification of contemporary Europe. Based on this, we can state that, if the greeks
and romans formed the European people from the cultural and civilizational point
of view, then Christianity formed it psychologically and spiritually.

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Introducere. Desi utilizarea stiintificd a sintagmei identitate europeand a
inregistrat progrese incepand cu anii 2000, expresia continud sa ridice probleme.
O mare parte a literaturii pe acest subiect, trateaza in general, In termeni istorici
sau filosofici valorile si modul de viatd comune Europei, fie ca si continent
regrupand un ansamblu de state, fie ca o civilizatie care o deosebesc de restul
lumii, legitimdnd intr-o anumitd masura procesul de integrare economica §i
politica [1, p.7]. O alta parte a literaturii [2] abordeaza identitatea europeana ca
si proces psiho-sociologic sau socio-politic de atasare a cetatenilor fata de spatiul
european si de comunitatea politica atinsa prin integrare. Unii dintre acesti autori
precum Michael Brutter, Richard Robyn sau Lynn Jamieson au incercat sa
demonstreze in mod direct dezvoltarea unei identitati europene [3, p.104-122].

Ideea de identitate europeand revine din ce in ce mai frecvent in
discursurile politice si in mass media. Mai mult, se construiesc si se finanteaza
programe, atat la nivel regional cat si la nivel european, pentru a construi o
identitate europeand care sa Imbine In mod armonios identitatile nationale
ale statelor membre. Ratiunea acestei activitdti de constructie a unei identitati
europene este evidenta, ea actionand ca un liant al politicilor comunitare si
incercand sd imbine in mod organic o creatie, initial pornitd din motive
economico-politice. Suprapunandu-se ca strat ulterior, ea este destinatd sa
contureze o imagine coerenta si consistentd a comunitatii europene, sa ofere
acesteia o soliditate conceptuald care nu se poate obtine din simpla imbinare
contractuald a statelor membre. Cu toate acestea, identitatea europeana trebuie
sa lucreze atat la nivel guvernamental, cat si la nivel de individ, pentru a da o
certd greutate si validitate politicilor comunitare.

Rezultatele investigatiei. Nu avem pana in prezent o explicatie sigura,
de natura etimologica, a cuvantului Europa. Unii autori i-au atribuit origine
orientala, intr-una din limbile semitice vorbite in vechime in vestul Asiei:
feniciana sau akkadiana. Astfel, in limba akkadiana erib sau erebu inseamna
apus si din acest cuvant ar putea deriva Europa, tinutul din apus. Explicatia
era, iIn mod firesc, completatd de faptul cd in aceeasi limbd asu sau acu
inseamna rasarit si de aici provenea probabil numele celuilalt continent -
Asia, tinutul din apus. Totusi, Intre cuvantul semit erebu si numele Europa,
deosebirea este prea mare si nu s-a identificat nici o veriga de legdtura in
Orient sau 1n Grecia, pentru a explica tranzitia[3, p.104-122].

A doua explicatie de natura etimologicd a numelui continentului nostru
porneste de la constatarea, ca in limba greaca cuvantul opia inseamna pamdnt.
De altfel, in piesele lui Sofocle si Euripide, cei mai cunoscuti autori de tragedii
din Grecia Antica, numele continentului este ortografiat Europia[4].
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Exista insd si o a treia explicatie etimologica a cuvantului. Desi, este
mai complicata, aceasta este preferatd uneori ca o prefigurare a destinului
deosebit pe care l-a avut continentul Europa. Analiza aceasta se bazeaza pe
posibilitatea, ca numele Europei — Europia, sa fie format din cuvintele
grecesti eurus = amplu, larg si ops = ochi. Euruopé semnifica deci, in limba
elind (greaca veche) cu ochi mari care vede departe. ,,.Se pare ca forma
feminina europa insemna o femeie cu fata frumoasa si senina si cu ochii
mari” (Heikki Mikkeli). La Homer se intalneste deja acest adjectiv legat de
numele lui Zeus — Zeus europé adica, Zeus care vede departe[4].

Europa este o notiune geografica cu frontiere vagi si o notiune istorica
cu frontiere schimbatoare. Originea ei se afla in Grecia antica. Fata regelui
Agenor al Tirului fenician, descendent al zeului Oceanos, era numita Europa.
O traditie literara, conform legendei, spune, ca Zeus, indragostit de oceanida,
s-a preschimbat in taur alb, o rapeste pe Europa si o duce in Insula Creta,
unde si-a reluat chipul divin.

Conform traditiei continentul Europa a fost denumit dupa iubita lui
Zeus. Astfel diverse lucruri pun in evidenta acest lucru. Inci din antichitate,
mitul i scena rapirii sunt prezente in cateva picture de pe vasele grecesti,
pe un fragment de metopa de la Sikyon, pe metopa din templul de la
Selinonte, pe un mozaic din Africa de Nord, pe un alt mozaic de la Pompei,
pe o medalie de aur din secolul III i.e.n. din tezaurul de la Abukir sau pe o
picturd din porticul Europei, pe Campul lui Marte, la Roma (dupa relatarea
lui Martial). Dintre scriitori, mai fac referire la mit Platon cel Tanar, in
secolul V i.e.n. (comedia satiric Europa), Herodot, Diodor din Sicilia (sec.I
i.e.n.), Horatiu (Ode, Cartea a I1I-a, XX VII, Galateei), iar cateva secole mai
tarziu, in viziune crestind, Lactantiu si Sfantul Ieronim[5].

In timpul Renasterii, tema capata noi
energii §i continud pand in zilele noastre.
Mitul Europei se intalneste in tablouri de
Bartolomeo di Geovanni, Rembrandt,
Titian, Veronese, Guido Reni, Jacob
Jordaens, Max Ernst si Salvador Dali.
Rapirea Europei este gravata, in 2002, si
pe moneda greceasca de 2 Euro.

In 1988 la Bremen si Bonn a avut
loc o expozitie de picturd moderna
intitulata Mitul Europa— Europa i taurul,
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iar The New Encyclopaedia Britannica — 1992 si Meyers Enzyklopadisches
Lexikon, afirma cu térie, ca oceanida rapita de Zeus este eponima continentului,
iar Luis Diez del Carrala scrie o carte intitulata Répirea Europei. Dar numele
oceanidei Europa apare pentru prima oard mentionat in Teogonia lui Hesiod
(sec.8-7 1.e.n.) alaturi de al oceanidei Asia, in pasajul in care poetul din Asia
Mica enumera descendenta Oceanului si a Zeitei Tethys. Iar Herodot (484-
425 1.e.n.) isi manifesta neincrederea 1n aceasta teorie, afirmand ca el nu crede
cd unui singur pamant i s-au dat 3 nume, dupa 3 femei.

De exemplu, cel de-al treilea continent cunoscut in antichitate, Libya
(Africa), la Hesiod nu era o oceanida cu acelasi nume. lar la Homer Asia si
Libya, nu Europa, sunt intdlnite doar ca nume geografice, Asia in Iliada si
Libya in Odiseea.

Ca denumire georgafica, Europa apare un secol mai tarziu dupa Hesiod, in
Imnul Homeric cétre Apolo Pithicul (sec. VI 1.Hr.). Astfel Europa era o regiune
a Greciei continentale aflate in opozitie cu Peloponezul si Grecia insulara.

In sec. al VI-lea 1.Hr. a fost inventatd geografia. Primul georgaf
Anaximandru din Milet (610-547 1.e.n.), a alcatuit o harta universala. El a sustinut
o imagine asemanatoare celei sumeriene si homerice, precum cd pamantul este
un disc care pluteste pe apele Oceanului care il inconjoara. Dar el vine cu o
noutate, impartirea pAmantului in continente. Anaximandru imparte lumea in 2
continente, Europa si Asia, despartite de Marea Mediterand, Europa fiind
orientatd N-V, iar Asia spre S-E, sa nu uitam ca Libya (Africa) era incorporata
Asiel. El utilizeaza opozitia a doud cuvinte pamant si apa. Astfel chiar Pitagora
din Samos sustine “ca inceputurile tuturor lucrurilor sunt duble, de pilda finitul
§i infinitul, viata si moartea, ziua i noaptea” [4] principiu aplicat universului,
impartirea acestuia in cer si pamant, deci impartirea pamantului in doud
continente Europa si Asia. Chiar daca, dupa mult timp geografii recunoscusera
faptul cd Libya (Africa) este un continent in sine, Impartirea pamantului in
doua continente, ramane valabila multa vreme.

Geneza conceptului de Europa. Cel mai mare eveniment din istoria
universald, a avut loc in sec. al V-lea 1.Hr. si a reprezentat razboaiele greco-
persane. Marele Rege Darius I (c.550-486 1.e.n.), datorita faptului cd atenienii
au simpatizat cu revolta cetatenilor ionieni impotriva sa, a hotarat distrugerea
acestora. Astfel in anul 490 i.e.n. el a trimis o armatd cerdnd supunerea
Atenei. Dar acestea condusi de Miltiade (¢.550-c.489 i.e.n.) ia invins pe
persi la Maraton (490 1.e.n.). Darius a suportat cu greu infringerea si a jurat
cd o sa se razbune, dar acesta In anul 486 moare venind la putere fiul sdu
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Xerxes (¢.519-465 i1.e.n.). Xerxes 1n anul 480 porneste Impotriva Greciei
cu o armata imensa, dar, surpriza, corabiile sale au fost invinse la Salamina
(septembrie 480 i.e.n.), iar dupa infrangerea suferitd, Xerxes se intoarce in
Asia. Astfel grecii au reusit ceea ce parea imposibil, respingerea persilor si
asigurarea libertatii proprii.

Dar mult timp ei si-au pus intrebarea ce a starnit aceste ostilitdti intre
ei si persi. Una din legende, afirma cd mama lu Xerxes, Atosa a avut un vis
premonitoriu, 2 femei splendide, una imbracata in haine grecesti, cealalta
in haine persane. Apare Xerxes care vrea sa le injuge la carul sau, femeia
persana se supune, iar femeia greaca se razvrateste reusind sa scape. Putem
afirma ca visul a fost de prost augur pentru persi avand in vedere
deznodamantul. Deci Persia, Asia este dominata de spiritul supunerii, iar
Grecia, Europa, este dominata de spiritul libertatii.

Tema opozitiei dintre continente apare insd si mai clar exprimata in
lucrarea Despre ape, locuri si vanturi, care i-a fost atribuita parintelui medicinei
grecesti Hippocrates (¢.460-370 i.e.n.), pentru ca este in acord cu ideile lui.
Paternitatea medicului din Cos asupra acestei lucrari fiind incerta, autorul
este numit uneori, Pseudohippocrates. Lucrarea face un clar contrast intre
europeni si asiatici, ludnd drept cauza principald a deosebirii, diferenta de
climd. Se argumenteaza ca in Asia,fiind clima uniforma, locuitorii de acolo
nu au spirit razboinic, sunt supusi, lasi. Dimpotriva, europenii (este prima
data cand apare acest cuvant) traiesc intro clima variata si sunt capabili de
actiune, mandri si independenti in gandire. Pseudohippocrates aduce in discutie
si faptul ca asiaticii sunt supusi unui despot, iar europenii sunt liberi.

Dupa toate evenimentele petrecute, grecii au stabilit, ca principiu
definitoriu pentru Europa, libertatea, iar pentru Asia, despotismul. Astfel
Europa si Asia nu mai sunt simple denumiri continentale asa cum este Libya
(Africa). Se ajunge la concluzia ca razboaiele greco-persane sunt razboaie
conduse de oameni liberi impotriva sclaviei.

S& urmarim care este contributia grecilor la problema pusé in discutie.
In sens geografic, Europa devine o realitate in Grecia antici. Atunci se
configureaza pentru prima data, si inca destul de nebulos, notiunea teritoriala
de Europa si tot grecilor le datoram si mitul Europei. Datorita cuceririlor lui
Alexandru Macedon (356-323 1.e.n.) se ajunge la o scard mare a colonizarii
grecesti. Apar noi centre de raspandire a elenismului: Alexandria din Egipt,
Pergamon —Asia Micd, Antiohia— Siria. Prin adoptarea de catre celelalte popoare
a mentalitatii i culturii grecesti, elenismul castigd noi teritorii. La Alexandria
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se deschide un centru de cercetare in toate domeniile cunoasterii, o faimoasa
biblioteca — Musaion. Se deschid noi orizonturi de cultura: savantii studiaza
organizarea politica, religia $i moravurile altor popoare; sunt traduse diferite
texte barbare in limba greaca. lar Alexandru visa un imperiu universal,
intemeiat pe ideea fuziunii tuturor popoarelor, contribuind totodata la
realizarea unei civilizatii ecumenice, chiar daca imperiul s-a extins in Ori-
ent, intentia lui era de a cuceri Occidentul.

Astfel, in cadrul polisului, grecii intemeiase teoria nu pe elementul
senzorial ci pe ratiune, ii determinase metodologia, regulile logicii, legile
cunoasterii stiintifice, stabilind chiar si scopul final al actiunii si principiile
ei conducdtoare. Trebuie sa amintim si faptul ca sistemele lui Platon si
Aristotel au la baza ideea cd lumea este formatd din doud elemente, cel
senzorial si cel rational dupa Platon, forma si materia dupa Aristotel, care
considerd aceste doud elemente ca fiind separate dar care coexista
intotdeauna. Dualismul ramane utlima idee pe care de la Anaxagora incolo,
se intemeiazd intreaga filosofie speculativa.

Dar polisul cu trecerea timpului si-a pierdut viata independenta,
existenta reala, doarece in jurul lui se intindea imensitatea imperiului lui
Alexandru. Deci individul se confruntd cu noi probleme, aceste probleme
au nascut conceptii noi, adeseori imposibil de depdsit. Cetatenii polis-urilor
erau mai putin capabili sd trateze aceste probleme, decat cei care proveneau
din imensul teritoriu deschis vietii grecesti de sabia marelui macedonean.

Astfel, filosofia ajunsese in Grecia pana la organizarea ideald a cetatii,
gasindu-si desavarsirea In aceasta creatie obiectivd supraindividuala.

Sec. al VII 1.Hr. in regatul Libia-Asia Mica se produce una dintre cele
mai mari revolutii in domeniul economiei aparitia monedei. Grecii au utilizat
imediat acest instrument, fiecare cetate, polis, fabricandu-si propriile mo-
nede. Cele ale grecilor fiind adevarate capodopere de arta datoritda simtului
artistic. Observam ca treptat economia naturald este inlocuitd cu cea
monetard. Datoritd colonizarii dar si a campaniilor macedoneaunului, eco-
nomia monetara se generalizeaza, cuprinzand atat bazinul Marii Mediterane,
cat si pe cel al Marii Negre. Astfel popoarele barbare, geto-dacii, celtii,
incep fabricarea propriilor monezi.

Grecii creaza institutia absolut necesard unei economii monetare —
Banca, in toate oragele intdlnindu-se bancheri si sisteme de banci dispuse
de a asigura operatiile comerciale. Grecii au mers mai departe si au fabricat
hartiile de valoare. Putem afirma cu usurintd cd principiul libertatii s-a
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concretizat §i in economie prin inventarea instrumentelor si a institutiilor
care sd asigure o buna desfasurare a vietii economice.

Contributia romanilor. Conform legendei, nimeni nu a banuit cd, in
anul 753 1.Hr. prin intemeierea unui orag numit Roma, pe cursul inferior al
Tibrului, acesta va deveni centrul lumii, catre care vor duce toate drumurile.
Anticii au explicat acest fenomen ca fiind o vointa a zeilor, iar crestinii - ca
e mana providentei divine. Originile Romei atrag atentia, atat asupra
caracterului deosebit al politicii sale, cat si rolul exceptional ce i-a revenit
printre celelalte cetati.

Rasa romana este foarte amestecatd, fondul originar provenind din Alba
Longa, fiind in principu latin. Este voarba aici de doua populatii ce traiau laolalta
fara a se contopi: rasa aborigend, adevaratii latini si cealaltd provenita din Troia,
putin numeroasa, dar important datorita cultului siu. In Roma se asociaza si se
amestecd toate rasele: latini, troieni, greci, sabini i etrusci. Spre exemplu
Palatinul era sélag latin, dupa ce a fost salasul lui Evandru, Capitoliul dupa ce a
fost sdlasul tovarasilor lui Hercule, devine sélagul sabinilor lui Tatius. Roma nu
pare a fi un singur orag, seamdna cu o confederatie de mai multe orase.

Primul sau rege a fost latin, al doilea a fost sabin, cel de-al cincilea a
fost fiul unui grec, iar al saselea a fost un etrusc. Populatia romana era un
amestec de mai multe rase, cultul sau fiind o imbinare de mai multe culte,
deoarece ea avea legaturi prin origine cu toate popoarele pe care le cunostea.
Ea putea sd se considere latind odatd cu latinii, sabind odatd cu sabinii,
etruscd odata cu etruscii si greceasca odata cu grecii. Roma, a fost condusa
de numerosi regi, pana cand, in anul 509 i.e.n., acestea au fost izgoniti,
instaurandu-se la acea data libertatea. Tunius Brutus prototipul luptatorului
pentru libertate l-a infruntat pe Tarquinius Superbus, dandu-1jos de pe tron.

Din acel an toate razboaiele civile sunt duse pentru libertate. Desi greu
de stabilit, specificul national al unui popor, putem afirma cu usurinta ca in
cazul romanilor specificul acestora este ca au fost inzestrati cu spirt juridic.
Grecii sunt cei care au dezvoltat filosofia dreptului, dar romanii sunt cei
care au pus-o in practicd, ei nu au elaborat o logicd formala ci s-au supus
sistematic rigorilor logicii. Deci ei au formulat si realizat autonomia stiintei
dreptului, stiintd care presupune mult studiu, de aceea au fost deschise
numeroase centre de invatare (Roma, Catargina, Berytos, Alexandria,
Antiohia, Constantinopol). Pe langa stiinta dreptului, atat public, cét si privat
romanii pun bazele si dreptului international.

Existenta unor reguli de conduita in rapoartele dintre state, reprezinta
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o caracteristicd europeand care s-a generalizat. Roma fiind o parte
constitutiva si configuratoare a ceea ce astazi numim Europa.

Asadar, au fost atestate o serie de schimbari esentiale ale politicii, daca
ne amintim cd societatea in sine avea la baza o religie, a carei dogma
principald sustinea, ca fiecare zeu ocrotea numai o familie sau o cetate i nu
exista decat pentru ea. Religia ddduse nastere dreptului de a reglementa:
relatiile dintre oameni, proprietatea, mostenirea, procedura, totul era
reglementat de principiile dogmelor acestei religii, in vederea satisfacerii
nevoilor cultului. Se instaura intre oameni o carmuire: cea a tatdlui in familie,
cea a regelui sau a magistratului in cetate. Religia, dreptul si guvernarea se
contopiserd. Religia era stdpana atat in viata privata, cat si in cea publica,
statul era o comunitate religioasa, regele un pontif, magistratul un preot,
exilul o excomunicare, iar libertatea individuala era necunoscuta, omul era
aservit statului prin suflet, prin trup, prin bunuri, iar notiunea de drept si de
datorie, de justitie i de afectiune se oprea la marginea cetatii. Acestea sunt
trasaturile caracteristice cetatii grecesti si romane.

Treptat societatea s-a transformat, atat in modul de guvernare, in
principiile dreptului, cat siin credinte. Omenirea facuse eforturi necontenite
pentru a se elibera de sub dominatia vechii religii, in care omul nu mai
putea crede. Dreptul si politica, precum si morala se eliberasera de legaturile
lor. Dreptul si politica erau mai independente, pentru ca oamenii incepeau
sa aiba alte credinte, iar faptul ca societatea nu mai era guvernata de religie,
se explica prin faptul ca aceasta nu mai avea putere. A venit ziua cand
sentimentul religios a prins din nou viata si credinta a pus iar stapanire pe
sufletul omului. Aceasta s-a intdmplat odata cu aparitia crestinismului.
Sentimentul religios a fost rednviat, el capatand o alta natura si forta. Daca
altddata oamenii isi facusera zei din sufletul omenesc, ei Incep acum sa-1
conceapd pe Dumnezeu ca fiind cu adevarat strdin de natura omeneasca.
Divinul fiind asezat Inafara si deasupra naturii vizibile. Teama fata de zei a
fost inlocuitd cu dragostea fata de Dumnezeu.

Crestinismul aduce cu sine lucruri noi, el nu mai reprezinta o religie
casnica a unei famili sau o religie nationald a unei cetati ci devine religia
tuturor. Crestinismul reprezintd un Dumnezeu unic, universal, al tuturor, un
Dumnezeu pentru care nu existd vre-un popor ales si care nu ficea deosebire
intre rase, familii sau state. Pentru Dumnezeu nu exista cuvantul stain, strainul
nu mai profana templul prin prezenta sa, cultul nu a mai fost tinut secret,
nascandu-se astfel o viata religioasa care se daruia, mergand sd-i caute pe cei
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nepasatori, ea nu mai propavaduia ura dintre popoare, ci datoria de a fi drept
si binevoitor. lisus Christos desparte religia de guvernare, ea nu mai este
lumeasca si nu mai are treaba decat foarte putin cu treburile pamantesti. Daca
inainte religia comanda in stat, desemnand pe conducatori prin vocea soartei,
statul intervenind in domeniul constiintei, pedepsind orice infractiune fatd de
rituri. “Dati deci Cezarului cele ce sant ale Cezarului i lui Dumnezeu cele
ce sant ale lui Dumnezeu.” [6, Matei, XXII, 21]. Se face deosebirea neta intre
Dumnezeu si state, astfel religia nu mai este una cu statul iar a asculta de
Cezar, nu mai reprezinta acelasi lucru cu a asculta de Dumnezeu. Noua religie
aduce cu sine regula, conform careia oamenii pot fi guvernati fara sa se
conformeze obiceiurilor sacre, fara sa tina seama de prevestiri sau oracole, se
face o deosebire neta intre virtutile private si cele publice. Dreptul si-a schimbat
natura, dacd el a fost aservit religiei, acum crestinismul este prima religie
care nu are pretentia ca dreptul sa depinda de ea, el ocupandu-se de indatoririle
oamenilor si nu de relatiile lor de interese.

Dreptul devine independent, a urmat progresele moralei, adaptandu-se
nevoilor societatii. Putem observa cu usurinta ca dreptul roman s-a straduit sa
se elibereze de religie, sa se apropie de echitate si de natura. Pe masura ce
crestinismul cucerea societatea, codurile romane admiteau reguli noi, dreptul
de proprietate nu a mai decurs din religie ci din munca, cumpararea pamanturilor
a devenit mai usoara. astfel formalitatile vechiului drept au fost inlaturate. Tatal
a pierdut autoritatea absoluta conferita de sacerdotiu si a pastrat-o doar pe cea
care ii conferea satisfacerea nevoilor copilului. lar sotia, care era inferioara
sotului, a devenid din punct de vedere moral, egala cu barbatul.

In timpul domniei Iui Augustus (63 i.e.n.- 14 e.n.), in Tudeea s-a nascut
conform traditiei Mantuitorul. Astfel din anul 33 e.n.., religia propavaduita de
apostoli s-a raspandit in Imperiu cu o repeziciune de invidiat. Nici cele mai
crunte persecutii nu au putut infrange noua credinta, care, pana la urma, este
legalizata in anul 313 e.n. de imparatul Constantin cel Mare (c.280-337). De
aici Incolo crestinismul s-a raspandit continuu, cuprinzand o mare parte a
populatiei din intreaga lume. Cu certitudine afirmam ca crestinismul a
transformat in profunzime sufletul omenesc, daca pana atunci sentimentul de
mild, era mai putin cunoscut, din acel moment el devine o componentd majora
a personalitatii. Chiar i iubirea care 1n viziunea greco-latica era mai schematica,
acum capdtd noi dimensiuni, transformandu-se Intr-un sentiment complex.
Crestinismul in esentd este o religie a iubirii. Putem afirma, ca daca grecii §i
romanii au modelat omul european din punct de vedere cultural si civilizational,
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crestinismul I-a configurat psihic si spiritual. Astfel, toleranta este una din
caracteristicile umane, iar dialogul - forma ei de manifestare.

Pana la unificarea politicd a lumii de catre romani, popoarele aveau limbi
diferite si civilizatii discordante, datorita lui Dumnezeu toate popoarele sunt
suspuse unei singure puteri — Iubirea, doar pacea romana putand asigura
triumful Mantuitorului. Imperiul Roman este implinirea vointei lui Dumnezeu.
Din momentul actului lui Constantin cel Mare, imperiul a devenit crestin,
Europa s-a indetificat pana la confuzie cu religia crestind. ,,Europa este singurul
continent care a fost in intregime crestinizat, de cel putin o mie de ani pentru
regiunile cel mai tdarziu castigate la crestinism...Uniunea Europei este o idee
crestind devenita laica. Europa este o crestinatate care isi cauta Cristul” [7].

Astfel crestinismul, alaturi de Grecia §i Roma, constituie o coordonata
a Europei, toate trei constituie elementele de configurare a unei realitati
spirituale si a unei mentalitati in care europenii se regdsesc in zilele noastre.

Identitate europeana. Prin identitate se intelege insusirea unei
persoane, a unui obiect sau fenomen de a-si manifesta individualitatea in
timp si in spatiu, prin caracteristicile fundamentale, neschimbatoare, ce le
deosebesc de toate celelalte si le determina sa ramana ele insele pe intreaga
durata a existentei lor[8].

Introducerea notiunii de identitate in vizorul savantilor a fost rezultatul
cercetarilor prin sondaje si mai exact dupa cum subliniazd Celine Bellot[9], al
analigtilor Eurobarometrelor care l-au utilizat pentru a explica “multidimen-
sionalitatea indicatorilor de sustinere a integrarii; aceasta a servit la calificarea
dimensiunii non-evaluative a raspunsurilor cetatenilor purtind asupra
aprecierii subiective a constructiei europene, pe care managerii
Eurobarometrelor o considerau ca fiind cea mai afectiva, emotionala.” [1,p.10]

Rezultat al civilizatiei si culturii europene identitatea europeana este o
notiune complexa ce integreaza aspecte adesea contradictorii (spiritualitate
— materialism; libertate — responsabilitate etc.), si este formata atat din
caracteristici ce sunt comune diferitelor culturi, etnii, popoare ce o compun,
cat si din caracteristici specifice acestora.

In prima categorie intrd, pe de o parte, spiritualitatea iudeo-crestind si,
pe de alta parte, naturalismul si rationalismul grec cu spiritul juridic si
organizatoric roman. Sunt doud conceptii, doud viziuni care de-a lungul
intregii istorii s-au combatut si s-au Incrucisat fara ca una din ele sa se poata
impune in mod definitiv. Cultura europeand este in bund masurd rezultatul
conflictului si interactiunilor intre cele doud viziuni. Ele constituie
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fundamentul, acel soclu comun, care conferd coeziunea necesara ambitiilor de
unitate politico—economica si dau credibilitate si substantd constructiei UE.

Cea de a doua categorie este formata de caracteristici care au
determinat aparitia identitatilor specifice fiecarei culturi, etnii, popor; tari,
regiuni din Europa si care le singularizeaza intr-o masurd mai mare sau mai
mica. Ele constituie aceasta diversitate care formeaza una din principalele
bogatii ale culturii si civilizatiei europene.

Referitor la identitatea europeand nu stiu dacd o poate spune cineva
mai bine ca Umberto ECO: “Cand ma aflu in Italia ma simt milanez, cand
ma aflu in Europa ma simt italian, iar cand ma aflu in America ma simt
european” [10].

Unitatea Europei. Europa este o notiune geografica cu frontiere vagi
si 0 notiune istoricd cu frontiere schimbatoare. Originea ei se afld in Grecia
anticd si ideea unei Europe unite bazata pe crestindtate 1si face aparitia dupa
refluxul arab ce incepe cu batdlia de la Tours/Poitiers (octombrie 732).
Nasterea statelor-natiune in secolul XV pune capat perspectivei unitatii
europene prin religie iar idea europeana va imbraca ulterior 3 forme:

- Europa statelor independente si suverane in competitie i in cautare
perpetud de echilibru prin realizarea de aliante;

- Europa unita prin cuceriri (Napoleon, Hitler);

- Europa unitd prin vointa liber exprimata.

Diferite proiecte apar incepand cu secolul XV si pana la cel de al doilea
razboi mondial. Exemple: Pierre Dubois — «De Recuperatione» — prevede o
adunare reprezentativa si organizarea unui arbitraj international; Sully — «Le
Grand Dessein — République trcs chrétienne» dirijata de un «Mare Consiliu
al Europei»; William Penn — prevede o Dieta europeana; Victor Hugo — Statele
Unite ale Europei; Aristide Briand — Uniune Federald Europeana.

Constructia europeand se materializeaza dupa cel de-al doilea razboi
mondial cand obiectivul principal il constituie asigurarea pacii. Ideea este
impusa In mare masura de fortele politice crestin-democrate care promoveaza
valorile de libertate, democratie, justitie, solidaritate — valori, cu profunde
radacini in civilizatia europeand. Din 1951, de la crearea CECO si pana
astazi — UE cu 28 de membri organizati de Tratatul de la Lisabona — au fost
parcurse o serie de etape care se raporteaza la aprofundarea si largirea Uniunii
Europene. Noul act care modifica Tratatele precedente este conceput pentru
a aduce un plus de democratie, eficienta si transparenta in cadrul UE si
astfel, capacitatea de a rezolva probleme globale precum modificarea climei,
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securitatea si dezvoltarea durabild. Crearea UE era inevitabila si europenii
erau ferm convinsi in aceastra. Giscard d’Estaing adresandu-se cdtre Mihail
Gorbaciov in 1989, i-a precizat: Domnule Presedinte, nu pot sa va spun
exact cand se va intampla, probabil intr-un interval de 15 ani — dar Europa
va fi un stat federal si trebuie sa va pregatiti pentru aceasta[10]. Uniunea
Europeana reprezinta atdt un sistem de guvernare supranational, o forma
inedita a comunitatii politice dar si o constructie fragila in curs de formare
cu un sens ambiguu al identitatii [11, p. 31].

Drepturile fundamentale si valorile democratice sunt respectate in statele
membre ale Uniunii Europene, acestea fiind semnatare ale unor texte, precum
Conventia Europeana a Drepturilor Omului (1950), Declaratia Universala
a Drepturilor Omului (1948), Carta Sociala Europeana (1962) sau Carta
comunitara a drepturilor sociale fundamentale ale lucratorilor (1996).

Concluzii. Uniunea Europeana este o institutie sui—generis care
urmareste sa-si afirme pozitia si rolul pe diferite planuri: politic, economic,
social, cultural si sd-si transpund in viatd proiectul politic si de societate.
Largirea si aprofundarea coeziunii intre statele membre sunt cele doud axe
de dezvoltare si intdrire a UE. Dealtfel, definitia Uniunii Europene este
bazata pe valori: are vocatie de a fi membru al Uniunii Europene orice stat
care se situeaza geografic in Europa si care isi bazeazd politicile si actiunile
pe valorile europene mentionate mai sus.

Secolul XX, a insemnat aparitia uneia dintre acele idei politice care
marcheaza istoria— Uniunea Europeand. Depésind o jumatate de secol, aceasta
constructie unica in lume a adus cu sine o schimbare de perceptie si, putem
spune, chiar de mentalitate. Faptul cd UE a primit Premiul Nobel pentru pace
in 2012 subliniaza ca Europa constituie un exemplu excelent de reconciliere,
pace si democratie. Insd, dacad Europa doreste sa-si mentind rolul de lider,
guvernanta trebuie imbundtatita si trebuie sa se asigure ca institutiile si procesul
de luare a deciziilor devin mai democratice i mai transparente. Acest lucru
este indispensabil, intrucat din ce in ce mai multe decizii, care afecteaza in
mod direct viata de zi cu zi a cetdtenilor, sunt luate la nivel european. De
unele singure statele membre, chiar si cele mai mari, nu mai sunt in masura
sa faca fata sau sa raspundd in mod adecvat unora dintre provocarile economiei
globalizate. Prin punerea in comun a suveranitatii, statele membre sunt mai
puternice si pot exercita o mai mare influentd la nivel mondial.

Astfel, alaturi de numerosi cercetatori si politicieni, sustinem teza tot mai
raspanditd, potrivit careia, elemente, precum impartasirea unei culturi comune,
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sistemul de valori sociale (progresul si bunastarea), politice (democratia si
libertatea) sau juridice (respectul fatd de drepturile omului), unesc europenii
fiind elemente cheie 1n procesul de construire a identitatii europene. Republica
Moldova se situeaza georafic in Europa, raméane numai ca si politicile si actiunile
sale sd le acordeze la valorile europene cat mai urgent, ca cetatenii sa beneficieze
de ele si sd completeze marea familie europeana.

Abstract

His research constitutes a succinct analysis of the touristic flews between
Moldova and Romania during 2005-2012. The analysis is carried based on
logistical approach, by comparing the physical touristic and cash touristic flows,
and specifies the national statistics in the field of tourism. Chisinau becoming a
tourist hotspot. It was from what one can see from old photographs once a very
attractive city, but it was mostly flattened in WW2. There are one or two indi-
vidual buildings of note still left, including a fine old station recently restored. It
is a very green city with plenty of trees and parks. The central market is an excel-
lent old fashioned food and general market which no longer exists in places like
Poland. No one hassles you in Moldova, it’s cheap to eat and drink though ac-
commodation can be more pricey. At Orhei Vecchi there is an UNESCO heritage
site comprising an unusual limestone cliff exposed by river erosion in which over
the centuries mankind has burrowed, with many interesting remains. There are
also half a dozen attractive monasteries. There is no where really to stay outside
the capital, but the country can be reached usually on appalling roads in a day
trip. The countryside is unspectacular otherwise, rolling landscape, greatly im-
poverished villages. There is a village by the river near Orhei, Trebushen, where
an enterprising family provide pleasant accommodation with all meals and local
wine at 30EUR per day per person. People do stay from all over the world, for
example stray Japanese, Scandinavians, Italians and French. The village is not
spoilt by modern buildings, there is walking to be done and otherwise pottering
about. Some venture on the river. The family arrange collection of guests from
Chisinau, which is about 40 km away.

Avind obligatiuni mai mult sau mai putin comune, relatiile economice §i
politice ale Republicii Moldova cu tarile din Uniunea vamala ( Rusia-Belarus-
Kazakhstan) sunt inca relativ inchise. Totusi, intensitatea lor se datoreaza relatiilor
stabilite cu Federatia Rusa, care este principalul partener comercial al Republicii
Moldova. Aproximativ 1/3 din produsele din Moldova sunt realizate pe piata rusa.
In acelasi timp, odatd cu itensificarea procesului de liberalizare a comertului cu
Uniunea Europeand, anumite sectoare din economie vor fi supuse unor provocari
de a-si ridica nivelul de competenta si sa asigure rezistentd concurentilor straini.
Sectorul ce va avea cel mai mult de suferit din urma acestor negocieri este cel
agroalimentar, care are un rol major in economia nationald.

THE IMPACT OF INTEGRATION OPTIONS
ON THE AGRIFOOD TRADE

Abstract

Having in past more or less common bonds - economic and political rela-
tions of the Republic of Moldova with the countries of the Customs Union (Rus-
sia-Belarus-Kazakhstan) are still velatively close. However, their intensity is due
to links established with the Russian Federation, which is the main trading part-
ner of Moldova. This is the market for about a third of Moldovan products and
exclusive origin of imports of gas to Moldova. At the same time, with the intensi-
fication of trade liberalization with the European Union, several sectors of the
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economy Will face a number of challenges to increase competitiveness and ensure
resistance to foreign competition. And one of the most threatened sectors, that has
been granted a special importance in the negotiations, is the agrifood one, which
otherwise has still an important role in the national economy.

Introducere. in ultimii ani, autorititile nationale au intreprins mai multe
masuri in vederea facilitdrii politicii comerciale, in aceasta perioada fiind
semnat Acordul privind crearea Zonei de liber schimb in cadrul CSI si fiind
initiate negocierile Acordului de Asociere cu tarile Uniunii Europene, inclusiv
a Acordului de Liber Schimb Aprofundat si Cuprinzator (ALSAC) ca parte
componenta obligatorie care a fost deja si parafat la summitul de la Villinus.
Insemnitatea AA depaseste cu mult efectele de facilitate a comertului exte-
rior, acesta avand drept obiectiv urgentarea reformelor structurale si depasirea
etapei de tranzitie a economiei nationale. Insa, multiplele studii efectuate au
aratat ca pentru a valorifica oportunitétile existente este nevoie de multa
responsabilitate din partea autoritdtilor nationale si a intregii societati civile
in vederea bunei sale implementari. Odata cu intensificarea procesului de
liberalizare, mai multe sectoare ale economiei vor intdmpina un sir de provocari
in vederea sporirii competitivitdtii i asigurdrii rezistentei concurentei straine.
Iar unul dintre cele mai amenintate sectoare, cdruia i s-a acordat i o importanta
aparte in cadrul negocierilor,este sectorul agricol, care altminteri detine inca
un rol important in cadrul economiei nationale.

Material si metodi. In conturarea unei radiografii a beneficiilor si
provocdrilor optiunilor de integrare ale Republicii Moldova, privind comertul
agroalimentar, demersul de fatd s-a bazat pe datele Biroului National de Statistica,
Bancii Mondiale, Bancii Nationale a Moldovei, Fondului Monetar international,
UN Comtrade etc. Pentru analiza datelor disponibile au fost utilizate metode
statistice de tipul comparatiilor, dinamicii si structurii, rezultatele fiind prezentate
atat sub forma tabelara cat si sub forma prezentarilor grafice.

Rezultate si discutii. In vederea cuantificirii impactului ALSAC asupra
comertului moldovenesc cu produse agroalimentare, dar si asupra perspectivelor
de dezvoltare ale acestui sector au fost abordate urmatoarele aspecte:

-relatiile economice ale Republicii Moldova cu tarile membre ale
Uniunii Vamale si UE;

- comertul cu produse agroalimentare al Republicii Moldova cu tarile
membre ale UV si UE;
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-avantajele Uniunii Vamale si al ALSAC comparativ cu actualele
regimuri existente?

- va putea raspunde acordul de aderare la UV si ALSAC obiectivelor de
dezvoltare ale sectorului agroalimentar al Republicii Moldova pe termen lung?

Republica Moldova este o economie mica, iar inclusiv si acest spe-
cific o caracterizeaza printr-un grad relativ inalt de deschidere, care inevitabil
influenteaza cresterea sa economica. Astazi, principalii parteneri economici
ai RM sunt UE si CSI, care influenteaza economia moldoveneasca prin trei
canale de bazd: remiteri, investitii §i comert exterior.

Remiterile transferate de catre cetatenii moldoveni plecati peste hotare,
estimate conform datelor disponibile din balanta de plati, provin
preponderent din tarile UV, 1n special din Federatia Rusa, aceasta gazduind
circa 62%, aproximativ o treime din emigrantii moldoveni (tabelul 1).

Totodata, vorbind despre ceilalti doi factori — investitiile si exporturile, care
urmeaza sa contribuie la modificarea paradigmei de dezvoltare a RM bazata pe
remiteri, acestia provin, preponderent, din tarile UE. Conform datelor FMI, in
anul precedent circa 62% din stocul de ISD in RM apartinea investitorilor din
UE, in timp ce activitatea investitionald a tarilor UV este una destul de modesta,
in ultimii ani inregistrandu-se chiar un proces dezinvestitional (tabelul 2).

La fel si exporturile circa 47% sunt orientate catre statele UE, in perioada
ce a precedat criza din anul 2009, acest nivel depasind chiar 50%. In pofida
acestui fapt si a reorientarii in timp a exporturilor moldovenesti catre UE,
ponderea tarilor UV ramane a fi destul de semnificativa, mai mult ca atat
principala piata de export a exportatorilor moldoveni fiind Federatia Rusa.

Insa atat volumul investitiilor cat si al exporturilor este foarte mic, iar
economia are nevoie de un impuls pentru a spori importanta acestora si de
a finisa reformele pentru instaurarea unei economii de piata viabild. Mai
multe studii efectuate de catre expertii nationali §i internationali, inclusiv
in cadrul INCE au aratat ca aceste stimulente ar putea proveni din partea
semndarii Acordului de Asociere cu UE (AA), din contra, efectele aderarii la
UV generand mai multe provocari si riscuri. Totodata, dat fiind ca o parte
componentd a AA este semnarea ALSAC care presupune liberalizarea
completd a comertului exterior cu bunuri, un aspect important este efectul
sdu asupra comertului exterior moldovenesc, a sectorului de producere si
inclusiv al celui agricol.

Astazi Republica Moldova deja dispune de un regim preferential
asimetric cu tdrile UV, ceea ce inseamna tarife zero pentru produsele
agroalimentare importate sau exportate spre aceastd destinatie. Regimul
comercial cu membrii actuali ai Uniunii Vamale, s-a bucurat de un tratament
preferential in cadrul CSI, chiar de la obtinerea independentei tarii. In prezent
relatiile comerciale cu aceste state se desfasoara in cadrul acordului privind
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crearea Zonei de liber schimb in spatiul CSI care a fost semnat in 2011,
intrand 1n vigoare pentru majoritatea statelor, incepand cu anul 2012.
Prezentul acord a inlocuit multitudinea acordurilor bilaterale de comert liber
intre state, instituind un cadru unic de reglementare a comertului pentru
toate statele membre. Cu anumite exceptii, prezentul acord asigura
eliminarea barierelor de orice natura din comertul reciproc.

Cat priveste UE, regimul preferential de care dispune este unul
asimetric, iar sesmnarea ALSAC ar presupune pe de o parte:

-liberalizarea importurilor provenite din tarile UE;

Iar pe de alta parte:

-eliminarea barierelor rdmase in calea exporturilor moldovenesti.

De mentionat ca in cadrul preferintelor comerciale autonome (ATP)
Moldova beneficiaza de acces liber pe piata UE cu exceptia a douad categorii
de produse:

-produselor de origine animaliera, cereale, zaharul alb si vinul din
struguri care sunt permise la export in limita cotelor tarifare stabilite;

- fructelor si legumelor care sunt scutite de taxa ad-valorem la import.
In acelasi timp, o mare parte din aceste produse sunt supuse unui pret minim
de intrare pe piata

In pofida sporirii treptate a ponderii produselor manufacturate in
comertul exterior moldovenesc, sectorul agroalimentar continud sa detina
un rol importanta, in special in exportului moldovenesc (figura 1).

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Conform datelor anului precedent, valoarea acestuia a constituit in jur
de 875 mil. USD, ceea ce reprezinta aproximativ 40% din total.

Vorbind despre caracteristicile acestuia, aproximativ in proportii egale,
circa 39% si, respectiv, 38% din exporturi sunt orientat catre tarile UE si
tarile UV. Mai mult ca atat, privind asupra structurii exporturilor de produse
agroalimentare pe principalele categorii se poate observa importanta
exclusiva a acestor piete pentru diverse produse. Bauturile alcoolice si o
parte din fructele proaspete, sunt exportate preponderent pe piata UV si pe
alte piete, pe de alta parte sucurile din fructe, uleiurile de floarea soarelui,
nucile s.a., din contra, au ca piatd de desfacere piata vestica (tabelul 4).

Reiesind din literatura de specialitate existentd, analizand impactul acordurilor
preferentiale asupra comertului moldovenesc si a cresterii economice a tarii prin
prisma efectelor statice si dinamice, pot fi constatate urmatoarele fapte:

Efecte pozitive:

ALSAC

-Eliminarea contingentelor tarifare ramase la export si a taxelor
speciale;

- Armonizarea infrastructurii calitatii a RM cu cea a UE.
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-Facilitarea exporturilor de produse perisabile din contul eliminarii
controalelor vamale interstatale

Provocari si riscuri:

ALSAC

- Sporirea importurilor de produse agroalimentare ca urmare reducerii
tarifului vamal pentru importurile din UE si Turcia;

uv

- Probabilitatea neprelungirii de catre UE a Preferintelor Comerciale
Autonome existente ceea ce ar insemna stabilirea tarifelor vamale la importul
moldovenesti pe pietele externe.

Conform datelor anului 2012, tariful mediu vamal al Republicii
Moldova a constituit 4,6%, dintre care 10,5% pentru produsele
agroalimentare si 3,7% pentru produsele manufacturate. Un potential
ALSAC ar insemna ieftinirea in mediu cu 10,5% a produselor agroalimentare
importate din UE si Turcia. Pe de alta parte, aderarea la UV ar putea insemna
pentru RM taxarea la un tarif mediu de 13,2% a exporturilor pe pietele
occidentale sau reorientarea partiald pe pietele estice ceea ce prezinta pentru
producatorii autohtoni o piata cu putere de cumparare mai mica $i perspec-
tive mai reduse de modernizarea a infrastructurii calitatii si, corespunzator,
a parametrilor calitativi a produselor exportate.

La fel, analiza evolutiei in timp a comertului cu produse agroalimentare
cu UE, Turcia si UV indica asupra unei intensificari a comertului cu produse
agroalimentare intre Republica Moldova, UV si Turcia, in special in cazul
exporturilor acestea, sporind cu o medie anuald superioara mediei generale.
In acelasi timp, desi comertul cu UV contribuie la o consolidare a balantei
comerciale acestei categorii de produse, ritmul de crestere al exporturilor
pe aceasta piata este unul foarte redus comparativ cu media generald, mai
mult ca atat acestea fiind concentrate puternic pe piata Federatiei Ruse
(83,3%), piata care conform unor calcule efectuate de Institutul National de
Cercetari Economice ii este asociata o volatilitate inalta a exporturilor.

Cat priveste semnarea ALSAC, nu exista riscul deturnarii comertului,
dat fiind reducerea semnificativa a tarifului mediu la import, aceasta din
contra, favorizdnd imbunatatirea termenilor de schimb. Referitor la tarile
UV, insd, in conditiile majorarii tarifului vamal mediu pentru produsele
agroalimentare, odata cu aderarea la UV s-ar putea produce o reorientare a
importurilor dinspre tarile UE catre tarile UV.
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Totodata, in ambele cazuri s-ar putea produce o intensificare a
concurentei in acest sector, in UE ca urmare reducerii tarifului mediu vamal,
in UV preconditie servind regimul preferential de comert acordat de aceste
state tarilor in curs de dezvoltare si slab dezvoltate. Pe langa efectele statice,
care au fost analizate anterior §i care se referd, mai cu seama la impactul
direct asupra fluxurilor comerciale, un alt aspect important este impactul
acestora asupra perspectivelor de crestere ale economiei pe termen lung.
Cand vorbim despre efectele dinamice, ne referim mai cu seama la:

- Intensificarea concurentei, care asigura un mediu oportun pentru
sporirea competitivitatii producatorilor autohtoni;

- Stimularea investitiilor, prin crearea unui mediu deschis §i mai stabil;

- Largirea pietei de desfacere, care permite cresterea productivitatii;

- Realizarea transferului de tehnologii, know-how, inclusiv in domeniul
managementului si marketingului etc.

Concluzii. Semnarea ALSAC, in conditiile luarii unei atitudini
responsabile din partea autoritatilor publice si a mediului de afaceri in
promovarea reformelor oportune si a cresterii competitivitatii producatorilor
autohtoni, ar permite economiei moldovenesti sa beneficieze de aceste
oportunitati. Din contra aderarea la UV, ar putea crea impedimente in
atragerea noilor investitii, in special sporind barierele tarifare pentru circa
80 la suta din importuri.

O comparatie a tarifului vamal al Republicii Moldova cu cel al Uniunii
Vamale indicd cd o potentiala aderare a Republicii Moldova la uniunea
Vamala ar atrage dupa sine majorarea tarifelor pentru o serie de produse
importate de o importantd majord pentru economia nationala.

- Petrol de la 0% la 5%;

- Medicamente de la 0% la 15%;

- Vehicule, tractoare de la 0% la 30%;

- Materiale tricotate sau crosetate de la 0% la 10% s.a.

La fel, aderarea la UV ar putea crea un efect de intarziere asupra
mersului reformelor structurale necesare pentru finisarea procesului de
tranzitie si asigurarea functionalitatii economiei de piata.

Totodata, trebuie de notat ca acesta este un factor important pentru
Republica Moldova intru atragerea investitiilor in economia nationala, atat
a antreprenorilor autohtoni cat sia celor straini, iar experienta internationala
indica ca, astfel, de reforme se produc mai rapid in cazul intensificarii
cooperarii tarilor cu o performanta buna in acest domeniu.

CURRENT SITUATION AND PROSPECTS
OF DEVELOPMENT OF WINE TOURISM
IN THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA

Abstract

The author believes that the economic, social and political tourism contri-
bution to the development of the national economy as a whole has determined the
study on the possibility of promoting the tourism image of the Republic of Moldova
to the attraction of foreign tourists by developing wine tourism.

Introducere. Republica Moldova ca destinatie turistica poseda o vasta

oferta pentru vizitatorii sai. “Produsul turistic” al tarii reprezinta o combinatie
complexd de medii naturale si medii create de om, manastiri vechi, paduri
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linigtite, dealuri nesfirsite, cer prielnic si soare prietenos, ceea ce ofera un
farmec special acestei tari. Oamenii din Moldova sunt renumiti pentru
ospitalitatea lor. Ei intotdeauna sunt bucurosi sa va gazduiasca in casele
lor, sd va povesteasca despre cultura si traditiile lor, sa va trateze cu vinul
lor. Republica Moldova este bine cunoscuta pe plan international ca un stat
vinifer dezvoltat. Arta vinificatiei a fost valorificatd de catre populatia locala
din cele mai vechi timpuri. O parte integranta a potentialului turistic antropic
o constituie intreprinderile producédtoare de vinuri, sampanie si coniacuri
din Republica Moldova. Valorificarea acestui potential ar putea oferi o im-
agine impundtoare tarii in turismul international si ar contribui la dezvoltarea
turismului vitivinicol prin realizarea de amenajari corespunzatoare, necesare
pentru primirea si deservirea vizitatorilor striini si locali. Din timpuri
stravechi poporul nostru cultiva in acest spatiu vita-de-vie, din mosi-stramosi
produce vinuri, care si-au cucerit faima departe de hotarele acestui plai.
Pana si pe harta geograficd Moldova are conturul unui strugure de poama,
care vine sa confirme in cel mai natural mod posibil, vocatia si indeletnicirea
poporului moldav. Traditia multiseculara de producere a vinului si-a gasit
reflectare 1n istoria si cultura meleagului nostru, care dispune de numeroase
obiective de larg interes, inclusiv legate de sectorul vinicol, care este mandria
si zestrea noastrd nationald, fiind valorificat ca un veritabil brand de
Moldova. Tara noastra isi afirma cu tot mai multa sigurantd dreptul de a fi
parte componentd a Drumului european al vinului. Itinerarele vinicole, care
pornesc din capitald, cuprind practic intreg teritoriul republicii si toate
intreprinderile vitivinicole din tard, dintre care de o importantd deosebitad
sunt: Cricova,Milestii Mici, Purcari, Chateau Vartely, Branesti, Migdal-P etc.

De asemenea in centrele de tratament balnear acvatic strugurii si sucul de
struguri este practicat pe scard largd. Multe companii vinicole din Moldova
ofera facilitati pentru primirea vizitatorilor. Aici turistii pot primi experientd si
invata despre procesul complex de producere, sa fie prezenti la procesul de
imbuteliere si, desigur, s degusteze produsul final. Ca o tara viniferd, Repub-
lica Moldova ofera vizitatorilor posibilitati de a alege rutele de vizita preferate:
beciuri si orase subterane, camerele de depozitare a vinului, fabrici de prelucrare
a vinului, sd asiste la procesul de producere a vinului spumant, divinului,
heresului, balsamului, etc. Combinate cu vitd-de-vie care le inconjoara pe
parcursul traseului turistic ,,Drumul vinului in Republica Moldova”, vinariile
reprezintd un motiv substantial de a vizita tara. Turismul vitivinicol reprezinta
una dintre formele de turism care s-a integrat si adaptat rapid la cerintele pietei
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turistice mondiale. In actualul context, aceasta reprezinti o oportunitate in plus
pentru dezvoltarea turismului in Republica Moldova.

Necesitatea cunoasterii si analizei turismului vitivinicol a aparut ca
urmare a modificarii cererii turistice in favoarea practicérii turismului in
mijlocul naturii, §i descoperirii traditiilor locale alaturi de degustarea
vinurilor i cunoasterea tehnologiilor de preparare a acestora. Din anul 2002
la initiativa Ministerului Agriculturii si Alimentatiei Publice, Departa-
mentului Agroindustrial “Moldova-Vin”, Agentiei Nationale de Turism,
Centrului Expozitional International ,,Moldexpo”, in luna octombrie se
organizeaza anual ,,Festivalul Vinului”, Vizitatorii din mai mult de 100 de
tari vin in Moldova pentru a vedea carnavalul fabricilor vinicole si pentru a
degusta cele mai bune vinuri $i care are ca scop:

- stabilirea legaturii intre sectorul turistic si sectorul viti-vinicol;

- promovarea pe plan international a imaginii Republicii Moldova ca
destinatie turistica vitivinicola;

- gasirea noilor parteneri si a noilor piete de desfacere pentru productia
vinicold a Moldovei;

- atragerea turistilor straini [1];

La momentul actual prelucrarea strugurilor se efectueaza la 142
intreprinderi de vinificatie primara, amplasate geografic in 23 raioane
viticole. Capacitatea totala a liniilor de prelucrare a strugurilor este de peste
2,0 min. tone. In ultimii ani roada medie globali de struguri in Moldova
este de 300-500 mii tone, fapt ce demonstreaza ca capacitdtile de prelucrare
sunt folosite la circa 20-25 %. Dar la unele intreprinderi de vinificatie primara
in ultimii ani nu s-au prelucrat deloc struguri [10].

Metodele aplicate: descrierea datelor despre conditiile in care se afirma
pe piata rasdriteand si europeand vinurile moldovenesti; analiza
contradictiilor si dificultatilor cu care se confruntd producatorii de vinuri
din Moldova; analiza documentelor care au menirea sa stimuleze dezvoltarea
turismului vitivinicol din Moldova; generalizarea cunostintelor despre
producerea vinurilor de calitate si utilizarea lor in scopuri terapeutice, despre
cererile si ofertele din turismul vitivinicol.

Rezultatele investigatiei. Problema cea mai importanta pentru intre-
prinderile de vinificatie primara este starea tehnica a utilajului folosit pentru
prelucrarea strugurilor. Aceste intreprinderi in majoritate sunt dotate cu utilaj
confectionat in a.60-70, care la momentul actual este invechit fizic i moral.
Actualmente, vinificatia este una din cele mai relevante ramuri ale economiei
nationale. Ea reprezinta circa 22% din volumul industrial total si 9-10%
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din PIB. Fiecare al zecelea lucrator din economia nationald este angajat in
vinificatie. Circa 30% din veniturile provenite din exportul republicii se
datoreaza productiei vinicole. 90% de vinuri i 75% din vinuri spumante
produse 1n republica sunt exportate[11].

Astdzi o sarcind primordiald pentru industria vinicold din Republica
Moldova o constituie elaborarea unei strategii de dezvoltare eficiente si bine
definite, indreptate spre transformarea ramurii, in viitorul cel mai apropiat,
intr-un sector viabil si profitabil. Conform datelor Organizatiei Internationale
a Viei si Vinului, Moldova se situeaza printre primii zece cei mai mari expor-
tatori de vinuri din lume si pe locul 12 - dupa volumul de productie. Noi
detinem aproximativ 3,1% din exportul mondial de vinuri, 1,2% din volumul
mondial de productie si 2,3% din podgoriile mapamondului [11]. Ponderea
productiei industriale vinicole in industria Republicii Moldova este consi-
derabild si creste anual In dinamica. Embargoul impus de Rusia asupra
credibilitatii imaginii vinurilor modovenesti pe piata externa, initial a avut un
impact negativ. Mai tarziu, insa s-a inteles c acesta a fost doar un act politic. In
urma efectudrii unor teste de catre specialistii din Japonia si SUA s-a stabilit ca
vinurile noastre nu contin substante nocive. Acest eveniment a constituit si o
publicitate pentru tara noastrd. Ca urmare a mediatizarii, vinurile moldovenesti
si, in general, Moldova ca producétor de vinuria fost cunoscuta la nivel european.
Astfel, consumatorii au fost curiosi si cunoasca vinurile noastre. In pofida
reducerii exportului de produse vinicole moldovenesti in Rusia, agentii
economici autohtoni se reorienteaza cu succes spre alte piete. Actualmente
bauturile alcoolice sunt exportate In 52 de téri ale lumii. Cele mai perspicace
piete au devenit China, Germania, SUA si Polonia. Astfel, in trei ani ritmul de
crestere al exportului sporeste cu 30 la sutd [2]. Liberalizarea pietei UE va
impulsiona dezvoltarea sectorului vinicol din Moldova, desigur aceasta nu se
poate astepta imediat la o crestere foarte mare a exportului de vinuri in UE
dupa liberalizarea pietei europene pentru vinurile moldovenesti, incepand cu 1
ianuarie 2014. Acest lucru va impulsiona dezvoltarea sectorului vinicol [11].

Una dintre cele mai importante probleme referitoare la valorificarea
potentialului turistic o constituie conturarea si utilizarea unei politici promo-
tionale capabile sd pund in evidenta toate laturile si aspectele interne prin
care Moldova poate sd devind un punct de atractie turistica, pentru populatia
din diverse zone ale lumii. O asemenea politica este necesar sd fie gandita in
stransd corelatie cu trasaturile produsului turistic de care dispune sau pe care
il putem crea, cu sistemele de distributie In continua modernizare, precum si
cu sistemul de preturi si tarife practicat sau in curs de introducere ca urmare a
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alinierii acestuia la exigentele sistemelor internationale. Pornind de la aceste
considerente, politica promotionald ce poate fi avuta in vedere pentru a fi
introdusd in marketingul produsului turistic moldovenesc, consideram ca
trebuie sa gaseasca in permanentd modalitdti de exprimare a caracterului
inovational a produsului oferit. Problema de baza ce trebuie rezolvata dupa
parerea noastra, prin strategia promotionald, in contextul corelativ reprezinta:
politica de produs, pret, distributie. Politica promotionald, evidentiaza caracte-
rele deosebite ale ofertei turistice moldovenesti in comparatie cu ofertele altor
tari si caile prin care aceasta este pusa la dispozitia solicitantilor sai. Realizarea
unei asemenea cerinte urmeaza a fi realizat printr-o strategie bine fundamen-
tatd, care, pe de o parte sa aibd in vedere obiectivele generale propuse de
corelare in domeniul valorificdrii patrimoniului turistic, iar pe de alta parte,
sa apeleze la tactici specifice bazate pe formele promotionale adecvate
principalelor produse turistice.

In ceea ce priveste promovarea produsului turistic vitivinicol, format
din itinerare turistice, este necesar ca acest produs sa aiba la baza utilizarea
cadrului natural si antropic cu multitudinea obiectivelor turistice care per-
mit organizarea unor excursii in zonele cu potential vitivinicol dezvoltat. in
vederea cresterii si diversificarii actiunilor de promovare si sporirea eficientei
acestora, in conformitate cu cerintele fiecarei piete turistice, consideram ca
un rol important ar trebui sa-1 joace si studiu de marketing, ale carei
posibilitdti in acest domeniu sunt nelimitate. Sectorul respectiv ar putea sa-
si axeze preocuparile pe realizarea unor studii de piatd, menite sa furnizeze
elemente de bazad cu privire la evolutia cererii turistice, asigurarea unor
cercetari privind imaginea produselor noastre turistice vitivinicole, ca si
ale unor produse concurente de pe piata europeand, conturarea unor elemente
de fundamentare a diferitelor materiale de promovare — cataloage, pliante,
afise, diapozitive, filme, casete video, realizarea unor studii speciale privind
stabilirea marcii turistice a produselor turistice moldovenesti etc. Cercetarea
poate sa furnizeze elemente pentru intensificarea cooperarii cu unele firme
turistice strdine, specializate In vanzarea de calatorii.

Mijloacele cele mai folosite pentru promovarea vanzarilor in turism
sunt:

- participarea la targuri si expozitii internationale cu standuri proprii,
organizarea degustarilor;

- distribuirea de cadouri surpriza cu produse vinicole;

- organizarea concursurilor cu premii ce tin de productie vinicola;
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- distribuirea clientilor fideli a cadourilor formate din sticle de vin
efectuate sub forma de suvenire.

-organizarea itinerarelor turistice vitivinicole combinate prin
intermediul tur-operatorilor din Ungaria, Romania, Ucraina cu punctul fi-
nal al traseului Republica Moldova;

Participarea Republicii Moldova in competitia turismului international,
care prevede integrarea in circuitele turistice, In conditiile existentei unui
patrimoniu turistic deosebit de valoros, la nivelul exigentelor pietelor europene
si mondiale, este si ramane o problema de actiune ferma promovata de politica
Asociatiei Nationale a Agentiilor de Turism din Moldova. Viziunea dezvoltarii
durabile a turismului moldav, in contextul ajustarii structurale a intregii
economii nationale, impune atentiei faptul cd turismul va deveni o ramura
economica prioritard 1n corelare cu celelalte ramuri si sectoare ale economiei
nationale. Dar pentru ca acest proces sa fie viabil, sunt necesare atat insusirea
noii conceptii privind rolul turismului 1n activitatea social-economica din tara
noastra si stabilirea unor directii clare de valorificare a patrimoniului turistic
national, cat si aplicarea unor masuri si solutii, bine argumentate si stiintific
fundamentate in toate sectoarele ramurii turistice. In viziunea programului
de reforma si ajustare structurald a industriei turistice, etapa de tranzitie spre
economia de piatd in tara noastrd presupune cresterea rentabilitdtii tuturor
activitatilor prin valorificarea eficientd a patrimoniului turistic natural si
antropic si implementarea unor tehnologii avansate in turism, capabile sa
concureze cu piata serviciilor turistice europene [3, p.448].

Intr-o asemenea conceptie, obiectivele generale ale dezvoltarii turis-
mului moldav, pentru a fi acceptat pe piata turistica europeand, se pot contura
astfel:

a) cresterea competitivitatii ofertei turistice prin valorificarea poten-
tialului turistic, modernizarea si dezvoltarea bazei tehnico-materiale
specifice;

b) perfectionarea cadrului organizatoric si legislativ necesar dezvoltarii
unui turism competitiv;

c¢) schimbarea imaginii in Europa si in lume despre Moldova, ca
destinatie turistica;

d) comercializarea produselor turistice moldovenesti pe piata
internationala;

e) asigurarea conditiilor pentru o practicare a turismului de catre di-
verse categorii ale populatiei;
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f) perfectionarea pregatirii profesionale a fortei de munca din turism.
g) Includerea ofertelor turismului vitivinicol in cataloagele marilor tur-
operatorilor europeni [4, p.4].

......

Cresterea competitivitatii ofertei turistice moldave prin valorificarea
potentialului turistic vitivinicol, modernizarea si dezvoltarea bazei tehnico-
materiale a turismului in concordanta cu standardele internationale, folosind
capitalul intern si strain, va permite accelerarea integrarii Republicii Moldova
in circuitele turistice atat europene cat si mondiale.

In scopul realizdrii unui asemenea obiectiv, Moldova poate apela la
urmdtoarele cai de realizare:

-Incurajarea, sprijinirea §i stimularea investitiilor cu capital strdin in
cele mai diverse zone turistice vitivinicole;

- construirea unor structuri de primire turistica cu functiuni de cazare
si alimentare langa plantatiile vitivinicole;

- cresterea capacitatii de cazare a Republicii Moldova prin introducerea
in circuitul turistic international a pensiunilor, a satelor turistice;

- modernizarea, dotarea si completarea parcului de mijloace de trans-
port turistic a principalelor artere rutiere;

- modernizarea §i extinderea posibilitatilor de utilizare a mijloacelor de
transport pe artere rutiere, feroviare, navale si aeriene, cu sprijinul Ministerului
Transporturilor $i Gospodariei Drumurilor si Ministerul Culturii si Turismului;

- diversificarea ofertei de agrement a turismului vitivinicol;

- restaurarea $i amenajarea unor monumente de arhitecturd cu tematica
vinicola in vederea valorificarii lor prin turism;

- crearea de lanturi hoteliere moldovenesti si introducerea in retele de
lanturi hoteliere internationale a unora dintre hotelurile din Moldova;

- organizarea unor unitdti specializate in comercializarea productiei
vitivinicole ambalate sub forma de suvenire; [5, p.7].

Pentru sporirea actiunilor de comercializare a produselor turistice
moldovenesti pe piata turisticd internationald ANAT Moldova propune un
set de masuri deosebit de complexe, intre acestea consideram cd mai
importante sunt:

- asigurarea unui sistem elastic de tarife si preturi in functie de sezon,
conditii climatice, intensitate de trafic si grad de solicitare etc.;

- extinderea competentelor agentilor economici din turism in domeniul con-
tractdrii pe piata turistica externa si fixarii unor tarife, si preturi competitive;

- crearea unor agentii comerciale de turism pe principalele piete
traditionale si de reprezentante turistice pe alte piete emitente;
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-extinderea cooperdrii in domeniul comercializarii unor produse
turistice moldovenesti.

Dacéd este sd analizam asigurarea celor mai bune conditii in vederea
petrecerii, prin turismul vitivinicol, a sfarsitului de saptdmana si a concediilor
de odihna, pentru categorii largi de turisti europeni, cercetarile efectuate de
autor i permit s conchida, ca obiectivul respectiv poate fi realizat prin:

- Organizarea curselor chearter catre Republica Moldova la final de
saptamana;

- amenajarea zonei turistice urbane a capitalei i a zonelor turistice din
jurul marilor fabrici vitivinicole;

- extinderea programelor, actiunilor si excursiilor spre principalele zone
si obiective turistice vitivinicole din tara;

- extinderea sistemului de facilitati pentru anumite categorii de turisti
care viziteaza Republica Moldova in mod frecvent;

- diversificarea ofertei de produse turistice vitivinicole pentru respec-
tivul segment din componenta cererii turistice.

Consideram ca realizarea acestor obiective strategice va determina
schimbari esentiale in turismul moldovenesc, cu efecte pozitive si deosebit
de importante atat pe plan economic, cat si pe plan social si ecologic. Printre
efectele benefice, conturate cu prilejul cercetarilor complexe efectuate de autor,
pe multiplele planuri care presupune activitatea turistica, s-ar putea Inscrie:

- schimbarea imaginii, in Europa si in lume, despre Moldova turistica
si, prin aceasta, incurajarea $i sprijinirea investirii capitalului strain;

- cresterea calitdtii serviciilor, elemente ce vor conduce la amplificarea
activitatii turistice din Moldova, la sporirea incasarilor valutare si a aportului
turismului la balanta de plati a tarii noastre;

- dezvoltarea turismului in Moldova va mai actiona in sensul si in con-
textul stimuldrii si dezvoltarii altor ramuri §i sectoare ale economiei natio-
nale, a mestesugurilor si artizanatului, de asemenea va conduce la revitaliza-
rea traditiilor si obiceiurilor populare, la largirea gamei activitdtilor cu carac-
ter cultural-educativ, sportiv etc.;

- dezvoltarea turismului se va inscrie cu efecte benefice si pe linia pro-
tejarii §i conservarii resurselor turistice, a mediului inconjurator in general,
a educdrii ecologice a populatiei;

- cresterea contributiei turismului la armonizarea intereselor diferitelor
ramuri ale economiei nationale, intrucét aceasta reprezintd domeniul care
stimuleazd preocuparile pentru pastrarea permanentd a unei naturi ,,pure”,
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capabild sd asigure conditii favorabile de viatd si munca pe pamantul tarii
noastre [6,pag 12].

Procesul de relansare a turismului si de consacrare a sa ca ramura
economico-sociald prioritard in Moldova, capabila sd completeze rezerva
valutara a tarii prin dezvoltarea turismului receptor, implica inventarierea
si coordonarea tuturor premiselor in cadrul unor strategii de dezvoltare
realiste si bine integrate in programele de reforma ale societétii moldovenesti.
Intr-o asemenea inventariere si coordonare trebuie ca, alituri de obiectivele
analizate anterior, sd se ia in consideratie si toti factorii favorizanti sau
defavorizanti, pentru a se asigura astfel conturarea adevaratului cadru de
dezvoltare al activitatii turistice pe care o analizam. Alinierea turismului
moldav la aceste cerinte este necesard atat datorita mobilitatii sale
caracteristice de integrarea europeand, cat si importantei acestui sector in
refacerea economici a Moldovei. In primul rand, venitul net realizat din
turism va reveni celor direct implicati in procesul de dezvoltare: promotori,
investitori, operatori si angajatii acestora. In al doilea rand, o parte din
veniturile realizate din turismul international, precum si o serie de efecte
indirecte asupra capitalului, pretul pamantului, cel al fortei de munca, inflatie
etc. vor putea fi resimtite prin efectul multiplicator de cétre rezidenti si
intreprinzitori, care nu sunt angajati direct in activitatea turistic. In
proiectarea dezvoltarii turismului moldovenesc in contextul integrarii
europene este necesar sd se aibd in vedere i evaluarea implicatiilor socio-
culturale ale impactului dintre populatia-gazda si populatia-oaspete. In
evaluarea impactului socio-cultural al dezvoltérii turismului asupra
populatiei-gazda va trebui sa se ia in considerare si o serie de probleme,
datorate caracteristicilor specifice turismului. Impactul culturii importante
prin populatia-oaspete asupra populatiei-gazda in urma dezvoltarii turismului
se manifestd si prin modificarea modelelor de consum in randul acesteia
din urma. Imitand pe turisti, rezidentii adopta noi stiluri de a se imbraca, de
a consuma noi bauturi sau alimente, sau aspird sa obtina noi bunuri materiale.

Cat priveste impactul dezvoltarii turismului international asupra
valorilor generale umane se confrunta cel putin doua curente de gandire:
turismul are o influentd de corupere a populatiei rezidente prin nihilarea
valorilor artistice promovate prin comercializarea traditiilor si obiceiurilor
locale sau prin cresterea prostitutiei; contactul dintre populatia oaspete si
cea rezidenta, valorile acestora se pot modifica In sensul democratizarii,
modernizarii atitudinilor al renasterii interesului pentru cultura propria sau
a altor societati, al interesului pentru cunoasterea si intelegerea unor
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probleme globale a omenirii. Contradictiile legate de aspectele pozitive si
negative de integrare a turismului moldav in circuitul turistic european,
determind necesitatea obiectiva a adoptarii unui set minimal de masuri care
sd conducd la transformarea radicald a acestui important domeniu de
activitate, avandu-se 1n vedere rolul deosebit pe care il poate avea atat in
cadrul economiei nationale, cat i in satisfacerea unor necesitati ale oamenilor
in cresterea calitatii vietii. Integrarea turismului moldav in cel european
mai prevede si modernizarea bazei tehnico-materiale, care poate fi prezentat
sub doua aspecte: in primul rand, ar trebui efectuatd inventarierea intregii
baze materiale aferente activitatii de turism in zonele rurale cu potential
turistic vitivinicol prin modernizarea unitatilor de cazare, alimentatie, trans-
port, agrement, alinierea lor la standardele internationale. In al doilea rand,
procesul ar trebui continuat cu o serie de alte aspecte ale bazei materiale,
cum ar fi: asigurarea unei dispersii corespunzatoare a structurilor de primire
in teritoriu, restaurarea si evaluarea unor monumente de arhitecturd in
vederea valorificarii lor prin turism, construirea in comun cu firmele turistice
renumite din straindtate, a unor complexe turistice care sa fie incluse in
cataloagele de oferte, dezvoltarea, diversificarea si innoirea permanentd a
dotarilor si mijloacelor de agrement specifice turismului vitivinicol; crearea
unei retele moderne de alimentatie publicd si de comert cu suvenire si
artizanat; modernizarea, diversificarea si dezvoltarea mijloacelor de trans-
port turistic, organizarea si functionarea unei retele de sate turistice si a
unor sate de vacanta [7, p.77].

Integrarea europeana prevede si stabilirea unui echilibru just Intre preturi
si prestatie. In sistemele decizionale de alegere a consumatorului turistic
individual, printr-o politicd adecvata de pret, se utilizeaza doud modele,
mai mult sau mai putin interdependente: primul vizeaza modul de localizare
a activitatii turistice ce urmeaza sa se desfisoare. al doilea priveste
individualizarea serviciilor care urmeaza sa fie cumparate, precum si a
unitatilor capabile sd furnizeze asemenea servicii. Astfel turistul nu-si alege
tara de destinatie doar in baza factorilor climatici, socio-politici, culturali si
umani, ci §i In functie de factorii economici reprezentati de costurile de
transport si suma cheltuielilor ce urmeaza a le face in localitatea de destinatie.
Prin urmare, mai ales in turismul international, pretul mediu al serviciilor
turistice intrd in mecanismele concurentiale[8, p.141]. In ultimii ani,
comertul cu vin pe piata internationald s-a schimbat semnificativ. Gusturile
din cele mai mari tari consumatoare de vin au evaluat, ajungand sa prefere
vinuri mai tinere, produse in stilul vinurilor seci care accentueaza aroma
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fructului. Tarile ne europene, precum sunt Australia, Cili, Africa de Sud si
Statele Unite au reactionat rapid pentru a ocupa aceasta piata. Chiar si unele
tari europene se adapteaza in prezent la aceste tendinte si gusturi. Exista, de
asemenea, o competitie sporita In industria globala, dat fiind faptul ca distri-
buitorii cu aménuntul se consolideaza rapid, iar stocurile de vin sunt in
exces. Ca rezultat, multe fabrici si tari producatoare de vin 1si reevalueaza
strategiile lor si cheltuiesc sume record pentru elaborarea brandurilor si
promovarea vinurilor lor si a tarii de origine prin intermediul asociatiilor,
cu sustinerea statului.

Industria vinicold a Moldovei nu s-a grabit sa se adapteze la dinamica
comertului cu vin international, aflatd in curs de evolutie, partial din cauza
pozitiei sale comode pe piata din Rusia, care asigura o bariera artificiald in
calea fortelor pietei internationale obisnuite. Legaturile culturale si financiare
stranse cu companiile de distributie din Rusia favorizau mult vinul moldo-
venesc pe piata ruseasca si motivau putin producatorii moldoveni pentru a
porni in cdutarea altor piete. Bariera a cazut In martie 2006, cand Rusia a
pus embargo asupra vinurilor moldovenesti, motivand aceasta actiune prin
ingrijorarile ca produsele falsificate ar putea dduna consumatorilor. Cu toate
cd Moldova a recunoscut ca existd unele probleme legate de calitatea vinului,
aceasta nu recunoaste ca problemele sunt atat de raspandite, precum afirma
Comisia de supraveghere si protectie a drepturilor consumatorilor din
Federatia Rusa - Rospotrebnadzor. Aceasta situatie a creat oportunitati pentru
companiile vinicole rusesti si ale altor tari din regiune sd inunde piata
ruseasca cu produsele lor, umpland spatiul gol lasat de Moldova [9,p.2].
Pentru multi moldoveni, care simt ca aceasta tard este o parte a propriei
noastre vieti, expresia “Bine a-ti venit Tn Moldova” are multiple semnificatii.
Sentimentele sunt de multe ori contradictorii, uneori ne simtim frustrati din
cauza infrastructurii slabe, dezvoltarii insuficiente, dar preponderent simtim
cd aceastd tard este o parte a sangelui nostru propriu si o parte din existenta
noastra. Simtim ca este minunata, frumoasa, pretioasd, draga si prin aceasta
prisma trebuie sd o promovam si pe plan international.

Rezumat

In articol sunt abordate mai multe chestiuni, corelate cu temele constant
actualizate de politicienii americani, de savantii si filosofii ce analizeaza rolul SUA
de misionar al lumii contemporane, rolul istoric unical de misionar al natiunii
americane §i experienta irepetabild a acesteia in consolidarea institutiilor
constitutionale. Autorii fundamenteazd teza, in conformitate cu care segmentarea
sociumului american, pe de o parte, si cresterea birocrafiei la nivel guvernamental,
pe de alta parte, nu pot sa nu influenteze vectorul dezvoltarii SUA in directia
apropierii acestui stat de alte popoare dezvoltate, indeosebi de cele europene. Despre
aceasta, inca la inceputul secolului XX a scris Max Weber. Analizand problema
influentei traditiei politice britanice i traditiei engleze a dreptului general (com-
mon law), asupra discursului politic american, se mentioneazad, in mod particular,
la nivel sociologic general. Rolul definitoriu al experientei engleze in consolidarea
institutiilor americane si a ideologiei a fost fundamentat de S.Eizengdtadt la finele
anilor 70.

THE ENGLISH LAW TRADITION AND THE
AMERICAN CONSTITUTIONALISM:
THEORETICAL ASPECTS

Abstract

In the article the various spectrum of problems connected with the actual
topics of both the messianic role of the United States in the modern world and the
uniqueness of their constitutional experience popularized by American scholars,
political theorists and philosophers is analyzed. The author gives proof of the
thesis according to which the segmentation of American society, on the one hand,
and the growth of bureaucracy on the governmental level, on the other hand,
cannot but influence over the change of vector of development of the USA in the
direction of their drawing close to the other developed countries, first of all, the
Western European ones (according to prediction of this process by Max Weber in
the beginning of XX century). By investigating the problem of influence of the
British political tradition in general and the English common law tradition, in
particular, on the American political discourse the author notes especially that on
general sociological level the leading role of British experience in the formation
of the American political institutes as like as political ideology was grounded by
Sh. Eisenstadt to the end of 1970". The author defends the assumption that in
spite of the comprehensive substantiation in the works of J. Pocock, Q. Skinner
and the other representatives of the Cambridge school of political language of
idea of succession of the American political culture with the earlier traditions of
the English political thought, nevertheless in the USA there are many influential
theoreticians and intellectuals defending the thesis of the deep-rooted radical
differences of the American liberal interpretation of the problems of state and law
from the British approach.

Rezumat

In articolul Curtea de justitie a Uniunii Europene vs Ombudsmanul European,
autorii abordeaza o tema actuald, semnificativa pentru realitatea social-politica
din Republica Moldova. Analiza documentelor ce reglementeaza activitatea Curtii
Europene de Justitie, a ombudsmanului European, a avocatului poporului. In articol
o atentie deosebita se accorda procedurilor jurisdictionale date in competenta Curtii
de Justitie a UE. Autorul supune analizei: procedura intrebarilor preliminare,
actiunea in constatarea nedandeplinirii obligatiilor, actiunea in anulare, constatarea
abtinerii de a actiona, recursul i reexaminarea.

COURT OF JUSTICE OF THE EUROPEAN vs
EUROPEAN OMBUDSMAN

Abstract

In the article Court of justice of the European Union vs European Ombuds-
man, the authors tackles an actual issue, significant to socio-political reality in
Moldova. The article analyses the documents that regulate the activity of Euro-
pean Court of Justice, and of European Ombudsman. In this article, a special
attention is paid to judicial proceedings given in the Court of Justice of the EU.
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The author will analyze: the preliminary ruling procedure, proceedings failure to
fulfill obligations, action for annulment, failure to act, appeal and review. There
is also analyzed the status of judges of the European Court of Justice.

The ratification of Code of Good Administrative Behavior by the European
Parliament is an important factor to improve the cooperation mechanism of na-
tional legal institutions with Community institutions. The Code contains the prin-
ciples of good administrative behavior which are applied to all relations between
officials and the public.

Introducere. Vrem o Europd unita, redata in intregime liberei circulatii
a oamenilor, ideilor si bunurilor. Vrem o Carta a Drepturilor Omului,
garantand libertatile de gandire, de asociere si de expresie, precum si liberul
exercitiu al opozitiei politice. Vrem o Curte de Justitie capabild sa aplice
sanctiunile necesare pentru a fi respectata Carta. Prin acest angajament,
redactat si citit de Denis de Rougemont, in Inchiderea sedintei Congresului
Europei de la Haga din 1948 se creeaza debutul unor deziderate, inter alia,
si aspectul privind infiintarea unei Curti Supreme de Justitie. Prin urmare,
ideea de control jurisdictional care sd puna bazele uniformizarii interpretarii
dreptului comunitar §i nasterea unei institutii de control nepolitic, apare ca
fiind un element fundamental in realizarea coeziunii statelor europenel[l,
p.285]. In acest studiu ne propunem si reactualizim documentele ce stau la
baza functionarii Curtii de Justitie a Uniunii Europene. Realizarea acestui
obiectiv este semnificativa pentru functionarii publici antrenati in reforma
justitiei, care a demarat si in Republica Moldova.

Metodele aplicate. Metodele care ne-au permis realizarea obiectivului
central al investigatiei sunt: analiza de continut, analiza de capacitate. Aplicarea
analizei de continut ne-a permis sa reactualizdm tezele Tratatului de la Paris,
a Tratatuluide la Lisabona, a Tratatului de functionare a Curtii Europene.Curtea
de Justitie a fost creatd in 1951, avand ca misiune garantarea respectarii legii
in interpretarea si aplicarea tratatelor, fiind competenta de plin drept in toate
cazurile prevazute de tratate, fara a fi necesar ca statele membre sa accepte
aceastd competentd, precum in cazul Curtii Internationale de Justitie. Curtea
nou creatd urma sa asigure respectul dreptului in interpretarea si aplicarea
tratatului si a regulamentelor de executare, Curte pe care Tratatul de la Paris
o mentioneaza printre institutiile Comunitatii.
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Analiza de capacitate ne-a permis sa descifram mecanismul functional
al Curtii de Justitie. Pornind de la ideea de institutie a Tratatului CECOI,
Curtea de Justitie si-a extins competentele si asupra Tratatului CEE si
Euratom. Asadar, institutie comuna, Curtea de Justitie, cunoscuta, in gene-
ral, drept Curtea de Justitie a Comunitatilor europene sau Curtea de Justitie
de la Luxemburg, este guvernatd de dispozitii aproximativ identice care
figureaza insa in fiecare dintre tratatele ce instituie cele trei comunitéti,
precum si in protocoalele aditionale.

Curtea a fost conceputd ca un organism comun, atat pentru ratiuni de ordin
practic, (economie de timp si personal, eficacitate sporitd), cat si, mai ales,
pentru facilitarea unitatii de aplicare si interpretare a tratatelor si pentru a permite
rezolvarea eventualelor conflicte de competenta dintre Comunitati[2, p.34-36].
Totodatd, pe masura dezvoltarii Comunitatii a crescut foarte mult si volumul de
activitate al Curtii, incat institutia a devenit supraaglomerata. Pentru a
decongestiona agenda de lucru, s-a decis crearea Tribunalului de Prima Instanta,
care a inceput sa lucreze din 1989[3, p.253-254]. Curtea de la Luxemburg este
singurul organ de jurisdictie comunitar, avand o functionare permanenta si
emitand hotarari ce nu pot fi recurate in fata unei alte instante[2, p.46].

Din punct de vedere al evolutiei etimologice, denumirea Curtii de Justitie
apare ca fiind valabild 1n aceasta forma pana la Tratatul de la Lisabona, care
impune schimbarea titulaturii in Curtea de Justitie a Uniunii Europene, iar prin
dispozitiile art. 19 TUE au fost completate prevederile tratatelor precedente in
ceea ce priveste organizarea si functionarea Curtii de Justitie[4, p.138].

In schimb, ca urmare a evolutiei din punct de vedere istoric, se poate
acorda acestei institutii o pozitie de similitudine cu cea a unei Curti Federale
Supreme, intrucat se permite impunerea deciziilor acesteia asupra juris-
dictiilor nationale. Pe aceasta cale se instituie temeiul principiului supre-
matiei dreptului comunitar fata de dreptul intern al statelor membre.

Pornind de la ideea de suprematie, reiese rolul decisiv al Curtii in
dezvoltarea dreptului comunitar si interpretarea textelor Tratatelor. Datorita
multitudinii de semnificatii a termenilor generali folositi in redactarea normelor
comunitare, este necesara o analiza atenta si sistemica a acestora. Baza si evolutia
dreptului comunitar isi au izvorul, si 1n dificultatile de la nivel national in
aplicarea i respectarea normelor comunitare. Astfel, prin ridicarea chestiunilor
prejudiciale, apare mecanismul de cooperare intre Curtea de Justitie si instantele
nationale. Se realizeaza o legatura substantiald intre jurisdictiile nationale si
modalitatea de initiere a chestiunilor prejudiciale pe de o parte, si rezultatul
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interpretarii comunitare, pe de alta parte, incat, se poate concluziona ca existd o
interdependenta intre acestea, dand nastere unei interpretari progresive raportate
la spiritul actual al dezvoltarii legislative comunitare.

Curtii i-au fost atribuite competente jurisdictionale, pe care le exercita
in cadrul procedurii intrebarilor preliminare si al diferitelor categorii de actiuni.
Astfel, atributiile esentiale ale acesteia sunt cele jurisdictionale. Subsidiar,
Curtea poate avea si competente de consultant, exercitand o functie de Juris-
consult”, pronuntandu-se asupra compatibilitatii cu dispozitiile Tratatului a
acordurilor dintre Uniune si state terte sau organizatii internationale[ 3, p.265].

Printre procedurile jurisdictionale date in competenta sa, se regasesc:
procedura intrebarilor preliminare, actiunea in constatarea neindeplinirii
obligatiilor, actiunea in anulare, actiunea in constatarea abtinerii de a actiona,
recursul si reexaminarea[4, p.147-148]. Fiecare avand un specific propriu
de analiza si solutionare, in schimb, dintre acestea se detageaza ca semnifi-
catie in mod clar procedura prejudiciala. Aceasta prezentandu-se printre
cele mai utile, determinand aproape intreaga jurisprudentd a Curtii.

In ceea ce priveste compunerea sa[4, p.13], potrivit art. 19 al. 2 - TUE,
Curtea de Justitie este alcatuitd din cate un judecator pentru fiecare stat
membru, iar acestia la randul lor fiind asistati de 8 avocati generali.
Judecatorii si avocatii generali sunt desemnati de comun acord de guvernele
statelor membre, dupa consultarea unui comitet al carui rol este de a emite
un aviz cu privire la capacitatea candidatilor de a exercita functiile respec-
tive. Mandatul acestora este de sase ani si poate fi relnnoit. Acestia sunt
alesi din randul personalitatilor care ofera toate garantiile de independenta
si care intrunesc conditiile cerute pentru exercitarea, in tarile lor, a celor
mai Tnalte functii jurisdictionale sau a caror competentd este recunoscuta.

Curtea poate judeca in sedinta plenard, in Marea Camera (cincisprezece
judecatori) sau in camere de cinci sau de trei judecatori[ 5, p.422]. Curtea se
intruneste in sedintd plenara in cazurile speciale prevazute de Statutul Curtii
(printre altele, atunci cand trebuie sa pronunte destituirea Ombudsmanului
sau sa dispuna din oficiu demiterea unui comisar european care nu a respectat
obligatiile ce ii revin) si atunci cand apreciaza cd o cauza prezintd o
importantd exceptionald insd, marea majoritate a cauzelor sunt deduse
camerelor de trei sau cinci judecatori, fapt vital functiondrii Curtii, data
fiind supra aglomerarea sa [6, p.84].

Inainte de a intra in functie, fiecare judecitor depune, in fata Curtii de
Justitie, reunitd in sedintd publica, jurdmantul ca isi va exercita atributiile
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cu deplind impartialitate si potrivit constiintei sale i ca nu va divulga nimic
din secretul deliberarilor.

Judecatorii beneficiaza de imunitate de jurisdictie, in ceea ce priveste
actele indeplinite de acestia, inclusiv cuvintele rostite si scrise in calitatea
lor oficiala, judecatorii continud sd beneficieze de imunitate dupa incetarea
functiei lor. Aceste dispozitii fiind aplicabile si avocatilor generali, potrivit
art.8 din Statutul Curtii de Justitie. La instalarea in functie, judecatorii 1si
iau angajamentul solemn de a respecta, pe durata functiei lor si dupa incetarea
acesteia, obligatiile care decurg din aceasta functie, in special indatoririle
de a da dovada de onestitate si de discretie in acceptarea anumitor pozitii
sau avantaje, dupd incetarea functiei lor. Judecatorii nu pot exercita nici o
functie politicd sau administrativd. Acestia nu pot exercita nici o activitate
profesionald, fie ca este sau nu remunerata, in afara cazului in care Consiliul,
hotarand cu majoritate simpla, acorda o derogare cu titlul exceptional. La
instalarea in functie, judecatorii isi iau angajamentul solemn de a respecta,
pe durata functiei lor si dupa incetarea acesteia, obligatiile care decurg din
aceasta functie, 1n special indatoririle de a da dovada de onestitate si de
discretie in acceptarea anumitor pozitii sau avantaje, dupa incetarea functiei
lor. Aceleasi reguli sunt aplicabile si avocatilor generali.

Avocatii generali asistd Curtea avand rolul de a prezenta, cu deplina
impartialitate si in deplind independentd, opiniile juridice numite ,,concluzii”
in cauzele care le sunt repartizate. Totodata, trebuie retinut faptul ca in concluziile
sale, prezentate la finalul procedurii, acesta stabileste in detaliu situatia de fapt
si de drept a cauzei, analizeaza toate punctele de vedere ale participantilor la
procedurd, abordand si probleme relevante care nu au fost ridicate si procedeaza
la o cercetare proprie a normelor nationale in discutie [ 7, p.231-232]. Concluziile
sale nu sunt obligatorii pentru Curte, dar Curtea a acceptat destul de frecvent
rationamentul avocatului general, iar uneori a preluat o parte din concluziile
sale, incluzandu-le 1n propriile considerente. Au fost si cazuri cand, in motivare,
Curtea a facut doar trimitere la opiniile exprimate de avocatul general. Avocatii
generali sunt avangardistii sistemului, care prin contributia lor creativa reusesc
sa identifice anumite inconsecvente jurisprudentiale, semnaland totodata si
situatiile in care apreciaza ca se impune o nuantare a jurisprudentei. La origine,
functia a fost conceputa pentru a inlocui dreptul de a exprima opinii divergente,
drept care nu le este recunoscut judecatorilor. Din alt punct de vedere, prezenta
sa garanteaza o dubla examinare a dosarului.Potrivit art.252 alin.l din TFUE:
La cererea Curtii de Justitie, Consiliul, hotarand in unanimitate, poate mari
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numarul de avocati generali. Tinand cont de aceste dispozitii, Curtea, la 16 ianuarie
2013, a solicitat majorarea cu trei a numarului de avocati generali ai Curtii de
Justitie. Aceasta solicitare este motivata de preocuparea de a permite Curtii sa
continue sd emitd avize pentru toate cauzele care necesita aceasta, fard ca acest
lucru sa prelungeasca termenul global de instrumentare a cauzelor vizate. Cu
aceeasi ocazie a adoptarii Deciziei Consiliului privind majorarea numarului
avocatilor generali, Curtea a propus sa se stabileasca inceputul mandatului unui
avocat general la 1 iulie 2013 si sa se stabileasca inceputul mandatelor celorlalti
doi avocati generali la 7 octombrie 2015, odatd cu reinnoirea partiald a com-
ponentei Curtii[8]. In ceea ce priveste competenta, Curtea de Justitie a Uniunii
Europene este indrituita sa se pronunte, cu titlul preliminar, cu privire la:

(a) interpretarea tratatelor;

(b) validitatea si interpretarea actelor adoptate de institutiile, organele,
oficiile sau agentiile Uniunii;

In cazul in care o asemenea chestiune se invoca in fata unei instante
dintr-un stat membru, aceasta instanta poate, in cazul in care apreciaza ca o
decizie 1n aceasta privinta 1i este necesard pentru a pronunta o hotarare, sa
ceara Curtii sd se pronunte cu privire la aceasta chestiune.

In cazul in care o asemenea chestiune se invoci intr-o cauza pendinte
in fata unei instante nationale ale carei decizii nu sunt supuse vreunei cai de
atac in dreptul intern, aceastd instantd este obligata sa sesizeze Curtea.

In cazul in care o asemenea chestiune se invocd intr-o cauzd pendinte
in fata unei instante judecatoresti nationale privind o persoand supusa unei
masuri privative de libertate, Curtea hotardste in cel mai scurt termen.

Competenta reglementata prin dispozitiile articolului 267 din Tratatul
de Functionare a Uniunii Europene (fostul art. 234 TCE), ofera un atribut
de control Curtii si de limitare a aplicarii dreptului comunitar direct de
instantele nationale, in lipsa unei temeinice si prealabile interpretari a Curtii.

Judecétorul de drept comun [3, p.277] in dreptul comunitar este judeca-
torul national. Problema este ca pluralitatea jurisdictiilor si particularitatile
sistemelor juridice nationale, raportate la complexitatea i originalitatea
dreptului comunitar sunt de naturd a pune in pericol coerenta si substanta
ansamblului comunitar.

Astfel, Curtea de Justitie a Uniunii Europene are putere de decizie in
sensul uniformizarii interpretarii si aplicarii dreptului la nivelul Uniunii. in
probleme de interpretare a tratatelor sau 1n validitatea si interpretarea actelor
adoptate de institutiile, organele, oficiile sau agentiile Uniunii, apare discutia
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posibilitatii instantei nationale de sesizare a Curtii, cu privire la analiza
textului comunitar in vederea solutiondrii unei cauze pendinte.
Obligativitatea sesizarii apare atunci cand vorbim despre inexistenta vreunei
cdi de atac la nivel intern asupra hotararii pronuntate. Tot sub acest aspect,
instanta nationald este obligata sd sesizeze Curtea in situatii de privare de
libertate a unei persoane.

Este imperios necesara indrazneala 1n interpretare si aplicare a normei
comunitare de catre forurile nationale atunci cand nu este obligatorie
sesizarea Curtii de Justitie a Uniunii Europene. Aceasta indrazneald in
interpretare trebuie realizata sub egida unei aplicdri uniforme si este
guvernata de o atenta analiza a precedentelor Curtii. Este posibil, pe cale de
interpretare, ca solutia sa reiasa din simpla cunoastere a specificului dreptului
comunitar §i a Intelegerii spiritului acestuia.

Rezultatele investigatiei. Ridicarea chestiunii prejudiciale fie in mod
obligatoriu, fie facultativ, este solutia unitdtii dreptului comunitar. Iar,
receptivitatea judecatorului national la ridicarea chestiunii este esentiala in
evolutia jurisprudentei. Refuzul initierii chestiunilor si implicit sesizarea
Curtii, poate constitui un abuz din partea forului national. Iar din lipsa
experientei lucrului cu institutiile europene se poate genera un conflict intre
norma juridica si finalitatea acesteia. Ca si beneficiu al indraznelii invocarii
chestiunilor prejudiciale cu fiecare ocazie pertinentd, putem mentiona
reducerea indirecta a distantei dintre cetatenii europeni si institutiile UE, si
totodata concentrarea asupra nevoilor lor.

Odata ridicatd chestiunea prejudiciala, Curtea de Justitie estetinutd sa
o solutioneze si si-i dea o interpretare adecvata. In acest sens, merita amintit
faptul ca este de evitat o interpretare mult prea generald a normei. O astfel
de interpretare poate conduce inevitabil la o confuzie pentru judecétorul
national care va face implicit aplicarea principiului primatului dreptului
comunitar, bazandu-se pe o analiza deficitara a normei din partea Curtii.

Totodata, observam ca in analiza sa Curtea nu poate aprecia asupra
validitatii textelor Tratatelor, ci doar asupra validitatii actelor adoptate de
institutiile, organele, oficiile sau agentiile Uniunii. Prin urmare, analiza
asupra validitatii textelor tratatelor este exclusd din competenta Curtii,
ramanand spre exclusiva atributie actiunea de interpretare a acestora.
Asemenea situatiei normelor constitutionale nationale, pe care magistratul
nu este indreptatit sa le modifice nici macar prin interpretare.

Orice instantd nationald trebuie sa adreseze Curtii o cerere de decizie
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preliminara in situatia in care are indoieli cu privire la validitatea unui act
adoptat de institutiile, organele, oficiile sau agentiile Uniuni, indicdnd motivele
pentru care apreciazd cd acel act ar putea fi lovit de nevaliditate. Cu toate
acestea, atunci cand are indoieli serioase cu privire la validitatea unui act al
unei institutii, al unui organ, al unui oficiu sau-al unei agentii a Uniunii pe
care se intemeiaza un act intern, instanta nationald poate in mod exceptional
sa suspende cu titlu temporar aplicarea acestuia din urma sau s ia orice alta
masurd provizorie in privinta sa. In aceasta situatie, instanta nationali este
obligatd sa adreseze Curtii intrebarea privind aprecierea validitatii, indicand
motivele pentru care considera ca actul mentionat nu este valid.

Decizia prin care instanta unui stat membru adreseaza Curtii una sau
mai multe intrebari preliminare poate sd imbrace orice formd admisa de
dreptul national in materia incidentelor procedurale. Trebuie avut totusi in
vedere cd acest document este cel care va sta la baza procedurii derulate in
fata Curtii i ca aceasta din urma trebuie sa aibd la dispozitie elementele
care sd-i permitd formularea unui raspuns util pentru instanta de trimitere.
In plus, cererea de decizie preliminard este singurul act care se comunica
partilor din litigiul principal si celorlalte persoane interesate prevazute in
articolul 23 din Statut, in special statele membre, pentru a obtine eventualele
observatii scrise ale acestora.

Deseori, sunt suficiente aproximativ 10 pagini pentru a expune in mod
adecvat contextul unei cereri de decizie preliminard. Pastrandu-si caracterul
succint, aceasta cerere trebuie totusi sa fie suficient de completa i sa contina
toate informatiile pertinente pentru a permite Curtii, precum si subiectelor
indreptatite, sd depund observatii, sd-si faca o idee clara cu privire la cadrul
factual si juridic al cauzei principale.

Dispozitiile dreptului Uniunii pertinente in spetd ar trebui sa fie
identificate cat mai precis posibil in cererea de decizie preliminard care
contine, daca este cazul, un scurt rezumat al argumentelor pertinente ale
partilor din litigiul principal. In sfarsit, instanta de trimitere poate, daca
apreciaza ca este iIn masura sa o faca, sa-si expuna succint punctul de vedere
cu privire la raspunsul care trebuie sa fie dat la intrebarile adresate cu titlul
preliminar. O astfel de expunere se dovedeste utila pentru Curte, in special
in cazul in care este chemata sa se pronunte asupra cererii in cadrul unei
proceduri accelerate sau al unei proceduri de urgenta. Curtea va comunica
instantei de trimitere decizia sa. Ar fi binevenit ca aceastd instantd sa
informeze Curtea cu privire la masurile pe care le va lua ca urmare a acestei
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decizii in cadrul litigiului principal si sa ii comunice decizia finald datd in
cauza [9].

Potrivit Statutului Curtii, procedura in fata acesteia consta in doua faze:
o faza scrisa si una orala. Procedura scrisd cuprinde comunicarea adresata
partilor si institutiilor Uniunii ale caror decizii sunt in cauza, cereri, memorii,
aparari i observatii i eventual replici, precum si toate actele si documentele
ce le sustin sau copiile acestora certificate conform. Comunicarile se fac
prin grija grefierului, In ordinea si la termenele prevazute de regulamentul
de procedurd. Procedura oralad cuprinde audierea de cétre Curte a agentilor,
consilierilor si avocatilor, a concluziilor avocatului general, precum si, daca
este necesar, audierea martorilor si expertilor [7, p.236]. Curtea a adoptat
practica de a adresa intrebari directe reprezentantilor legali. Aceasta a devenit
o parte importanta a procedurii orale, intrucat, se clarfifica astfel problemele
carora Curtea le atageaza o semnficatie deosebitd pentru speta [6, p.89].

Solutiile Curtii de Justitie in cadrul procedurii intrebarilor preliminare iau
forma unor hotarari prejudiciale care leaga atat instanta nationald care a sesizat
Curtea, cat si celelalte instante care vor avea interes in solutionarea spetelor
asemanatoare celor in care s-a ridicat chestiunea. Astfel ca, odata ce exista o
hotarare prejudiciald pe un anume aspect de interpretare a Tratatelor, acea
chestiune nu va mai putea fi pusa in discutie pentru aceleasi considerente. De
asemenea, hotararea Curtii trebuie privita si in contextul reactiei unor instante
nationale la doctrina efectului direct al prevederilor directivei, unele din acestea
nefiind chiar entuziasmate de jurisprudenta Curtii in acest sens. Hotararile
prejudiciale sunt obligatorii pentru tribunalele la care sunt pendinte cauzele
care urmeaza a fi solutionate. Autoritatea hotérarilor prejudiciale, care sunt
pronuntate 1n virtutea trimiterilor din partea organelor nationale de jurisdictie,
se extinde si asupra celorlalte organe nationale de jurisdictie chemate sa actioneze
cu privire la aceeasi cauza, data fiind pozitia lor in sistemul jurisdictional in-
tern, atunci cand se exercita cdile de atac aferente [10, p.157].

In aceeasi masura, regimul de interpretare trebuie sa vizeze fiecare situatie
in parte in concordanta cu realitatea obiectiva, tinand, cont si de situatia de fapt
din spatele solicitarii interpretarii. Analiza in concreto va facilita rezolvarea
problemelor cetatenilor vizand in principal respectarea drepturilor individuale
si intereselor concrete din spetele pendinte. De aceea credem ca interpretarile
trebuie realizate in aceastd modalitate i nu in abstracto, tocmai datorita faptului
ca sunt sanse mari ca unele dintre acestea sa nu duca la o uniformizare echitabila
a dreptului, ci mai degraba, la crearea unor situatii de tensiune la nivel local,
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indiferent de principiile care guverneaza institutia europeana. Mai mult, aceasta
situatie a inadmisibilitatii ridicarii aceleiasi- chestiuni prejudiciale, genereaza
in realitate ideea de precedent judiciar, asimilatd conceptului dreptului com-
mon law. Jurisprudenta CJUE, combind caracteristicile sistemului de drept
romano-germanic cu cel anglo-saxon. Rolul si importanta acesteia in cadrul
ordinii juridice comunitare nu sunt puse la indoiala.

Cauza Da Costa" a initiat ceea ce constituie in fapt/un sistem al
precedentului “si” in mdsura in care hotararile CEJ au valoare de precedent,
acest lucru plaseaza Curtea intr-o pozitie superioara fata de instantele nationale.
Sistemul precedentului judiciar duce la un sistem mai eficient de drept
comunitar, insa un sistem bazat pe precedent presupune si un pret al erorii:
posibilitatea comiterii de greseli de catre instantele nationale. Cu toate acestea,
precedentul are si beneficii..., cel mai important ar fi ca instantele nationale
devin ele insele organe de punere in aplicare a dreptului comunitar” [6, p.587].

Dezvoltarea precedentului, are consecinte asupra raporturilor dintre
instantele nationale si CEJ. Relatia orizontala si bilaterala a fost modificata.
In masura in care hotararile CEJ au valoare de precedent, acest lucru plaseaza
Curtea ntr-o pozitie superioara fatd de instantele nationale. Crearea prece-
dentului serveste, de asemenea, la transformarea relatiei Intr-una mai putin
bilaterald si mai degraba multilaterala, de vreme ce o hotarare anterioara a
CEJ trebuie respectata de orice instantd nationala confruntatd cu o problema
de drept deja dezlegata de catre Curte. Importanta acordatd hotararilor
anterioare este reflectatd si confirmatd de art.104 alin.3 din Regulamentul
de procedura, care permite CEJ sa se pronunte prin ordonantd motivata,
facand trimitere la o hotarare anterioara, atunci cand intrebarea care i-a fost
adresata este identica cu o alta deja adresata Curtii [6, p.593-594].

Totusi, nimic nu impiedica instanta nationald sa aplice direct
interpretarea corectd a dreptului Uniunii, in cazul in care Curtea s-a pronuntat
deja. In schimb, obligatia de a sesiza Curtea, nu existd in cazul aplicarii
teoriei actului clar. In hotararea Cilfit, Curtea de Justitie a aratat ca aplicarea
corecta a dreptului comunitar poate fi atdt de evidentd, incat sd nu lase
nicio posibilitate de indoiald rezonabild cu privire la chestiunea ridicata.
Totusi, inainte de a ajunge la aceastd concluzie, tribunalul national trebuie
sa se asigure ca aceastd concluzie este la fel de evidentd pentru instantele
tuturor celorlalte state membre, cat i pentru Curte. Instanta nationald trebuie
sd tina seama de faptul ca textul este redactat in toate limbile “oficiale ale
Uniunii, iar concluzia dedusa din interpretare trebuie sa fie aceeasi in toate
aceste limbi.
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Jurisprudenta oferd, totusi, si situatii in care Curtea de Justitie a
considerat ca nu sunt indeplinite conditiile pentru emiterea hotararii
preliminare si a refuzat sa dea curs cererii instantei nationale: cazul in care
nu existd un litigiu real, deoarece atat paratul cat sireclamantul aveau aceeasi
pozitie fatd de problema respectivd; natura ipotetica a chestiunii de
interpretare; chestiunea ridicatd nu este relevantd pentru solutionarea
fondului procesului in dreptul intern; chestiunea nu este prezentata suficient
de clar pentru ca instanta europeand sa poatd da un raspuns adecvat din
punct de vedere juridic sau faptele nu sunt suficient de bine identificate,
astfel incat Curtea de Justitie sd poatd aplica, regulile de drept relevante([5,
p.449-450].

Doctrina actului clar in dreptul comunitar este expresia unui compromis
in care Curtea a cautat sa intareasca colaborarea cu instantele supreme, prin
permisiunea ce le-o acorda de a-si asuma responsabilitatea de a decide asupra
dreptului comunitar in chestiuni al caror raspuns este evident, iar, pe de alta
parte, sd le incurajeze pe aceasta cale sa foloseasca procedura hotararii
prejudiciale in celelalte chestiuni, asupra carora au dubii. Conditiile nu sunt
atat de stricte tocmai pentru a determina instantele supreme sa nu abuzeze
de doctrind atunci cand nu doresc sd respecte jurisprudenta Curtii
[10, p.156-157].

Totodata, echilibrul intre existenta drepturilor conferite de Tratate si
garantia respectarii acestora, sta la baza principiului suprematiei dreptului
comunitar. Astfel, spune articolul 259 din TFUE: Oricare dintre statele
membre poate sesiza Curtea de Justitie a Uniunii Europene in cazul in care
considera cd un alt stat membru a incalcat oricare dintre obligatiile care 1i
revin in temeiul tratatelorlax art.260 TFUE: In cazul in care Curtea de
Justitie a Uniunii Europene constata ca un stat membru a incalcat oricare
dintre obligatiile care ii revin in temeiul tratatelor, acest stat este obligat sa
ia masurile pe care le impune executarea hotararii Curtii [5, p.426].

Curtea a recunoscut prin aceste articole, principiul raspunderii statelor
membre pentru incalcarea dreptului Uniunii, care constituie, pe de o parte,
un element care consolideaza in rnod decisiv protectia drepturilor conferite
particularilor de normele Uniunii i, pe de alta parte, un factor care este de
natura sa contribuie la aplicarea mai diligenta a acestor norme de cétre statele
membre. Incalcarile savarsite de acestea din urma sunt astfel de natura sa
dea nastere unor obligatii de despagubire, care, in anumite cazuri, pot avea
repercusiuni grave asupra finantelor publice nationale. In plus, Curtea poate
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fi sesizata cu orice neindeplinire, de catre un stat membru, a obligatiilor ce
decurg din dreptul Uniunii, iar in situatia neexecutarii unei hotarari de
constatare a unei astfel de neindepliniri, aceasta 1i poate impune plata unei
sume forfetare sau a unor penalitati cu titlu cominatoriu[4, ag.148].

O alta chestiune interesantd o reprezintd incuviintarea transferului
unei parti din prerogativele suveranitatii nationale in contul institutiilor
comunitare create, prin semnarea Tratatelor Uniunii. De aici rezultd ideea
de acceptare a competentei Curtii de Justitie. In schimb, la o subtild apreciere,
putem retine ca 1n cazul renuntdrii la o parte din suveranitate, permitem si
impunerea unor alte norme la nivel national .Excludem in acest mod ideea
de independenta si deplind suveranitate nationald. Aidoma situatiei primirii
influentei dreptului penal european, prin permisiunea unor organisme
europene de incriminare a unor fapte ca infractiuni, producand efect direct
asupra dreptului penal national. Totodata, trebuie observat ca prerogativa
incriminarii se va afla intotdeauna cu antiteza dezincriminarii, iar prin simpla
acceptare tacitd a unor astfel de interventii se poate atinge indirect puterea
judecatoreasca si legislativa. Astfel ca, prin renuntarea la unele aspecte ce
tin de conceptul de suveranitate, se creeaza aparenta unei subordonari a
statelor in functie de interesul superior al Uniunii.

Un alt aspect relativ recent, il constituie preocuparea insemnata spre
aderarea Uniunii Europene la Conventia Europeana a Drepturilor Omului
si impactul juridic ce va fi creat.

Aderarea Uniunii Europene la CEDO va facilita unificarea jurispru-
dentei in materia protectiei drepturilor omului pe intreg continentul european,
consolidand nivelul de protectie de care trebuie sd se bucure cetatenii
Uniunii. De altfel, jurisprudenta actuald a instantei de la Luxemburg are in
vedere jurisprudenta instantei de la Strasbourg, iar Declaratia 2 anexata
Tratatului de la Lisabona ,,constata existenta unui dialog constant intre Curtea
de Justitie a Uniunii Europene si Curtea Europeana a Drepturilor Omului,
dialog care va putea fi consolidat cu ocazia aderarii Uniunii la conventia
mentionata anterior”.

Raporturile CJCE si CEDO sunt descrise ca mecanisme de protectie a
drepturilor fundamentale care ating nivelul de coerentd necesar asigurarii
efectivitdtii sale si structurarii procesului de globalizare a drepturilor
fundamentale in Euiopa.Pentru indeplinirea acestui deziderat general trebuie,
insa, sa fie clarificate relatiile dintre dreptul comunitar si dreptul Conventiei
Europene, intre Curtea de la Luxembourg si cea de la Strasbourg. Aderarea
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numodificad atributiile instantei de la Luxemburg de a controla legalitatea
actelor institutiilor Uniunii sau a masurilor nationale de aplicare a dreptului
Uniunii[ 11, p.27]. Totodata, ceea ce se poate observa din ce in ce mai mult
este prezenta unei decizii a ambelor instante europene de a evita conflictul
intre jurisprudentele lor si de a da dovada de respect fata de abordarea celeilalte
instante in legdtura cu chestiuni similare care le sunt deduse judecatii. Relatia
complexd, dar de cooperare dintre CEJ si CEDO este evidentiata din ce in
ce mai mult de numarul cauzelor din fata TPI si CEJ in care este citata si
urmata jurisprudenta CEDO, precum si numarul crescand de cauze introduse
pe rolul acesteia prin care se contesta indirect masuri ale UE. incercarile
continue ale celor doua instante europene si ale Cartei UE de a promova
armonia si de a evita conflictul dintre cele doua sisteme, nu solutioneaza
toate problemele. Problema aderdrii la CEDO ramane un punct important
pe agenda[6, p.534-535]. Viitorul dreptului comunitar are premisa in aceasta
colaborare dintre CJCE si CEDO, pe care Uniunea a acceptat-o prin ideea
de aderare la Conventia Europeand a Drepturilor Omului. Se va urmari pe
aceastd cale,in principal, apararea drepturilor cetatenilor europeni si crearea
unui cadru propice pentru dezvoltarea legislatiei comunitare, care va deveni
punctul de echilibru in relatia celor doua Curti. Idealul vizat pare a fi cel al
responsabilizarii institutiilor fatd de interesele comune ale particularilor si
care se vor dovedi a fi respectate implicit prin jurisprudenta nou creata.

O alta institutie ce reprezinta de altfel un punct de interes, o constituie
Ombudsmanul European[12]. El primeste plangeri de la orice cetatean al
Uniunii, obiectul acestora fiind limitat la cazurile de administrare defectuoasa
din activitatea institutiilor, a organelor comunitare, a oficiilor sau a agentiilor
Uniunii, cu exceptia Curtii de Justitie, in exercitarea functiilor jurisdictionale.
Ombudsmanul realizeaza investigatiile necesare chiar si din oficiu, cu privire
la cazuri de abuz de putere, discrimindri, refuzul informarii, intarzieri fara
justitificare, acesta neputand cerceta fapte ce fac sau au facut obiectul unei
proceduri judiciare. Astfel, putem afirma ca existd o departajare clara a
atributiilor fiecdrei institutii europene, in schimb nu putem neglija faptul ca
acestea fiinteaza intr-un echilibru interdependent. Spre exemplu, Ombuds-
manul poate fi destituit de Curtea de Justitie, la plangerea Parlamentului
European, in cazul in care nu mai indeplineste conditiile necesare exercitarii
functiilor sale sau a comis o abatere grava, potrivit art.228 alin. 2 din TFUE.
Desi, Ombudsmanul 1si exercitda functiile in deplind independentd si nicio
altd institutie nu este abilitatd sa produca vreo ingerintd in sfera acestuia de
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competenta si activitate, asupra acestuia existd posibilitatea destituirii in
anumite situatii chiar de catre Curtea de Justitie, motiv pentru care putem
vorbi despre o conexiune intre institutii, daca nu neaparat de un control
reciproc. Din punct de vedere istoric, are ca model functia de Ombudsman
al Regelui, creata in 1713, iar originea poate fi cautatd in Egiptul antic, in
Grecia antica. Ea poate fi romand, chineza, indiand, islamica, spaniold. in
orice caz, Suedia a cristalizat-o[ 13, p.546]. Institutia Ombudsmanuluip[ 14,
p.18-35] (mediatorului), s-a statuat dupa primul razboi mondial in multe
state, avind la baza modelul suedez, consfintit constitutional in anul 1809.
Statele au preluat modelul suedez in ordinea lor juridica, dar profund
modificat, cu forme si variante diverse privind denumirea, componenta,
competenta, durata mandatului etc. Drept exemplu, denumirile nationale
sunt diferite: Comisar Parlamentar in Marea Britanie, Aparator al Poporului
in Spania, Mediator in Franta, Protector al Cetateanului in Canada, Delegat
Parlamentar al Apararii in Germania, Comisar in Problemele Administratiei
in Cipru, Aparator al Drepturilor Civile in Polonia, Ombudsman pentru
Drepturile Omului in Slovenia, Avocatul Poporului in Romania, Avocat
parlamentar in Republica Moldova (Centrul pentru Drepturile Omului din
Moldova), in alte state - mediator public, procuror parlamentar etc. In térile
membre ale Uniunii Europene, dezvoltarea institutiei avocatului poporului
a fost fortificatd odata cu adoptarea Recomandarii Comitetului de Ministri
al Uniunii Europene, din septembrie 1985, care sugera guvernelor statelor
membre sd ia in consideratie “posibilitatea de a numi Ombudsmani la nivel
national, regional, local sau pentru arii specifice ale administratiei pub-
lic”, precum si “luarea in consideratie la imputernicirea Ombudsman-ului,
de a acorda o atentie particulara, in cadrul competentei sale generale,
problemelor drepturilor omului §i, daca nu este incompatibil cu legislatia
nationald, sa initieze investigatii si sa emita opinii, cand sunt implicate
chestiuni legate de drepturile omului”. Prin crearea sa, institutia
Ombudsmanului european reflecta implicarea Uniunii in realizarea formelor
de administratie transparenta si democratica la nivel european, bazandu-se,
in acest sens, pe ideea centrald a tuturor sistemelor nationale, protejarea
drepturilor cetitenilor. In planul relatiilor dintre institutiile comunitare si
cetdtenii Europei, Ombudsmanului european i revine misiunea de a
intreprinde demersurile firesti, prin recomandarile sale, pentru a asigura
libertatea de informare a cetatenilor si transparenta institutiilor europene|[ 14,
p.36]. Ombudsmanul[ 15] contribuie la identificarea cazurilor de administrare
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defectuoasd din activitatea institutiilor si organelor comunitare si la
formularea de recomandari in vederea remedierii situatiei. Orice cetdtean
al Uniunii si orice persoana fizica sau juridica avand resedinta sau sediul
social Intr-un stat membru al Uniunii poate sesiza Ombudsmanul, direct
sau prin intermediul unui membru al Parlamentului European, printr-o
plangere referitoare la un caz de administrare defectuoasd in activitatea
institutiilor sau organelor comunitare. Ombudsmanul informeaza institutia
sau organul in cauzd de indatd ce a fost sesizat printr-o plangere. Acesta
trebuie sa precizeze obiectul acesteia, precum si identitatea persoanei careia
il apartine; aceasta persoana poate cere ca plangerea sa ramana confidentiala.
Plangerea trebuie sa fie introdusa in termen de doi ani de la data la care
faptele care o justifica sunt aduse la cunostinta autorului acesteia si sa fi
fost precedatd de demersurile administrative corespunzadtoare pe langa
institutiile si organele in cauza. Plangerile prezentate Ombudsmanului nu
intrerup termenele cailor de atac in procedurile jurisdictionale sau adminis-
trative. Ombudsmanul informeaza autorul plangerii in cel mai scurt timp
cu privire la cursul dat plangerii. Ombudsmanul efectueaza, din proprie
initiativa sau ca urmare a unei plangeri, toate anchetele pe care le considera
justificate pentru a clarifica orice posibil caz de administrare defectuoasa
in activitatea institutiilor si organelor comunitare. Ombudsmanul infor-
meaza, cu privire la aceasta, institutia sau organul in cauza, care poate sa-i
transmitd orice observatie utild, in masura posibilului, Ombudsmanul
incearca sa gaseascd, impreund cu institutia sau organul in cauza, o solutie
care sa elimine cazurile de administrare defectuoasa si sa rezolve in mod
satisficator plangerea. In cazul in care Ombudsmanul descoperi un caz de
administrare detectuoasd, acesta sesizeazd institutia sau organul in cauza
si, dacd este necesar, 1i prezinta mai muite proiecte de recomandari. Institutia
sau organul sesizat ii transmite un aviz detaliat in termen de trei luni.
Ombudsmanul este numit de Parlamentul European dupa fiecare alegere a
acestuia si pe durata intregii legislaturi. Mandatul acestuia se poate reinnoi.
Ombudsmanul este ales dintre personalitatile care sunt cetateni ai Uniunii,
se bucura de toate drepturile civile si politice, prezintd toate garantiile de
independenta si indeplineste conditiile necesare in tara de origine pentru
exercitarea celor mai Inalte functii jurisdictionale sau poseda o experienta
si 0 competenta recunoscutd pentru indeplinirea functiilor de Ombudsman.
La preluarea functiei, Ombudsmanul 1i ia angajamentul solemn, in fata
Curtii de Justitie, sd-si exercite functiile in deplind independenta si
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impartialitate, si sd respecte, pe toata durata exercitdrii mandatului i dupa
incheierea acestuia, obligatiile care decurg din functia sa, in special obligatia
de onestitate si de discretie in cazul acceptarii anumitor functii sau avantaje
dupa incetarea functiei de Ombudsman.Situatie similarda cu cea a judeca-
torilor sau avocatilor generali din compunerea Curtii de Justitie[15]. In
stransd legaturd cu Institutia Ombudsmanului European, la 6 septembrie
2001, Parlamentul European a aprobat rezolutia care ratifica Codul Bunei
Conduite Administrative, pe care trebuie sa il respecte institutiile si organele
Uniunii Europene, serviciile ior administrative si functionarii in contact cu
persoanele individuale.

Codul ia in considerare principiile dreptului administrativ european
cuprinse in hotararile Curtii de Justitie si de asemenea se inspira din legislatia
diferitelor tari. Astfel ca, dreptul de a avea o administratie buna si dreptul
de a adresa Ombudsmanului European plangeri referitoare la administrarea
defectuoasd in cadrul institutiilor §i organelor Uniunii sunt cuprinse ca
drepturi fundamentale care decurg din detinerea cetateniei Uniunii. Codul
contine principiile de bund conduitd administrativa care se aplica tuturor
raporturilor dintre functionari si public, in afara cazului in care acestea intra
sub incidenta unor prevederi specifice. Printre aceste principii, aducem
aminte: nediscriminare, lipsa abuzului de putere, impartialitate si indepen-
dentd, proportionalitate, corectitudine, amabilitate, termenul rezonabil
aferent adoptarii deciziilor, indicarea posibilitatilor, protectia datelor etc.[16].
Observam ca, aceste principii si mai mult, reguli de conduita si de drept in
relatia juridico-sociala dintre cetateni si functionari, trebuie sa reprezinte
defapt eticheta deontologicain activitatea functionarilor. Tocmai pentru a
eficientiza si responsabiliza activitatea functionarilor institutiilor, s-a nascut
Codul Bunei Conduite Administrative, care tinde sa restabileasca increderea
cetatenilor in institutiile europene; aceasta fiind in declin, iar multi dintre
cetdteni Uniunii considerand ca parerea lor pur si simplu nu conteaza, ardtand
totodatd ca merita sa beneficieze de o administratie eficace a carei atentie
sa se concentreze integral asupra dificultatilor lor. Abordand o viziune com-
paratd a legislatiei aplicabile la nivel comunitar in privinta Ombudsmanului
European si cea aplicabild in statele din afara Uniunii, putem trasa o linie
de similitudine intre conceptia comunitara si ceea ce se numeste Avocatul
Poporului la nivel intern. In Constitutia Romaniei adoptati in 1991 a fost
prevazut la Titlul IT “Drepturile, libertatile si indatoririle fundamentale”.
Infiintarea institutiei Avocatul Poporului, menite si apere drepturile si
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libertdtile cetatenilor, in raporturile acestora cu autoritatile publice. S-a
stabilit de asemenea cd organizarea si functionarea institutiei se face prin
lege organica. Legea nr.35/1997, privind organizarea si functionarea
institutiei Avocatului Poporului si Regulamentul de organizare si functionare
a institutiei Avocatul Poporului au fost republicate in anul 2004"[14, p.54].
Astfel, Avocatul Poporului [17, p.118] reprezintd potrivit art.2 din Legea
privind organizarea si functionarea institutiei Avocatului Poporului, o
autoritate publica autonoma si independenta fatd de orice alta autoritate
publica si are drept scop apararea drepturilor si libertatilor persoanelor fizice
in raporturile acestora cu autoritdtile publice. Astfel cd, In competenta
institutiei Avocatul Poporului intra petitiile care au ca obiect incalcarea
drepturiior sau libertatilor persoanelor fizice prin acte sau fapte administra-
tive ale autoritatilor administratiei publice sau prin actele administrative
ale regiilor autonome, niciodata cele ale Camerei Deputatilor, Senatului
sau Parlamentului, Presedintelui Romaniei, Curtii Constitutionale,
Presedintelui Consiliului Legislativ, autoritatii judecatoresti, Guvernului -
cu exceptia hotararilor si ordonantelor. Institutia Avocatul Poporului, isi
gaseste aplicarea si in cadrul statelor din afara Uniunii, iar aici putem in-
clude Republica Moldova, sub denumirea Avocatul Parlamentar. Astfel,
Institutia Avocatilor Parlamentari - Centrul pentru Drepturile Omului din
Moldova (CpDOM)[18] este o institutie similard institutului european si
international al Ombudsman-ului, care activeaza din aprilie 1998 in baza
Legii cu privire la avocatii parlamentari, m:1349-XIIldin 17 octombrie
1997, in calitate de mecanism nejudiciar important de aparare a drepturilor
omului in Republica Moldova. CpDOM este format din 4 avocati
parlamentari, egali in drepturi, unul fiind specializat in problemele de
protectie a drepturilor copilului (Avocat al copilului), din functionari, care
asigurd avocatilor parlamentari asistentd organizatoricd, informationala,
stiintifico-analiticd, economico-financiard, precum si patru reprezentante
amplasate in: Balti, Cahul, Comrat si Varnita, activand ca subdiviziuni
teritoriale ale institutiei. In prezent, trecand de aprobarea Guvernului, regasim
in dezbaterile Parlamentului proiectul-lege al reorganizarii institutiei
Avocatului Parlamentar la nivelul Republicii Moldova, propunandu-se ca
in loc de patru avocati parlamentari, Moldova sa aiba un singur avocat al
poporului cu mandat unic, prin crearea “oficiului avocatului poporului”
administrat de catre un Secretar General [19]. Aceastd schimbare a fost
initiatd de Ministerul Justitiei care a propus sd fie schimbatd denumirea
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»avocatului parlamentar” in ,,avocatul poporului”, tocmai pentru a evita
confuziile in randul populatiei, atunci cand este vorba de rolul acestei
institutii in apararea drepturilor omului.

Mai mult, mandatul avocatului poporului va avea 7 ani si nu 5 ani ca
in prezent, neputand detine doud mandate consecutive. El nu va putea fi
persecutat sau tras la raspundere pentru actiunile sau opiniile exprimate in
exercitarea mandatului. Prin semnarea si ratificarea de cdtre Republica
Moldova a Protocolului Optional la Conventia ONU impotriva torturii si
altor tratamente crude, inumane sau degradante, in vigoare din 24 iulie 2006,
care prevede instituirea unor mecanisme independente pentru prevenirea
torturii la nivel national, Institutia Avocatilor Parlamentari a fost investita
cu misiunea respectiva. in scopul acordirii asistentei in exercitarea
atributiilor avocatiior parlamentari in calitate de Mecanism national de
prevenire a torturii, care vizeazad efectuarea vizitelor preventive in locurile
unde se afld sau se pot afla persoane private de libertate a fost creat un
Consiliu consultativ [20].

La 20 martie 2008, prin modificarile operate la Legea cu privire la
avocatii parlamentari, a fost introdus mandatul Avocatului parlamentar
pentru protectia drepturilor copilului. Centrul pentru Drepturile Omului din
Moldova este acreditat cu statutul “B” de catre Comitetul Coordonator
International al Institutiilor Nationale pentru Promovarea si Protectia
Drepturilor Omului, fapt ce denotd capacitatea Institutiei Avocatilor
Parlamentari de a-si realiza sarcinile in domeniul protectiei drepturilor
omului, dand dovada de o plusvaloare exprimatd prin recunoasterea
institutiei pe plan international. Centrul pentru Drepturile Omului din
Moldova este membru a organizatiilor internationale: Institutul International
al Ombudsmanului, institutul European al Ombudsmanului, Asociatia
Ombudsmanilor si Mediatorilor Francofoni.

In ceea ce priveste Ombudsmanul Roman spre deosebire de cel din Re-
publica Moldova, acesta face parte din Reteaua Europeand a Ombudsmanilor.
Odata cu aderarea Republicii Moldova la UE, se va urmari si integrarea
Avocatului Poporului in linia Retelei Europene a Ombudsmanilor. Reteaua
reuneste pe bazd de voluntariat Ombudsmanii nationali si regionali si
organismele similare din statele membre ale Uniunii Europene, Ombudsmanii
nationali din statele candidate si din Islanda si Norvegia, precum si
Ombudsmanul European si Comisia pentru petitii a Parlamentului European.
in Germania, Comisiile pentru petitii la nivel national si regional au un rol
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similar cu cel al Ombudsmanilor [21]. Reteaua este compusa din peste 99 de
oficii In 35 de state europene. Ombudsmanii nationali §i organismele similare
din Retea au desemnat fiecare un ofiter de legatura ca persoand de contact cu
ceilalti membri ai retelei. Reteaua a fost creatd in 1996 si s-a dezvoltat constant
devenind un puternic instrument de colaborare pentru Ombudsmani si personalul
lor, servind ca mecanism eficient de cooperare in solutionarea cazurilor. Este
de importanta deosebitd pentru Ombudsmanul European pentru ca ii permite
sa trateze prompt si eficient plangerile care nu intra sub incidenta mandatului
sau. Experienta si cele mai bune practici sunt impartasite prin intermediul
seminarelor si Intalnirilor, un buletin informativ periodic, un forum electronic
de discutii si un serviciu electronic de presa zilnic. Vizitele Ombudsmanului
European organizate de Ombudsmanii din statele membre si din statele aderente
s-au dovedit a fi, de asemenea, extrem de eficiente in dezvoltarea retelei [21].
Ombudsmanii din Retea sunt persoane independente si impartiale, investite
prin constitutie sau lege, care examineaza petitii impotriva autoritétilor publice.
Acestia incearcd sa solutioneze Intr-un mod satisfacator fiecare petitie. Dupa
investigarea unei petitii pe care o considera justificatd, un Ombudsman poate
sa critice felul in care a fost tratat cazul si 1si poate expune punctul de vedere
legat de cum ar fi fost mai potrivit sa fie tratat.

Concluzii. In multe tiri, Ombudsmanii pot propune cii de remediere a
cazului, ce pot include, de exemplu, reexaminarea unei decizii, prezentarea
de scuze sau oferirea unei compensari financiare. Unii Ombudsmani pot
incerca sa giseasca o cale amiabild de solutionare a petitiei. In unele cazuri,
petitionarul poate sd se adreseze unui Ombudsman sau unei instante
judecatoresti. Totusi, In mod normal, un Ombudsman nu poate examina o
petitie daca faptele respective fac sau au facut obiectul unei proceduri
judiciare. Ombudsmanul, spre deosebire de instanta judecatoreascd, nu poate
lua decizii cu caracter obligatoriu, dar, de obicei, autoritatile publice urmeaza
recomandarile acestuia. In caz contrar, Ombudsmanul poate aduce cazul in
atentia politicienilor si a publicului, prin informarea Parlamentului, de
exemplu. Temeiurile In care un Ombudsman poate actiona variaza in cadrul
Retelei, dar de obicei includ: incdlcarea drepturilor, inclusiv a drepturilor
omului §i a drepturilor fundamentale, alte tipuri de comportament ilegal,
inclusiv nerespectarea principiilor generale de drept si a actionarii in
conformitate cu principiile bunei administrari.

In esentd, Ombudsmanul trebuie sa apere spiritul legilor si sa protejeze
drepturile si libertatile individului. El nu este un organ care sa se substituie

altora, dar este un organ alaturi de altele pentru salvgardarea drepturilor si
libertatilor. El nu este un avocat al celor nevoiasi, ci un protector al tuturor.
In majoritatea tarilor lumii, arma principali a sa este autoritatea, puterea de
a admonesta si critica, suportul moral al opiniei publice, receptivitatea si
sprijinul tuturor autoritatilor publice.

Institutia Ombudsmanului se spunea la Conferinta Internationala de la
Canberra din 1988 - este o institutie democratica, conceputa sa opereze
intr-un spirit de democratie, cu un guvern cooperant si oficialitati amabile,
care, in general, functioneaza eficient, dar sunt dispuse s inlature orice
greseala sau nedreptate. Este deci o institutie a carei implementare cere
timp, ambiantd democratica, culturd politicd si juridica, amabilitate si
solicitudine [13, p.544].

Revenind si stabilizdnd o legatura intre cele doua institutii fundamentale
in Europa, Curtea Europeana de Justitie $i Ombudsmanul European, acestea
pot fi definite ca un puternic liant intre problemele directe ale cetatenilor
Uniunii care reprezintd in fapt mobilul sesizarii acestora si modalitatea
efectiva de rezolvare. Solicitarile adresate fiecdrei institutii in parte reprezinta
un interes al fiecarui petent, care se doreste a fi solutionat in termeni cat
mai rezonabili si respectand totodata si semnificatia principiului Lex injusta
non est lex [22, p.184] care exprima necesitatea concordantei legilor cu
regulile morale si cu principiile generale ale dreptului. Este lesne de inteles
faptul ca, din acest punct de vedere, dreptul comunitar este un produs al
congstiintei morale a societatii si al ratiunii individuale.

Nu trebuie pierdut din vedere nici faptul ca, Tnainte de toate, institutiile
europene se regasesc in slujba cetdtenilor Uniunii. lar aici, apare rolul,
inevitabil, de creator de drept al judecatorului in solutionarea cauzelor care
presupun raporturi juridice ce privesc probleme reale ale oamenilor. Este
adevarat cd este la fel de important si interesul stabilitdtii Uniunii si
respectarea dreptului comunitar, in schimb toate se rasfrang indirect asupra
cetdtenilor. Cum ar putea exista o Uniune, fard o solidaritate efectiva.
Uniunea nu reprezintd o operd de salvare in masd a statelor membre, ci un
mecanism care functioneaza in primul rand, prin respectarea legilor. Astfel
cd, aici vom situa Curtea de Justitiei, Ombudsmanul European ca garanti ai
acestor aspiratii. Pe cale de consecinta, puterea de schimbare si evolutia
jurisprudentiald, va fi posibildtindnd cont de corecta aplicare a dreptului
comunitar raportatd constant la nevoia de securitate si de stabilitate juridica
necesara solidificarii increderii cetdtenilor in institutiile Uniunii Europene.

Rezumat

In articol sunt analizate fenomene complexe: instruirea universitard, educatia,
democratia, statul modern de drept. Autorul argumenteaza necesitatea unor
schimbari radicale in mentalitatea europenilor si mai ales a cetatenilor Republicii
Moldova, traseaza o linie intre tranzitia intelectuala §i cea politica, economica;,
redimensioneaza concluziile specialistilor din domeniu si tezele expuse in
documentele dreptului international european. Aprecierea rolului universitatilor
in formarea profesionistilor solicitati pe piata muncii este corelatd cu tranzitia
intelectuald, cu necesitatea eliminarii din sistemul educatiei a fenomenelor
nedorite, cum ar fi coruptia, aprecierea inadecvata a functiilor cadrelor didactice.

Abstract

In the article the complex phenomena as university training, education, de-
mocracy, modern state of law. The author argues the need for radical changes in
the mentality of Europeans and especially the citizens of the Republic of Moldova,
makes the difference between the intellectual transition and the political or eco-
nomic one, resizes conclusions of experts in the field and the thesis set out in the
documents of European international law.

The importanc of universities in training of proffesionals required on the
labor market is correlated with the intellectual transition and with the need to
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eliminate from the educational system the undesirable phenomena such as cor-
ruption or inadequate appreciation of the functions of teachers.

Introducere. Pretutindeni in lume, decalajele in dezvoltarea economica
si ritmul schimbarilor politice, sociale se prezintd sub forma unor paradoxuri
impresionante. Calatorind doar prin Europa, vom observa cu usurinta
diferentele ce existd intre tarile dezvoltate, cu o democratie consolidata
(indeosebi cele din Uniunea Europeand) si tarile care, recent, au iesit din
perioada de tranzitie, cat si cele ce aspird sa se integreze in structurile
europene. Cetdtenii se Intreabd, cum pot fi eliminate aceste diferente? Ce
trebuie sa Intreprindem, cum ar trebui sa procedam si de la ce sa incepem?
A incerca sd rdspunzi la asemenea intrebari inseamnd sa analizezi factorii,
resursele si directiile dezvoltarii, sd scoti la iveala motivele ce nu permit o
dezvoltare politica, economica, sociald sau culturala eficienta.

In plan mondial si regional, lumea se confrunti cu diverse probleme:
economice, ecologice, politice, de securitate etc. Solutionarea acestor
probleme precum si a celor de ordin individual — comportamentul fatd de
semeni 1n diferite circumstante (politice, conflicte armate, afaceri, mass-
media, mediul universitar etc.), in mare parte, depinde de modul cum este
perceputa si rezolvatd problema morala. Atat problemele mari, cat si cele
mici reclamad, in mod obligatoriu, recursul la eticd si la morala. Experienta
acumulatd in ultimele decenii ne demonstreazd cd cele mai multe dintre
problemele cu care ne confruntam nu pot fi rezolvate fara a face apel la
eticd, morald. Asadar, se impune intrebarea: cum ar trebui sa actioneze
individul in raport cu el insusi, in raport cu grupul uman din care face
parte, cu societatea in intregime §i viceversa — societatea cu acest individ ?

Metodele aplicate: analiza de continut, generalizarea, studiul comparat.
Analiza de continut ne-a permis sd urmarim schimbarea cerintelor impuse
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invatamantului universitar de documentele dreptului international, la baza
carora sunt puse noi realitati sociale. Analiza provocarilor timpului
caracteristice instruirii i educatiei ne-a permis sd deducem unele legitati si
sd argumentdm unele concluzii imperative. In procesul analizei am constat
existenta relatiilor de interdependentad intre democratie si instruirea si
educarea unei generatii de profesionisti, cu 0 noud mentalitate si responsa-
bilitate, cu un simt acut al datoriei civice.

Rezultatele investigatiei. In prezent, intr-o economie globalizata,
informationald, cunoasterea devine adevaratul capital si motor al dezvoltarii
societatii. Cunoasterea inseamna putere care nu mai poate fi gandita in afara
unui sistem de valori si a unui sistem de moralitate. In secolul XXI, misiunea
universitdtilor (denumire ce include toate institutiile de invatdmant supe-
rior) este de a produce, a valorifica si a transmite cunostinte. Pentru a da
incredere societdtii in capacitatea universitatilor, ele trebuie sa-si asume
responsabilitatea pentru calitatea propriei prestatii. Universitatile continua
sd constituie rezerve de competente, centre de dezvoltare a resurselor umane,
ele asigurd formarea de noi generatii de conducatori. Pe langa rolul sdu
cultural major, pe care il exercita prin creatia intelectuald, universitatea este,
in acelasi timp, i o organizatie furnizoare de servicii.

Actualmente, invatamantul universitar se confruntd cu noi provocari
in ceea ce priveste performanta si responsabilitatea. Redefinind rolul
universitatii (intre umanism si piatd), al functiilor si al valorilor promovate
in universitdti, ele trebuie sa raspunda intrebarilor:

- poate oare invatdmantul superior din Republica Moldova sa faca fata
schimbarilor aduse de procesul de globalizare?

-in ce masura redefinirea invatamantului superior tine cont de evolutia
tehnologica?

-cum participd invatamantul superior la crearea si pastrarea unei
societati democratice?

-cum este promovata sustenabilitatea — mediului, sociald, culturala si
economicd — prin invatdmantul superior?

-sunt universitatile devotate principiilor de etica: egalitatea sanselor,
integritatea, responsabilitatea, discernamantul, eficienta, confidentialitatea,
credibilitatea publica, demnitatea, autoritatea etc.?

-cat de eficient universitatile promoveaza valorile etice: integritatea
morald si interdictia oricaror forme de coruptie si coruptibilitate, libertatea
academicd, autonomia personald, meritul, competenta si profesionalismul,
impartialitatea, dreptatea si echitatea, onestitatea si corectitudinea intelectuala,
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transparenta, respectul si toleranta, grija si bundvointa, concurenta loiala etc.?

Pentru diverse téri, inclusiv pentru Republica Moldova, institutiile de
invatdmant superior prezintd un interes deosebit de mare. O democratie nu
creste daca nu educa generatii noi, capabile sa observe, sa judece si sd aibd un
interes deosebit pentru treburile publice. Cunoastem cu totii adevarul:
capacitatea omului de a fi corect face ca democratia sa fie posibila, iar
inclinatia lui de a nu fi corect face ca democratia sd fie necesard. Intr-un stat
democratic si de drept se impune ca orice functie sau atributie sa fie exercitata
corect si cinstit, iar pentru aceasta se cer doi factori cumulativi: etica si
increderea. Daca etica include impartialitate in exercitarea sarcinilor sale si
rezistentd la coruptie, apoi increderea reprezinta sentimentul de sigurantd fata
de cinstea, buna-credinta, sinceritatea unei persoane concrete. In 1979,
Adunarea Generala a Organizatiei Natiunilor Unite a adoptat Codul de
conduita al responsabililor cu aplicarea legilor, in care se mentiona:
Responsabilii cu aplicarea legilor trebuie sa respecte intotdeauna indatoririle
pe carei le impune legea, servind colectivitatea si protejand toate persoanele
impotriva actelor ilegale, conform inaltului grad de responsabilitate pe care
il reclama profesia lor (art.1)[...], sau ...orice coruptie sau abuz de autoritate
este incompatibil cu o astfel de functie (art.7) [...], ori...trebuie sa respecte
legea si prezentul Cod, sa foloseasca intreaga capacitate §i pricepere pentru
a impiedica violarea acestora (art.8).

In mileniul trei: cooperarea, participarea, integritatea, legitimitatea,
dialogul si respectul sunt cuvintele cheie, care desemneaza atitudinile pe
care trebuie sa le aiba toti oamenii, indeosebi tandra generatie. Tindnd seama
de prevederile tratatelor internationale, ale legislatiei nationale adoptate in
aceastd materie, institutiile de invatamant superior au obligatia sa intreprinda
masurile corespunzdtoare pentru a cultiva noi valori, a promova valorile
unei conduite etice, punand acceptul, in special, pe integritatea, prevenirea
coruptiei in mediul academic si dezvoltarea unei participatii active. Tranzitia
intelectuald constituie premisa, mai exact spus baza de sprijin, pentru toate
celelalte componente ale transformirilor ce au loc in tara. In secolul XXI
educatia, indeosebi cea universitara, trebuie si reprezinta o prioritate pentru
toate guvernele. Tranzitia intelectuald cuprinde mai multe elemente cum ar
fi: modul de gandire, conceptiile, opiniile, atitudinile, obiceiurile, sistemul
de valori etc. care necesita a fi schimbate prin educatie.

Analiza realizatad ne permite sa conchidem: daca o democratie nu creste
§i nu educa noi generatii, care sa fie destoinice sa observe, sa judece si sa
aiba un interes deosebit pentru treburile publice, atunci existenta
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democratiei este in pericol, fiind ameninta din interior.

Coruptia reprezintd amenintarea majora la adresa democratiei si
economiei de piatd. Ea impiedicd dezvoltarea economicd si sociala,
submineaza increderea cetatenilor in democratie, erodeaza legea, constituie
o negare a principiilor democratice sia drepturilor omului. Coruptia genereaza
discriminare, inegalitate, Tmbogatire ilicitd. Ea incalcd drepturile economice
si sociale si, in final, slabeste increderea omului in om, atacand esenta, inima
drepturilor omului. In tirile din Europa de Sud - Est, in special Republica
Moldova, una din cauzele nivelului inalt al coruptiei este si lipsa unei schimbari
radicale pe plan intelectual, moral al vechilor mentalitati si obiceiuri. Mai
mult ca atat, se incearca readaptarea acestora la cerintele noilor conjuncturi.

Tranzitia intelectuald cuprinde mai multe elemente care, uneori, pot depasi
intelegerea corecta a cuvantului, ea include: modul de gandire, ideile, opiniile,
atitudinile, obiceiurile, care pot si necesita a fi schimbate prin educatie. lata
de ce, In opinia noastrd, tranzitia intelectuald constituie premisa, baza celorlalte
componente ale tranzitiei. In anul 2005, Comisia Europeani propune
Consiliului European de la Lisabona o actiune comuna pentru crestere si
dezvoltare sub forma Parteneriatului Lisabona pentru crestere si dezvoltare,
avand drept obiectiv alte prioritati, dar beneficiind, In principal, de aceleasi
mijloace si surse. Propunerea acestui nou plan era justificatda de analizele
oficiale efectuate de Comitetul Inteleptilor, condus de fostul prim-ministru
olandez Wim Kok. In raport se mentiona, spre exemplu, ci venitul pe locuitor
atins 1n tarile Uniunii Europene 1n 2005, fusese realizat de SUA inca in 1985,
inregistrandu-se astfel o intarziere de 20 de ani, dar cele mai ,,negre” concluzii
se refereau la domeniul cercetirii si dezvoltarii. In aceste domenii Europa va
ajunge din urmd SUA doar in 2120 si doar dacd Uniunea Europeana reuseste
sa depageascd SUA 1n fiecare an in ceea ce priveste investitiile in domeniu cu
0,5%. Un alt motiv de revizuire a strategiei din 2000 a fost critica adusa de
sindicalisti si socialisti, care acuzau orientarea mult prea focalizatd pe aspectul
economic in detrimentul celui social si 10 noi state, ce deveniserd membre
ale UE in 2004, ar ilustra si mai pregnant superioritatea SUA in indicatorii
cantitativi ai dezvoltarii economice. Din acest considerent si s-a propus un
nou start al Strategiei Lisabona prin adoptarea planului mentionat -
Parteneriatul Lisabona pentru crestere §i dezvoltare, capabil sa surmonteze

......

cauza globalizérii rapide, intrarea deplind 1n societatea cunoasterii. Noul
obiectiv strategic era formulat ca fiind modernizarea economiilor nationale
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pentru a salva modelul social unic in fata pietelor globale crescande, a
schimbarilor tehnologice si imbatranirii populatiei. Strategia trebuia plasata
intr-un cadru mai larg — cel al dezvoltarii durabile, cerintd ce impune ca
satisfacerea nevoilor actuale sd nu compromitd posibilitatile generatiilor
viitoare de a-si satisface propriile nevoi..., mentioneaza profesorul Constantin
Mecu[1, p.18-19].

Declaratia privind Spatiul European al Invitamantului Superior (SEIS),
cunoscutd mai cu seama sub numele de Declaratia de la Bologna, a fost
semnatd, la 19 iunie 1999, de 29 ministri responsabili de educatie. Initial,
Declaratia de la Bologna a stabilit sase obiective: recunoasterea diplomelor
(adoptarea unui sistem de diplome comparabile si bine definite); adoptarea
unui sistem bazat pe doud cicluri (bachelor/masterat); implementarea
sistemului de credite (ECTS); promovarea mobilitatii; promovarea
cooperarii europene in domeniul asigurarii calitdtii; promovarea dimensiunii
europene in Invatamantul european. Mai apoi, prin Comunicatul ministrilor
de la Praga (2001) s-au mai adaugat trei obiective: invatarea pe tot parcursul
vietii; dimensiunea sociald; promovarea caracterului atractiv al spatiului
european al Invatdmantului superior. La intrunirea de la Berlin (2003),
ministrii educatiei au adaugat al zecelea obiectiv: spatiul european al
cercetdrii — toti acestia fiind pilonii societatii bazate pe cunoastere. La
intrunirea de la Bergen (2005), s-au stabilit prioritatile intermediare:
introducerea modelelor de analiza de sistem pentru agentiile de asigurare a
calitatii, aga cum au fost ele propuse in Raportul ENQA (European Network
for Quality Assurance); implementarea cadrelor nationale pentru calificari;
acordarea si recunoasterea diplomelor comune, inclusiv la nivel doctoral;
crearea de oportunitati pentru trasee educationale flexibile in invatamantul
superior, inclusiv prin proceduri de recunoastere a invatarii anterioare.
Intrunirea de la Londra (2007) a dezvoltat priorititile intermediare, stabilite
anterior: mobilitdti; dimensiunea sociald; culegerea de date statistice; “‘em-
ployability” si celelalte.

Declaratia de la Bologna este adoptata de majoritatea statelor europene
(SEIS) include 46 de state, inclusiv si de Republica Moldova. Scopul gene-
ral, mentionat chiar in titlul Declaratiei, este crearea Spatiului European al
Invatamantului Superior, ciruia ii converg cateva obiective menite si creeze
retele, sa compatibilizeze si sd conecteze universitdtile din Europa indiferent
de tara din care provin. Pentru ca acest deziderat sa devind o realitate, pana
in 2010 trebuia de parcurs o serie de pasi de catre toate tarile semnatare,
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pasul legislativ fiind doar primul dintre acestia. Efectul final dorit de
incheierea procesului este pe cat se poate de pragmatic: mobilitatea pe piata
comunitard a fortei de munca. Calitatea Invatdmantului superior constituie
fundamentul formarii SEIS. E necesar ca actorii directi si indirect implicati
in reformarea sistemului educational sd constientizeze ca reformarea lui
este un proces de durata, iar pilonii sdi sunt: transparenta, capacitatea si
calitatea serviciilor oferite de mediul universitar. Principalele reforme ale
Procesului Bologna se concentreaza asupra urmatoarelor aspecte:

- structura studiilor superioare in trei cicluri (licentd, masterat, doctorat);

-asigurarea calitdtii in invatamantul superior;

-recunoasterea calificarii i a perioadelor de studii.

Ansamblul acestor eforturi de reforma a deschis noi posibilitati pentru
universititi si studenti. In esent, acest proces are doua scopuri: a crea aria
invatamantului superior european reducand barierele in fata mobilitatii
profesorilor, cercetdtorilor si studentilor; marirea competitivitatii
universitdtilor europene. La baza necesitatii implementarii Procesului Bo-
logna au fost mai multe viziuni. Una ar fi ca, inca din Evul mediu, continentul
european a dat nastere la principalele curente si institutii universitare ce au
fost transpuse in lumea modernd. A doua, statele europene (Uniunea
Europeand) raman in urma concurentilor lor: Statele Unite ale Americii,
China, Canada, Japonia, Australia[2]. Iar al treilea ar fi principiul coeziunii
sociale, mobilitatea intercontinentald, unitatea continentului european etc.
In esentd, toate aceste viziuni contin douid componente fundamentale:
economia europeana si valorile europene.

Educatia, fiind un fenomen extrem de complex, poate fi studiata din
numeroase perspective, fiecare dintre acestea dezvaluindu-i noi sensuri si
intelesuri. O acceptiune a educatiei, deloc neglijabila, a expus-o si fondatorul
sociologiei educatiei, E. Durkheim: Educatia este socializarea metodica a
tinerei generatii..., este actiunea exercitatd de catre generatiile adulte asupra
celor care nu sunt coapte inca pentru viata sociala... Ea are ca obiect nu
omul asa cum l-a creat natura, ci omul pe care il vrea societatea, iar ea il
vrea asa cum ii cere structura sa interioard: pentru a exista orice societate
are nevoie de omogenitate iar educatia este mijlocul prin care societatea
isi reinnoieste treptat conditiile propriei sale existente, sadind in sufletul
copilului similitudinile esentiale care sunt cele mai adecvate tipului respectiv
de societate. Scopul educatiei este de a socializa individul biologic prin
construirea fiintei sale sociale care sa se suprapuna celei individuale[3].
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Educatia este o forma de manifestare a realitdtii socioumane. Inerenta vietii
sociale, educatia este o realitate actionara direct perceptibild, mai ales la
nivelul intdlnirii dintre generatii, este cognoscibild prin urmele lasate de
istoria civilizatiilor (documente, institutii $i nu numai) si logic deductibila
in abordarea sistemicd a evolutiei societdtii In care exista diferente mari de
potential de cunoastere ce tind, legic, catre echilibru. Echilibrarea continua
se realizeaza intr-un proces comunicational — schimb de informatii — si se
supune legilor acestuia. Educatia este o forma de actiune umana practica,
efectiva care poate fi analizata prin prisma modelului actiunii umane prac-
tice elaborat de Tadeusz Kotarbinski (1976) structurat dupad cum urmeaza:

Praxisul = Agentul + Obiectul actiunii + Situatia + Realizarea

Altfel spus, educatia este o desfasurare practica (praxisul); ea rezulta
din interactiunea unui subiect individual sau colectiv care o initiaza, stiind
ce urmareste a obtine (agentul actiunii) cu un alt subiect individual sau
colectiv (obiect al actiunii), se desfasoara intr-un context organizat (situatia)
si produce anumite rezultate, in principal modificari la nivelul sistemului
psihocomportamental al celui educat (realizarea). Anticiparea rezultatelor
conferd caracter congtient acestei actiuni; ea orienteazd organizarea $i
desfasurarea actiunilor prin care rezultatele pot fi produse[4, p.18]. Educatia,
ca activitate complexa, se poate explica prin mai multe aspecte:

- caracterul social care arata interdependenta si corelatiile ce se stabilesc
intre educatie si societate. Educatia are menirea de a favoriza dezvoltarea
individului prin intermediul socialului si a socialului prin intermediul
individului;

- caracterul axiologic care reprezintd fundamentarea actului educativ
ce se face in functie de ceea ce este semnificativ in dezvoltarea persoanei si
a societatii. El tinde sd realizeze idealul educativ, exprima asteptarile
societdtii fatd de fiecare dintre membrii sai. Sistemul social intretine
subsistemul educational anume pentru a cultiva valorile fundamentale
dezirabile, ce ar asigura conservarea valorilor perene (Carta drepturilor
omului) §i nasterea altora noi generatoare de progres social;

- caracterul permanent care are in vedere faptul cd educatia trebuie sa
se desfasoare continuu, de-a lungul vietii, fiind singurul mijloc prin care o
persoana poate face fata transformarilor atat la nivelul propriei personalitati,
cat si a celor din societate, mutatiilor pe planul profesiunilor, evolutiei
cunoasterii si civilizatiei, sau si a micilor schimbari cotidiene;
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- sensul teleologic care ar Inseamnd ca atunci cand vorbim de educatie
la modul general, s nu avem in vedere scopuri concrete ci, mai mult,
finalitati citre care procesul de formare tinde. Acest fenomen vizeaza, in
ansamblu, doar reperele esentiale date de valorile fundamentale ale fiecarei
societiti. In secolul XXI se produce o schimbare a finalititii educatiei, are
loc trecerea de la formarea personalitatii multilateral - dezvoltate la formarea
personalitatii autonome §i creative,

- caracterul prospectiv care accentueaza faptul ca actul educativ sa fie
orientat spre viitor, ca persoana sa fie pregatita pentru ziua de maine. Datorita
acestui caracter, educatia trebuie sa tind seama de evolutia posibild a persoanei
in ansamblul situatiei sale, precum si de evolutia probabila a exigentelor
mediale carora va trebui sa raspunda. Aceasta dimensiune a educatiei nu poate
fi ignorata, In contrariu ea poate determina dificultdti de adaptare a persoanei
pe viitor. Daca vom tine cont doar de prezent si de situatii standard, atunci
efectudm nu o educatie ci, mai mult, un dresaj al viitoarei generatii.

In baza acestor caracteristici, putem defini educatia ca un fenomen
existential, o activitate socio-umana complexd de formare permanenta,
valorizatoare, preventiva si sistematica a unei personalitati socialmente
dezirabile, in prezent si in perspectiva previzibila [4, p.18]. Dreptul la educatie
reprezintd un drept al omului, iar Invatdmantul superior, la randul sau,
contribuie semnificativ la progresul si inflorirea cunoasterii. Acest drept este
un imens bun cultural si stiintific atat pentru indivizi, cat si pentru societate.
Invatimantul superior are un rol vital in promovarea pacii si securitatii
internationale, intelegerii reciproce si tolerantei, Increderii reciproce intre
oameni, popoare $i natiuni. Misiunea invatdmantului superior este complexa:
de a transmite cunostinte studentilor si de a pregati o forta de munca inalt
calificata, de a crea cunoastere ce se transmite studentilor. Sau poate fi
transferata in tehnologie si in alte domenii, ce are impact asupra dezvoltarii si
progresului economiei, de a transmite absolventilor competente si valori cu
un caracter general larg ce permit dezvoltarea societatii etc.

Declaratia de la Bucuresti despre Valorile si Principiile Etice si Mo-
rale ale Invatamantului Superior din Europa, adoptata in cadrul Conferintei
Internationale Dimensiunile Etice si Morale ale Invatamantului Superior si
stiintei din Europa (2-5 septembrie 2004) a cerut ca universitdtile sa
promoveze cooperarea internationald focalizata pe valorile, principiile si
normele etice ale invatamantului superior si cercetarii in Europa si in alte
regiuni ale lumii. Aceasta Inseamnd cd cooperarea in cadrul relatiilor
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interuniversitare trebuie sa se bazeze pe valorile si principiile etice si mo-
rale ale Invatdmantului superior.

Un stat poate fi considerat democratic, de drept si modern doar daca el
este constituit din cetateni care accepta valorile democratice si in societate se
manifestd un comportament democratic bazat pe respectarea drepturilor si
obligatiilor fundamentale. Din acest considerent, rezulta cd educatia este aceea
care duce la dezvoltarea adecvata intelectuald si emotionald a individului,
dezvolta sentimentul responsabilitatii sociale si solidaritatea cu grupurile
defavorizate, conduce la respectarea principiilor egalitatii in viata cotidiana.
In ultimele decenii ale secolului XX, etica revine in prim-plan, iar incepand
cu anii 90 putem vorbi de o adevirata renastere a rolului eticii. In aceasta
perioada, apar proiecte ce vizeaza etica globald, iar etica aplicativa ia o
amploare fara precedent. Unul din exponentii filosofiei pragmatice din Statele
Unite ale Americii, John Dewey, mentiona in 1916: morala este la fel de
cuprinzatoare ca §i actiunile legate de raporturile noastre cu ceilalti |...]
morala se refera la intregul caracter; iar caracterul in ansamblu este identic
cu omul in toate manifestarile §i atitudinile sale concrete [...] aspectul moral
si cel social al conduitei sunt, in ultima instanta, identice[5, p.302].

Spre finele secolului XX, referindu-se la etica, Gilles Lipovetcky, s-a
expus destul de nuantat: Un nume un ideal uneste cugetul si insufleteste
iarasi democratiile occidentale la acest sfarsit de mileniu: etica. De vreo
10 ani, efectul etic este din ce in ce mai puternic, invaddand mass-media,
stimuland reflectia filosofica, aspiratii §i practici colective inedite. Caritate
medicala, bioetica, actiuni umanitare, salvarea mediului, impunerea moralei
in afaceri, in politica si in mass-media, dezbateri referitoare la avort §i la
hartuirea sexuala, la mesageriile erotice si la codurile de limbaj “corect”,
cruciade impotriva drogurilor si lupta antitabagica, pretutindeni
revitalizarea valorilor i spiritul de responsabilitate (n. n) sunt invocate ca
imperativul numarul unu al epocii: sfera eticii a devenit oglinda privilegiata
in care se descifreaza noul spirit al timpului. Pana nu demult, societatile
noastre erau electrizate de ideea eliberarii individuale si colective, morala
fiind asimilata cu fariseismul si cu represiunea burgheza. Aceasta epoca a
trecut ...secolul XXI va fi etic sau nu va fi deloc[6, p.17].

Epoca noastra este epoca postdatoriei, in care oamenii recunosc nevoia
unei etici minimale, a unei datorii slabe, a unor norme nedureroase, liberale,
pluraliste, pragmatice, care sa faca posibila existenta societatii postmoderne.
Societatile postmoraliste apeleaza la trebuie numai in situatii exceptionale.
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Odata cu amurgul datoriei valorile pe care le recunoastem sunt mai mult
negative (sa nu faci) decat pozitive (trebuie sd). Ceea ce se invoca (tot mai
des) nu este norma, datoria, obligatia de a ne raporta In mod altruist la
Celalalt, ci responsabilitatea. Este o morald nedureroasa de moralism §i
antimoralism, mentiona G. Lipovetcky. Timpurile in care trdim ne obliga,
intr-un mod sau altul, sd revenim la fundamente, pe care lumea actuald
incearca sa le redescopere in plan moral si spiritual. Tot mai multi cercetatori
din domeniul eticii recunosc, 1In prezent etica a devenit o cerinta incisiva si
universald pentru supravietuirea omenirii.

In societatea secolului XXI inveti ca s stii mai mult decét anterior si
s poti aborda o noua treapti de invitare. Invitarea trebuie sa te ajute si-ti
satisfaci mai bine nevoile prezente, sa poti crea, pentru ca acest demers este
cel mai bine platit, sd poti naviga printre ocupatii i functii, sd te simti mai
liber in societate etc. Spre deosebire de societatea industriald, invatarea nu-
ti mai poate oferi o calificare pe viata, In prezent scopul invatarii s-a
schimbat: dorim sa fim mai instruiti, sa ne calificdm dinamic, pentru cerintele
dinamice actuale. Provocarile societatii contemporane includ incad o
componenta - cea a democratizarii relatiilor interumane, a pregatirii tinerilor
pentru o viatd sociald cat mai armonioasd, pasnica in care sa se regaseasca
interesele majoritatii cetatenilor.

Concluzii. Educatia pentru o cetatenie democratica reprezinta una din
preocuparile majore ale diferitelor organizatii internationale: Organizatia
Natiunilor Unite (ONU), Uniunea Europeand, Consiliul Europei, Organizatia
pentru Securitate si Cooperare in Europa (OSCE), Organizatia pentru
Cooperare si Dezvoltare Economica (OECD) etc.

Invatimantul autohton trebuie si se raporteze la tendintele mondiale
de globalizare si liberalizare a exercitdrii profesiunilor. Daca acest lucru nu
este asumat ca o necesitate obiectiva a prezentului si viitorului, riscam sa
impunem in stat un sistem nedortit, fie tara, efectiv, se izoleaza. Este adevarat,
statul nostru are toate resursele limitate, dar mai putin capacitatea intelectuala
a cetatenilor sai. Adevarul este ca trebuie sa ridicdm nivelul intelectual si
cel al cunostintelor, sd alocdm mijloace §i sa implementdm masuri con-
crete. In caz contrar, noi riscim si mirim decalajul care exista cu tarile
europene, iar copiii nostri la maturitate sa fie mai putin competitivi pe piata
europeand a fortei de munca, sa fie mai putin priceputi in gestionarea vietii
personale. Riscam sd avem o economie de piatd in stagnare, sd devenim
dependenti de inovatiile venite din exterior, iar democratia si statul de drept
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sa functioneze cu sincoape. Daca nu ne vom reconstrui sistemul de educatie
si cercetare, atuncine subminam propriul viitor, riscdm sa fim si in continuare
spectatori pasivi ai istoriei, care se va face in alte tari, capitale, regiuni.
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Filosofia. Ghidul afacerii de succes,

Autorul Manualului are o experientd bogata de predare a filosofiei in
universitatile din Moldova, mai multe articole si comunicari, prezentate la
conferintele stiintifice, sustin interesul cercetdtoarei fatd de problematica,
domeniile filosofiei practice. Mai mult ca atat, chiar i monografia: Supra-
vietuirea, moralitatea si potentialul personalitatii umane: abordare teore-
tico-metodologica, siteza de doctor habilitat: Redimensionarea problemelor
morale si tehnogene din perspectiva strategiei supravietuirii lumii contem-
porane, abordeaza si ofera solutii problemelor studiate de filosofia practica,
de cel mai influent si semnificativ domeniul al ei — bioetica.

Manualul prezinta filosofia ca forma integratoare a culturii, ca formd a
cunoasterii, descifreaza potentialul cognitiv-formativ al ontologiei, gnoseo-
logiei, epistemologiei, logicii si metodologiei cunoasterii stiintifice. Legea
lumii este schimbarea, devenirea. Omul este parte componenta a lumii.
Modul de afirmare al omului in lume, capacitatea lui de a reactiona corect
la provocdrile schimbarii — este reflectata in toate capitolele Manualului.
Dezvoltarea capacitdtilor omului de asi onora obligatiunile fatd de natura,
societate, semeni si fata de sine — este tinta autorului, a filosofiei practice.

Un capitol aparte este dedicat proceselor: socializarea si personalizarea
individului, semnificatia si originalitatea caruia consta in explicarea etapelor
si formelor socializarii primare, a formelor socializarii secundare si 1n
accentul pe care autorul il pune pe autoinstruire. Acest capitol valorifica
experineta unei socializari organizate/monitorizate a copiilor de varsta
cuprinsa Intre 0-3 ani, perioada in care creierul are capacitatea sd inregistreze
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mecanic un volum imens de informatii. Recomandarea autorului este ca
primele etape ale socializdrii primare a copilului sa fie cat mai intense, cat
mai utile, dar aceasta impune prezenta si participarea activa a parintilor la
proces. Structura personalitdtii individuale se formeaza pana la 10 ani,
respectiv personalitatea de succes o formeaza: familia, gradinita, scoala
primara. La universitate potentialul instructiv-formativ al disciplinelor
studiate este valorificat atunci, cand bazele au fost puse, cand persoana
manifesta interes fatd de anumite domenii de activitate social-utild. La acest
nivel al socializarii accentul se pune pe dezvoltarea abilitatilor profesionale
si pe cele comunicationale.

Suplimentul la Manual, Ghidul afacerii de succes, completeaza do-
meniul i problematica Praxiologiei. Are o valoare imensd, deoarece descrie
mecanismul, mijloacele de transformare a potentialului cognitiv/creativ al
personalitdtii n actualitate.

Globalizarea economica impune ideea prin trecerea la economia de piata
liberalizata prin deschiderea pietelor de produse/capital pentru tarile
subdezvoltate. Putem invoca in prim plan limitele liberalizarii (opus haosului),
aratand ca sistemul economic si politic al tarilor emergente, nu a rezistat
presingului din partea trilor dezvoltate, structurilor financiar-economice
internatioanle. Obiectivele cercetarii economiei mondiale se rezuma la ideea
cd toate tarile sa se omogenizeze ca un tot global unitar. Globalizarea este un
termen foarte uzial prin care putem intelege dezvoltarea pietelor financiare
globale, cresterea corporatiilor transnationale si dominatia lor in ascensiune
asupra economiilor nationale. Ponderea problemelor majore, pe care oamenii
le atribuie globalizarii, incluzand penetrarea valorilor de piata in acele domenii
de care ele nu apartin in mod traditional, pot fi atribuite acestor fenomene.
Concomitent putem vorbi despre globalizarea informatiei si culturii si altor
domenii, raspandirea telecomunicatiilor, a Internetului, radioului, TV, altor
forme de comunicare si comercializarii ideilor.

Economia mondiald, relatiile economice internationale si globalizarea
economica poate fi definitd ca un total complex de structuri si procese
economice, sociale, tehnologice, politice si culturale care reies din caracterul
variabil al pietei, ofertei, cererii, consumului si comertului cu valori materiale
si imateriale.

Putem remarca patru caracteristici principale care pot explica originile
proceselor economice mondiale: tranzitia de la economia ,,high volume” la
cea ,.high value”, integrarea pe pietele mondiale, care rezultd din cunoasterea
tot mai buna a produselor/serviciilor lansate pe piata, sfarsitul bipolaritatii
intre capitalism si socialism, configurarea noilor blocuri economice.

Globalizarea este un proces economic benefic din mai multe puncte de
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vedere. Globalizarea aduce cu sine un grad nou de libertate individuala, pe
care nici un stat nu-1 poate asigura. Concurenta libera la scard globald a
eliberat talentele antreprenoriale, creative si a accelerat inovatiile tehno-
logice. Insa globalizarea are si latura ei negativa. In tarile mai putin avansate,
securitatea sociald a suferit din cauza globalizarii fara careva limite. Este
posibil cd cetatenii tarilor dezvoltate nu sunt pe deplin constienti de
consecintele devastatoare ale crizelor financiar-economice deoarece acestea
au tendinta de a lovi mai crunt in tarile in curs de dezvoltare.

Lucrarea ,,Economia mondiala §i migratia economica” este parte com-
ponenta a instruirii economice de Invatdmant superior, fiind orientata spre
studenti, masteranzi, doctoranzi inscrisi la studii economice/politice, discip-
lina Economie mondiala §i migratia economica este una din disciplinele
speciale si se bazeaza pe subiecte studiate anterior. Lucrarea este funda-
mentatd pe studiul la subiectul de specialitate a conceptelor ,,comert interna-
tional”, ,,intreprindere de comert exterior”, ,,relatii monetare internationale”,
,»aspecte internationale in materie de proprietate intelectuala”, ,,cooperare
internationald”, ,,migratia fortei de muncad”, ,,problemele globale ale
omenirii” etc.

In conformitate cu programa de studii de formare a specialistilor, cursul
este conceput din prelegeri, seminarii, lucru individual, pregatirea unui proiect
(studiu de caz), teste si alte evaluari in scopul de a studia esenta, motivatia
unor procese si fenomene economice la scard mondiald, regionala si nationala.

Obiectivele cursului: familiarizarea studentilor, masteranzilor,
doctoranzilor cu tendintele dezvoltarii economice mondiale si relatiilor
economice internationale la etapa actuald, pregatirea specialistilor de nivel
stiintific superior, capabili sa sesizeze principiile, tendintele politicii
economice externe si relatiilor economice internationale.

Formele de monitorizare si evaluare a materialelor insotite la cursul
pregatit:

1. temele pentru acasd — o forma de monitorizare curenta;

2. rapoarte/referate — o forma de monitorizare pentru a expune o lucrare
in termen,;
