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Rezumat: [n ultimii ani, sectorul agricul-
turii ecologice in europa a parcurs un lung
drum de la modestele sale inceputuri. Puter-
nica dezvoltare i cerere a pietei europene de
produse ecologice se reflectd si in cresterea
suprafetelor cultivate in sistem ecologic si in
conversia in curs a altor suprafete la acest
gen de culturd. Agricultura ecologicd are o
contributie majord la dezvoltarea durabild a
antreprenoriatului social, la cresterea acti-
vitdtilor economice cu o importantd valoare
addugatd si la sporirea interesului pentru
spatiul rural.

Starea de sanatate a populatiei in
mare masura depinde de conditiile
de viata, inclusiv de calitatea si sigu-
ranta alimentelor. Diverse stari pa-
tologice, acute si cornice, sunt con-
ditionate de factori externi. Aceasta
situatie este cauzata la ora actuala
de multitudinea de tehnologii si ma-
teriale implementate pe tot lantul
fara estimarea cuvenita a riscurilor
pe care le comporta.

Summary: In recent years, the organic
farming sector in Europe has come a long
way from its modest beginnings. The strong
growth and demand of the European organ-
ic market is also reflected in the increasing
areas under organic cultivation and the on-
going conversion of other areas to organic
farming. Organic farming makes a major
contribution to the sustainable development
of social entrepreneurship, to the growth of
economic activities with high added value
and to increasing interest in the countryside.

The health of the population de-
pends on a large extent on living
conditions, including the quality and
safety of food. Various pathological
conditions, acute and chronic, are
conditioned by external factors. This
situation is currently caused by the
multitude of technologies and ma-
terials implemented throughout the
chain without due consideration of
the risks they entail.

Pe 28 iunie 2007, Consiliul
U.E. a aprobat o propunere pentru
un nou Regulament in agricultura
ecologica, respectiv Regulamentul
(CE) nr. 834/2007 al Consiliului pri-
vind etichetarea si productia eco-
logica. Noul Regulament este mult
mai clar, atdt pentru fermieri cdt si
pentru consumatori, stabilind o se-
rie completd de obiective, principii
si reguli de bazd pentru productia
ecologicd. Acest nou regulament va
intra In vigoare la 1 ianuarie 2009,
data de la care Regulamentul (CEE)
nr. 2092/91 al Consilului se abroga.

In urma inspectiilor efectuate
de organismele de control, opera-
torii care au respectat regulile de
productie vor primi certificatul de
conformitate si isi vor putea marca,
eticheta produsele ca fiind ecologi-
ce. Pe eticheta aplicata produselor

People care about the many spe-
cial qualities of organic food. They
care that organic farming places
particular emphasis on low impu-
rity production, the protection of
natural resources and biodiversity
and animal welfare. They also care
about the contribution that organic
farming can make to the economic
development of rural communities.

Organic farming makes a major
contribution to sustainable develop-
ment, increasing economic activities
with high added value and increas-
inginterestin the countryside. On 28
June 2007, the EU Council approved
a proposal for a new Regulation on
organic farming, namely Council
Regulation (EC) No. 834/2007 on or-
ganic labelling and production. The
new Regulation is much clearer for
both farmers and consumers, setting
out a comprehensive set of objectives,
principles and basic rules for organic
production. This new Regulation will
enter into force on 1 January 2009,
the date from which Council Regula-
tion (EEC) No. 2092/91 is repealed.

Following inspections by inspec-
tion authorities, operators who have
complied with the production rules
will receive a certificate of confor-
mity and will be able to mark and
label their products as organic. The
following information is compulso-
ry on the label applied to organic
products: reference to the organic
production method, logo, name and
code of the inspection and certifica-
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ecologice sunt obligatorii urmatoa-
rele mentiuni: referirea la modul de
productie ecologic, sigla, numele si
codul organismului de inspectie si
certificare care a efectuat inspectia
si a eliberat certificatul de produs
ecologic. Sigla garanteaza ca produ-
sul, astfel etichetat, provine din agri-
cultura ecologica si este certificat de
un organism de control.

Produsele ecologice importate
trebuie sa poata fi plasate pe piata
ca produse ecologice, atunci cand
sint realizate in conformitate cu nor-
mele aplicabile producerii .

Eticheta ecologica desemneaza
acele produse care determina redu-
cerea impactului asupra mediului, in
comparatie cu alte produse din ace-
lasi grup de produse, fara a incalca
cerintele legale aplicabile produse-
lor la nivel national.

Asigurarea calitatii si sigurantei
alimentelor este un proces multila-
teral si se bazeaza pe eforturile tutu-
ror celor implicati in lantul complex,
care include productia agricola,
transportarea, procesarea industri-

tion authority that carried out the
inspection and issued the organic
certificate. The logo guarantees that
the product, so labelled, comes from
organic farming and is certified by
an inspection authority.

In order to ensure consumer pro-
tection and fair competition, it is
established that the terms used to
identify organic products must be
protected against use for non-organ-
ic products irrespective of the lan-
guage used. The protection should
also apply to the derivative words
and diminutives of these terms,
whether used independently or in
combination.

Imported organic products must
be allowed to be placed on the mar-
ket as organic products when they
are made in accordance with the
rules applicable to production.

The Ecolabel designates those
products which reduce the envi-
ronmental impact of products com-
pared to other products in the same
product group, without violating
legal requirements applicable to
products at national level.

Ensuring food quality and safety
is a multi-stakeholder process and
relies on the efforts of all those in-
volved in the complex chain, which
includes agricultural production,
transport, industrial processing,
storage, marketing and consump-
tion.

Maintaining food quality and
safety along the food chain requires
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al3, stocarea, comercializarea si con-
sumul.

Pentru a mentine calitatea si si-
guranta alimentelor de-a lungul
lantului mentionat este nevoie de
tehnologii avansate, suport legal si
metodic perfect, personal instru-
it, procedee de monitorizare care
sa asigure integritatea alimentelor,
precum si fi nalizarea operatiunilor
in bune conditii.

Avansarea rapida a tehnologiilor
alimentare poate determina riscul
contaminadrii alimentelor prin con-
taminanti naturali, prin cei introdusi
accidental, prin tratarea inadecva-
ta a alimentelor sau prin practicile
comerciale abuzive. Cele mai multe
cauze raportate ale Imbolnavirilor
acute provocate de alimente sunt
de origine microbiologica. Prezen-
ta factorilor chimici si fi zici in ali-
mente determind un numar limitat
de dereglari acute ale sanatatii, in
schimb conditioneaza multiple stari
morbide cornice si decese prematu-
re, infl uentand negativ calitatea vie-
tii si speranta de viata.

Riscul de pierdere a increderii
consumatorilor este una dintre ma-
rile provocari cu care se confrunta
sectorul ecologic. In urma adopt-
rii noului cadru de acreditare si de
supraveghere a pietei in Uniunea
Europeana, acreditarea a devenit
instrumentul cheie pentru demon-
strarea competentei tehnice a or-
ganismelor de evaluare a conformi-
tatii, de exemplu a organismelor de

advanced technologies, perfect le-
gal and methodical support, trained
staff, monitoring procedures to en-
sure food integrity and the smooth
running of operations.

Rapidly advancing food technolo-
gies can put food at risk of contam-
ination from natural contaminants,
accidentally introduced contami-
nants, inadequate treatment of food
or abusive commercial practices.
Most reported causes of acute food-
borne illness are microbiological in
origin. The presence of chemical and
physical factors in food causes a lim-
ited number of acute health disor-
ders, but conditions multiple chron-
ic morbid conditions and premature
deaths, negatively influencing quali-
ty of life and life expectancy.

The risk of loss of consumer trust
is one of the biggest challenges con-
fronting the green sector. Following
the adoption of the new framework
for accreditation and market sur-
veillance in the European Union,
accreditation has become the key
tool for demonstrating the technical
competence of conformity assess-
ment organisations, e.g. inspection
authorities in the environmental
sector.

The scope of organic farming la-
belling in the Community is regulat-
ed by the following acts:

ganic production and labelling of

In prezent, in Uniunea Europea-
na acreditarea se efectueaza de ca-
tre un singur organism national de
acreditare care actioneaza in cali-
tate de autoritate publici. In cadrul
Cooperarii europene pentru acredi-
tare a fost instituit un grup opera-
tiv care sa se ocupe In mod specific
cu chestiunile legate de acreditarea
organismelor de control care func-
tioneaza in sectorul ecologic. Acti-
vitatea acestui grup, desfasurata in
stransa cooperare, a dus la adopta-
rea unui document obligatoriu pen-
tru organismele de acreditare natio-
nale care isi desfasoara activitatea in
acest domeniu, document aplicabil
din ianuarie 2014.

Productia ecologica se bazeaza
pe urmatoarele principii:

e utilizeaza organisme vii si meto-
de de productie mecanice;

At present, accreditation in the
European Union is carried out by a
single national accreditation body
acting as a public authority. A Task
Force has been set up within the
European Cooperation for Accred-
itation to deal specifically with is-
sues related to the accreditation
of control bodies operating in the
environmental sector. The work of
this group, carried out in close co-
operation, has led to the adoption of
a binding document for national ac-
creditation bodies operating in this
field, applicable since January 2014.

Organic production is based on
the following principles:

- the appropriate design and man-
agement of biological processes,
based on ecological systems us-
ing natural resources internal to
the system, by methods that:

e uses living organisms and me-
chanical production methods;

e practice plant and animal pro-
duction or practice aquaculture
in accordance with the princi-
ple of sustainable exploitation of
fisheries resources;

e exclude the use of GMOs and
products produced from or by
GMOs, with the exception of vet-
erinary medical products;

li se garanteze consumatorilor in-

tegritatea sistemului de control din

tarile terte in ceea ce priveste utili-
zarea etichetarii ecologice si a logo-
ului ecologic.

Tdrile in curs de dezvoltare sunt
Importante ca origine a importuri-
lor de produse ecologice in UE. Se va
acorda o atentie deosebita impactu-
lui punerii in aplicare a noilor nor-
me privind controalele si productia,
pentru a se asigura continuitatea,
fara probleme, a importurilor din ta-
rile In curs de dezvoltare (actiunea
14). Unele dintre acordurile de echi-
valenta incheiate de UE cu alte piete
ecologice importante ale lumii pre-
vad conditii de reciprocitate pentru
producatorii din UE, desi domeniul
de aplicare al acordurilor variaza in-
tr-o oarecare masura. Doar acordul
dintre UE si SUA prevede o coopera-

e be based on risk assessment and
the use of precautionary and pre-
ventive measures, as appropriate;
In addition to increasing trade,

the EU organic production system
must ensure that imported products
comply with the EU’s strict defini-
tion of organic food and farming. In
addition, there is a growing need to
guarantee the integrity of the con-
trol system in third countries for the
use of eco-labelling and the organic
logo.

Developing countries are import-
ant as a source of imports of organic
products into the EU. Particular at-
tention will be paid to the impact of
the implementation of the new rules
on controlsand production to ensure
the smooth continuation of imports
from developing countries (Action
14). Some of the EU’s equivalence
agreements with other major or-
ganic markets in the world provide
for reciprocity for EU producers, al-
though the scope of the agreements
varies somewhat. Only the EU-USA
agreement provides for cooperation
on regulations and standards in the
area of organic production.

In seeking to extend agreements
with other major environmental
markets to include such coopera-
tion on regulations and standards,
the Commission will work towards
closer convergence between the
environmental standards of these
markets. To this end, the Commis-
sion will explore the possibility of
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re in ceea ce priveste reglementarile
si standardele in domeniul producti-
ei ecologice.

In incercarea de a extinde acor-
durile cu celelalte piete ecologice
importante in vederea includerii
unei astfel de cooperari privind re-
glementarile si standardele, Comisia
va depune eforturi in vederea reali-
zdrii unei convergente mai stranse
intre standardele ecologice ale aces-
tor piete. In acest sens, Comisia va
explora posibilitatea realizarii unui
acord multilateral intre principale-
le piete ecologice (actiunea 15). Un
astfel de acord multilateral sprijinit
de cooperare in materie de regle-
mentare ar putea genera sinergii in
cadrul sistemului de supraveghere
si control, facilitind mult productia
ecologica orientata spre export atat
in principalele tari producatoare de
produse ecologice, cat si In tarile in
curs de dezvoltare.

Desi nu sunt disponibile infor-
matii detaliate privind volumele
si valorile fluxurilor comerciale cu
produse ecologice, este importanta
0 cunoastere mai bund a comertu-
lui, de exemplu pentru a se iden-
tifica piete existente si potentiale
pentru produsele din UE si pentru
ca actiunile externe sa fie concen-
trate asupra principalilor parteneri
comerciali ai UE (actiunea 16). Co-
dex Alimentarius [instituit de FAO
si OMS, 185 de tari membre si o or-
ganizatie membra (UE)] stabileste
standarde utilizate ca referinta in

a multilateral agreement between
major environmental markets (Ac-
tion 15). Such a multilateral agree-
ment supported by regulatory coop-
eration could generate synergies in
the surveillance and control system,
greatly facilitating export-oriented
organic production in both major
organic producing countries and de-
veloping countries.

Although detailed information on
volumes and values of trade flows
in organic products is not avail-
able, it is important to have a better
knowledge of trade, for example to
identify existing and potential mar-
kets for EU products and to focus
external action on the EU’s main
trading partners (Action 16). Codex
Alimentarius (established by FAO
and WHO, 185 member countries
and one member organisation (EU))
sets standards used as a reference in
international trade, including trade
in organic products. Given the de-
velopment of global trade and the
risk of divergent national standards,
particularly in emerging sectors, it
seems necessary to continue work
to update and complement the ex-
isting Codex standard (Action 17).

The protection of the new EU
eco-logo is achieved by registering
it as a collective mark with the Eu-
ropean Office for Harmonisation in
the Internal Market and in a limited
number of neighbouring countries
such as Switzerland and Norway. In
order to ensure that the EU Ecolabel
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comertul international, inclusiv in
comertul cu produse ecologice. Date
fiind dezvoltarea comertului la ni-
vel mondial si riscul unor standarde
nationale divergente, in special in
cazul sectoarelor emergente, pare
necesara continuarea activitatii de
actualizare si completare a standar-
dului Codex existent (actiunea 17).

Protejarea noului logo ecologic
al UE se realizeaza prin inregistra-
rea acestuia ca marca colectiva la
Oficiul European pentru Armoniza-
re in cadrul Pietei Interne si intr-un
numar limitat de tari din vecinatate,
precum Elvetia si Norvegia. Pentru a
se garanta faptul ca logoul ecologic
al UE nu este utilizat in mod neco-
respunzator in tdrile terte, ar tre-
bui efectuata inregistrarea marecii,
tindndu-se seama de potentialul de
piata si de riscul de utilizare neco-
respunzatoare ale logoului ecologic
al UE (actiunea 18).

Odata cu aparitia si dezvoltarea
in Republica Moldova a agriculturii
ecologice, concomitent a aparut pro-
blema identificarii acestor produse.
Datorita faptului ca produsele agro-
alimentare ecologice sunt produse
specifice, adica produse fara utiliza-
rea substantelor chimice de sinteza,
care nu trebuie sa fie confundate cu
produse obtinute din agricultura
traditionald, ceia ce necesita o mar-
care specifica.

Odata cu dezvoltarea productiei
agroalimentare ecologice pe piata
a Republicii Moldova, in randurile

is not misused in third countries,
registration should be carried out,
taking into account the market po-
tential and the risk of misuse of the
EU Ecolabel (Action 18).

With the emergence and devel-
opment of organic farming in the
Republic of Moldova, the problem of
identifying these products has aris-
en at the same time. Due to the fact
that organic agri-food products are
specific products, i.e. products with-
out the use of synthetic chemicals,
they should not be confused with
products obtained from traditional
agriculture, which requires specific
marking.

With the development of organic
agri-food production on the market
of the Republic of Moldova, consum-
ers have become interested in the
origin, quality and conformity of
these products, which can be con-
firmed by marking the label with the
national mark “Organic Agriculture
- Republic of Moldova”.

The consumer demands confir-
mation that the product is produced
according to organic farming tech-
nology, wants to know the place of
origin of the product, and wants
documentary confirmation of these
facts.

The first and most important
reason is the lack of special rules,
principles regarding the labelling of
organic agri-food products. So far, in
the Republic of Moldova, there is no
national brand in the field of organ-
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consumatorilor a aparut interesul
cu privire la originea acestor produ-
selor, calitatea si conformitatea, care
pot fi confirmate prin marcarea pe
eticheta cu aplicarea marcii nationa-
le ,Agricultura Ecologica - Republica
Moldova”.

Consumatorul cere confirmarea
faptului ca produsul este produs
conform tehnologiei de crestere a
produselor ecologice, vrea sa stie lo-
cul de origine a produsului, precum
si cere confirmarea acestor fapte do-
cumental.

Primul si cel mai important motiv
este inexistenta unor reguli, princi-
pii speciale cu privire la etichetarea
produselor agroalimentare ecolo-
gice. Pana in prezent, In Republica
Moldova, nu dispune de marca nati-
onalad in domeniul agriculturii ecolo-
gice, precum si nu sunt clar stabilite
si reglementate regulile de eticheta-
re pentru productia agroalimentara
ecologica.

Aceste reguli stabilesc detaliat o
serie intreaga de obiective, principii
de baza pentru productia ecologica
si includ un nou regim pe piata in-
terna precum si cea comunitara.

Pentru a garanta faptul ca pro-
dusele ecologice sunt realizate in
conformitate cu exigentele impuse
conform cadrului legislativ natio-
nal si comunitar aplicabil produc-
tiei ecologice, se impune respecta-
rea principiilor specifice procesului
de productie ecologica si aplicarea
marcii nationale ,Agricultura Ecolo-

ic agriculture, as well as no clearly
established and regulated labelling
rules for organic agri-food produc-
tion.

These set of the rules out in de-
tail a whole series of objectives, ba-
sic principles for organic production
and include a new regime for the in-
ternal market as well as the Commu-
nity market.

In order to ensure that organ-
ic products are produced in ac-
cordance with the requirements
imposed under the national and
Community legislative framework
applicable to organic production,
the principles specific to the organic
production process and the appli-
cation of the national label “Organic
Farming - Republic of Moldova” must
be respected.

The use of the national label will
be compulsory for organic agri-food
products, which have been pro-
duced in accordance with the rules
of the organic production process.

[t is important to maintain con-
sumer confidence in organic prod-
ucts. In order to ensure consumer
protection and fair competition, the
terms used to identify organic prod-
ucts should be protected against use
for non-organic products through-
out the Republic of Moldova, the Eu-
ropean Community and the Russian
Federation.

The Government of the Republic
of Moldova aims primarily to es-
tablish the labelling process of or-
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gicd - Republica Moldova”.

Utilizarea marcii nationale va fi
obligatorie pentru produsele agro-
alimentare ecologice, la producerea
carora s-au respectat regulile proce-
sului de productie ecologica.

Este important sa fie pastrata
increderea consumatorilor in pro-
dusele ecologice. Pentru a asigura
protectia consumatorilor si o concu-
rentd loiala, termenii folositi pentru
a identifica produsele ecologice ar
trebui protejati impotriva utilizarii
pentru produse neecologice pe in-
treg teritoriul Republicii Moldova,
Comunitatii Europene precum si Fe-
deratiei Ruse.

Guvern Republicii Moldova are
ca scop primordial stabilirea pro-
cesului de etichetare a produselor
agroalimentare ecologice, precum si
utilizarea simbolului grafic al marcii
nationale, protejarea pietei de pro-
duse agroalimentare si informarea
consumatorului prin aplicarea mar-
cii nationale , Agricultura Ecologica
- Republica Moldova”, pe produsele
produse conform tuturor cerintelor
productiei agroalimentare ecologi-
ce.

Marca nationala ,Agricultura
Ecologica - Republica Moldova”, ala-
turi de sigla comunitara va putea
fi folosita in scopul unei mai bune
vizualizari de catre consumatori a
produselor obtinute din agricultura
ecologica.

Marca nationala ,Agricultura
Ecologica Republica Moldova” ga-

ganic agri-food products, as well as
the use of the graphic symbol of the
national mark, to protect the mar-
ket of agri-food products and to in-
form the consumer by applying the
national mark “Organic Agriculture
- Republic of Moldova” on prod-
ucts produced according to all the
requirements of organic agri-food
production.

The national label “Organic Farm-
ing - Republic of Moldova”, together
with the Community logo, can be
used to improve consumer aware-
ness of organic products.

The national mark ,Organic
Farming Republic of Moldova” guar-
antees that the product, so labelled,
comes from organic farming and is
certified by an inspection and certi-
fication authority.

The right to use the logo “Organ-
ic Agriculture Republic of Moldova”
on products, labels and packaging of
organic products is granted to pro-
ducers, processors and importers
registered with the Ministry of Agri-
culture and Food Industry and hold-
ing a contract with an inspection
and certification authority accred-
ited by the National Accreditation
Centre according to the provisions
of Law No. 186 XV of 24 April 2003
on conformity assessment of prod-
ucts and authorized by the Ministry
of Agriculture and Food Industry.

Consumers who buy food prod-
ucts with organic indications want
a food that is qualitatively appro-
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ranteaza ca produsul, astfel etiche-
tat, provine din agricultura ecologi-
ca si este certificat de un organism
de inspectie si certificare.

Dreptul de utilizare a siglei ,, Agri-
cultura Ecologica Republica Mol-
dova” pe produsele, etichetele si
ambalajele produselor ecologice il
au producatorii, procesatorii si im-
portatorii Inregistrati la Ministerul
Agriculturii si Industriei Alimentare
si care detin un contract incheiat, cu
un organism de inspectie si certifi-
care, acreditat de catre Organismul
National de Acreditare conform
prevederilor Legii nr. 186 XV din 24
aprilie 2003 cu privire la evaluarea
conformitatii produselor si autori-
zat de catre Ministerul Agriculturii
si Industriei Alimentare.

Consumatorul care cumpara pro-
duse alimentare ce prezinta indica-
tii referitoare la modul de producere
ecologica isi doreste un preparat co-
respunzator calitativ din punctul de
vedere al caracterului sau “natural”.
Etichetarea produselor ecologice se
realizeaza cu respectarea urmatoa-
relor reguli: precizarea denumirii si
a adresei producatorului sau prelu-
cratorului mentionarea denumirii
produsului, inclusiv a metodei de
productie ecologica utilizate speci-
ficarea denumirii si a marcii orga-
nismului de inspectie si certificare
respectarea conditiilor de pastrare
mentionarea termenului minim de
valabilitate interzicerea depozitarii
in acelasi spatiu a produselor ecolo-

priate in terms of its “natural” char-
acter. The labelling of organic prod-
ucts must comply with the following
rules: the name and address of the
producer or processor must be in-
dicated the name of the product,
including the organic production
method used must be indicated the
name and mark of the inspection
and certification authority must
comply with the storage conditions
the minimum shelf life must be in-
dicated organic products may not be
stored together with other products
in the same space.

One of the main goals of organ-
ic farming is to produce food with
authentic and attractive taste, tex-
ture and qualities and especially
healthy for human health. This food
is achieved at the production stage
through a strict ban on the use of ge-
netically modified organisms (GMOs
and their derivatives) and through
severe restrictions on the use of
synthetic fertilisers and pesticides,
growth promoters and regulators,
hormones, antibiotics and intensive
animal husbandry systems to en-
sure:

- preserving the health of the pop-
ulation by feeding healthy, organ-
ic products every day;

- the development of sustainable
agriculture and environmental
protection, by not allowing the
use of pesticides, chemical and
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gice alaturi de alte produse.

Unul dintre principalele scopuri
ale agriculturii ecologice este pro-
ducerea de alimente cu gust, textura
si calitati autentice si atractive si in
special sanatoase pentru sanatatea
umand.

- majorarea suprafetelor agricole in
circuitul agroalimentar ecologic;

- informarea consumatorului final,
prin aplicarea pe produs a marcii
nationale ,,Agricultura Ecologica -
Republica Moldova”;

- respectarea de catre agentii eco-
nomici, persoanelor juridice si

synthetic substances and geneti-
cally modified organisms, etc;

- ensuring the development of the
internal and external market with
organic agri-food products, by fa-
cilitating exports to EU countries
and the Russian Federation;

- increasing the agricultural areas
in the organic agri-food circuit;

- informing the final consumer by
applying the national label “Or-
ganic Agriculture - Republic of
Moldova” to the product;

- compliance by economic opera-
tors, legal entities and individu-
als with the rules and standards
on organic farming;

- establishing a legal and regulato-
ry Framework for organic farm-
ing throughout the country;

Another aim pursued by the gov-
ernment is to protect the economic
interests of the state, agricultural
producers and, last but not least, fi-
nal consumers, who want to know
what food they are eating. It is also
important to mention that the mea-
sures proposed in the draft Govern-
ment Decision will bring national
legislation into line with Council
Regulation (EC) No. 834/2007 of
28 June 2007 on organic production
and labelling of organic products

- guarantee that the product, thus
labelled, comes from organic
farming and is certified by an in-
spection and certification author-
ity, allowing the consumer to eas-
ily identify these products on the
market.

- ensure equal application of the
objectives and principles at all
stages of animal husbandry, aqua-
culture, horticulture and produc-
tion of organic raw materials, as
well as at all stages of organic
food production;

- create favourable conditions for
the production process in organic
farming;

- develop the internal market for
organic agri-food production;

- give the possibility to penetrate
the external markets of the Euro-
pean Union and the Russian Fed-
eration.

consumer.

Facing future challenges, farmers
will need to become more involved
in identifying research and innova-
tion needs. Several formats can be
used in the EIP to explore specific
issues that are relevant to organic
farming and that would stimulate
active farmer involvement. When
