neriate puternice. Valorile economiei
sociale includ in mare parte obiecti-
vele comune pentru incluziunea so-
ciala stabilite la nivelul UE (care nu
numai ca abordeaza saracia, dar ofe-
ra totodata tuturor acces la resursele,
drepturile si serviciile necesare par-
ticiparii active In societate).
Invitarea reciproci poate aju-
ta dezvoltarea economiei sociale
in regiunea transfrontaliera Roma-
nia - Republica Moldova, dar legile,
structurile si practicile nu pot fi pur
si simplu copiate de la o tard la alta;
acestea trebuie sa fie ajustate pentru
a lua in considerare diferitele culturi,
traditii si proveniente ideologice.
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
